In 1981, Dorrworked tocreate abill for
a National Children’s Day. She later
teamed up with Ted Gunderson, the
former director of the Los Angeles
county FBI, traveling the country to
educate others about hate crimes and
cults.

The Sept. 11 terrorist attacks fueled
her work to stop hate in all forms of
racial discrimination and terrorism.

“Our organization wishes to bring
peace into the world by dealing with
these issues in our society,” said Dorr,
who now resides in Portland .
