Bonzi Wells signs new multi-year contract
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(AP) —  Now that h e ’s offi­
cially back with the Portland Trail 
Blazers, guard Bonzi W ells said 
fans will see a new man.

“ I’m back, I ’m happy. I ’m re­
lieved that it’s all over. I’m home,” 
Wells said, after signing a new 
m ulti-year contract.

Terms o f the deal were not 
released. W ells and his team ­
mates were at the Rose Garden 
preparing to open their camp 
Tuesday at their practice facility 
in neighboring Tualatin.

“Our goal every year is to have 
every player signed and in camp 
on tim e,” Portland general man­
ager Bob Whitsitt said. “We were 
fortunate to get the job  done.”

W ells, 25, was the team ’s sec­
ond-leading scorer last season, 
averaging a career-high 17 points

and six rebounds a game. In four 
years with the Trail Blazers, the 
6-foot-5 guard has averaged 12.7

points a game.
“ Bonzi was a guy who was a 

major contributor last year,” fel­
low guard Damon Stoudamire 
said. “ I don ’t expect it to be any 
different this year.”

The Trail B lazers traded for 
gu ard  A n to n io  D an ie ls  and 
added free agent J e f f  M cInnis 
during the sum m er. The team 
a ls o  s ig n e d  c e n te r  C h r is  
D udley, a 15-year N BA veteran 
who appeared in 43 gam es with 
the Trail B lazers last season; 
guard R ichie Frahm , a rookie 
out o f  G onzaga who played last 
season in the A BA , and fo r­
ward Billy Owens is a nine-year 
NBA veteran .
