The
state of Oregon may have money in
your name.

T'he Division of State Lands and
Oregon Department of Revenue are
working together to try to locate
the owners of more than 1,900
uncashed refund checks issued
between July 1998 and June 1999.

The checks total nearly $600,000.

“Some of the checks are for large
amounts-up to $25,000 for busi-
nesses and up to $9,000 for indi-
viduals,” said Cheryl Gladden,
claims coordinator in DSL’s Trust
Property Section.

“We're guessing that some of

the checks were lost in the mail or
misplaced by the businesses or
individuals,” Gladden said.

To find out if the state is holding
unclaimed property in your name,
click on“Check for Unclaimed Prop-
erty” on the DSL Web site:
