Registered nurse Angelah Hill
doesn’t claim that adult foster care
is something new, but she says her
clients receive something different
individualized care that keeps the
special needs of diverse cultures in
mind

Adult foster care helps clients
withdaily living challenges such as
hygiene, laundry, medication ad-
ministration, transportation assis-
tance and meals

At the Addie Mae McFarland
Adult Foster Home, in southeast
Portland, seniors and those with
varying disabilities are cared for in
a home-setting, with cable televi-
sion, phones and three tasty meals
everyday. Hill’s facility also has the
benefit of a registered nurse on
duty, 24-hours a day

“One of the things happening in
the African-American community

is they are being displaced outside
the African-American community,
to places that don’t have the cul-
tural awareness to meet their
needs,” said Hill.

The facility addresses dietary,
social, spiritual and cultural needs
of its clients—which common care
facilities often overlook.

Hill, formerly a nurse with Or-
egon Health and Sciences Univer-
sity for 10 years, opened the care
facility three years ago

Although the facility specializes
in caring for people of color, Hills
says that people of all races and
backgrounds are welcome to re-
ceivetop-level individualized care.

Hill says she currently has va-
cancies and her services are often
covered by insurance and Medic-
aid. She speciallizes in assistance
for the blind.
