Rasheed Wallace Leads Detroit in Finals
Former Blazer 
pushes toward 
championship

(A P) —  Rasheed W allace was 
acquired to put the Detroit Pistons 
over the top - to help transform  a 
contender into a cham pion. He just 
m ight do it.

W allace hadp layoff-h ighsof26  
points and 13 rebounds to lift De­
troit to an 88-80 win over the Los 
A ngeles Lakers on Sunday night, 
giving the Pistons a 3-1 lead in the 
NBA Finals.

The Pistons acquired W allace 
on Feb. 19 from Atlanta after being 
traded by the Portland Trail B laz­
ers.

“ I think Rasheed gives them a lot 
o f  confidence because he’s been 
there before,” Kobe Bryant said. 
“D efensively, he gives them  a big 
presence. O ffensively, he’s able to

spread the floor.
If Detroit can win one more game, 

perhaps Tuesday at hom e, the Pis­
tons will be cham pions for the first 
tim e since 1990 and the third time in 
franchise history.

W ithout a doubt, the Pistons 
w ould credit W allace for making 
their good team great if they can 
prevent Los Angeles from w inning 
its fourth title in five years.

W hile W allace’s statistics are 
not alw ays im pressive - averaging 
12.5 points and 7.9 rebounds be­
fore G am e 4 - his im pact alm ost 
alw ays is.

T he6-foo t-l 1 power forward has 
made a stingy defense one o f the 
best in league history. A nd h e ’s 
m ade an average offense better.

W allace also had tw o blocks, 
tw o steals and two assists Sunday.

W hen the Lakers tried to come 
back in the fourth quarter, W allace 
w ouldn’t let them.

Follow ing a basket by Bryant,

which pulled Los A ngeles w ithin 
two, W allace made an alley-oop 
dunk early in the final quarter.

A fter the Lakers pulled within 
three, W allace made a jum per.

W allace added tw o free throws, 
a fadeaway jum per and another 
basket in the final five m inutes to 
help Detroit maintain aeom fortable 
cushion.

W allace, w ho becam e a notori­
ous m em ber o f the Blazers, has 
quickly becom e one o f the most 
popu la r P istons. E ach tim e he 
touches the ball at The Palace, the 
c ro w d  sh o u ts  in  u n iso n : 
“Sheeeeeed!”

“ It feels good w hen they do 
that,” he said. “ I like that kind o f 
crow d participation.”

W allace will be a free agent fol­
low ing the season. W hile it seem s 
obvious that he w ould want to re­
turn, W allace has consistently said 
h e 's  not thinking about where he 
wants to play next season.
