“ I once m ore urge the in te r­
national com m unity  to take re­
sponsib ility , to favor a return 
to reason and negotiation , the 
only possib le solution to co n ­
flicts betw een men, because all 
peoples have the right to live in 
serenity  and peace,” he said.
