This luncheonette sign for a café on Denver Ave in north Portland, stating “We Cater to White
Trade Only,” was unfortunately a common site in 1943. In the 1920s, Beatrice Morrow Cannady,
owner and editor of one of Portland’s first African-American newspapers in the early 1900s, “The
7‘00?“ 4 H'OOPH Advocate,” played a key ru{v r.n h,-a_wng hundreds of the signs removed from eating houses. Still,
signs stayed up into the 1940s. Esther E. Skelton, president of the YWCA Board of Directors,
