Without Michael, Jacksons Start Tour
Return to the 
stage hasn’t 
been easy

(A P) —  G uided by a thum ping 
bass line from  their backing band, 
the Jackson brothers strut forward 
to a row  o f four m icrophones, thrust­
ing their pelvises along the way, 
before launching into "Can't Let Her 
Get Aw ay," a song their superstar 
sibling released on his "D anger­
ous" album . If they had afros and 
m atching pow der blue suits, it might 
feel like 1977 again.

It doesn't. They're casually sport­
ing sunglasses, workout gear and a 
few more pounds than when they, 
along with the future King o f Pop, 
were simply known as the Jackson 5.

Nearly three years since M ichael 
died w hile preparing for his com e­
back tour, four o f  his brothers —  
M arlon, Jerm aine, T ito  and Jackie 
—  are  b ack  on  s tag e  as T he  
Jacksons. It hasn 't been easy.

"The brothers don't know  this, 
but I've broken dow n several tim es 
and cried during rehearsals," said 
Jerm aine during a recent rehearsal 
break on a soundstage in Burbank, 
Calif. "I'm so used to M ichael being

on the right, and then M arlon, Jackie, 
on and on. It's ju s t som ething we 
never get used to."

T he b ro th e rs  lau n ch ed  th e ir  
"Unity" tour last W ednesday, five 
days ahead o f the third anniversary 
o f  M ichael's death from  an over­
dose o f the anesthetic propofol on 
June 25,2009. (The tour is com ing to 
Lincoln C ity ’s C hinook W inds C a­
sino for one perform ance only on 
July 28. For tickets, call 1 -888-624- 
6228.)

"For me, this cycle that com es 
around every year —  this day, that 
day —  that doesn 't affect me be­
cause it affects me every day," said 
M arlon. "W hen that day com es 
around, it’s the same. You learn to 
live with it. I still wake up sometimes 
and go, 'Jeez. I can 't believe my 
brother's not here.'"

Jermaine said the brothers have 
wanted to reunite on their own for 
years, but after M ichael's passing, 
they needed time to heal —  and the

tour is another step in that process. 
They've rearranged their classics to 
suit their voices, and Jerm aine said 
the group plans to pay tribute to 
M ichael during their shows with a 
slideshow and medley that will con­
clude with the tune "Gone Too Soon."

"There's certain  songs that m ake 
you feel the sorrow ," said Tito. 
"Then again, there are other songs 
that bring so m uch joy  and happi­
ness, such as ABC' and I W ant You 
Back' and the up-tem po stu ff like

T h is Place H o te l.!  just im agine how 
he used to walk and spin and do all 
these things. You can feel his pres­
ence here."

M ichael la te r fo rged  unp rec­
edented success as a solo artist. His 
superstardom was unrivaled, and his 
brothers couldn't capture sim ilar ac­
claim  or sales, but their legacy as a 
group has remained unchanged. The 
Jackson 5 were inducted into the 
Rock and Roll Hall o f Fame in 1997.

W hile various com binations o f 
the brothers have reunited to per­
form  over the years, including at last 
year's "M ichael Forever" tribute 
concert in W ales, "Unity" will m ark 
the first tim e the brothers have 
toured together since their final 
"Victory" outing in 1984.

"We have a certain m agic," said 
Jackie. "Once we get out here and 
run it dow n a couple tim es, it com es 
back to you. I'm  not (m oving) like I 
used to, but we still got it."

W ill the fans think s o — and will 
they turn out to see The Jacksons, 
whose ages now range from 55 to 61, 
perform  their hits w ithout M ichael?

T he b ro th ers  are  und au n ted , 
hoping to release an album  o f new 
m usic then go back out on tour.

"It's like rid ing a bike," said 
M arlon. "You never forget, but you 
do need to tw eak a few things."
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
