Real estate team 
excels after humble 
beginnings

Real estate team  Chris G uinn III 
and Tracey H icks started D well 
Realty in Portland from  hum ble be­
ginnings.

The tw o began w orking together 
in 2005 racking up an im pressive 
record o f sales in the housing m ar­
ketplace before starting their own 
independent real estate business in 
2009.

It was not a prim e year to be in the 
real-estate business, especially not 
independently, as the nation’s fi­
nancial and housing m arkets began 
to crum ble.

Because o f this, D well R ealty’s 
first offices w ere out o f their respec­
tive basem ents.

In O ctober 2010, they took a risk. 
W ith some help from a Portland 
D evelopm ent C om m ission grant, 
support from Rose City M ortgage, 
and their own savings, Dwell Realty 
set up shop at its present location 
on 5265 N.E. M artin Luther King Jr. 
Blvd. in the V anport Square Plaza.

Suddenly the tw o-person team 
found them selves w ith cozy new 
office space but m issing a key other 
com ponent, em ployees. Despite this 
dilem m a they say they held onto the 
mantra “if we build it, they will come”; 
and they did indeed com e.

W ith a slow and m ethodical ap­
proach Guinn and Hicks built a com ­

pany on the concept o f  slow, selec­
tive and organic grow th. It paid o ff 
too, because they now  have a total 
o f 10 real estate agents and an office 
m anager on staff.

The com pany continues to ex ­
pand. In 2011, Dwell Realty began to 
offer property m anagem ent services 
and now  m anages nearly 100 doors 
in the Portland m etro area.

Since the expansion they are re ­
porting a record year in real estate 
sales. T heir current crop o f agents 
include M ark B orgeson, T orrey  
N elson, C hristy M arshall, D aniela 
Sardo, Eric H olm es, M elissa Peake, 
Hilary Cam bron and Charles Fowlke 
and o ffice  co o rd in a to r/m an ag er 
Kiely Johnson.

Guinn says that one o f his and 
partner’s m ain goals was to m ake 
Dwell Realty a part o f  the com m u­
nity they grew  up in and love so 
much.

Each Last Thursday around 6 
p.m ., they invite everyone to jo in  
them  in the m onthly celebration as 
appreciation to their clients, co l­
leagues and com m unity. This event 
always features the w ork o f a local 
artist, local vendors, good food and 
wine, all free o f charge.
