Michelle Toppe, took another view,
saying she considered a campus
police force a better alternative to
Portland police officers who do not
understand the campus culture and
may respond insensitively to emer-
gencies on campus.

Tom Imeson, a business execu-
tive who chaired the special com-
mittee studying the issue, expressed
hope that campus security would
be trained in cultural competency
and perhaps wear body cameras.

Students in opposition noted that
the only two trustees to vote against
the plan were both women of color:
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English professor Maude Hines and
Swati Adarkar, the president of a
local advocacy group for young
children.

An estimated 100 people at-
tended Thursday’s board meeting,
including members of the activist
group Don’t Shoot Portland who
staged a “die-in” similar to protests
against police shootings against
unarmed black males throughout
the country.
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The trustees turned back a push
from two other board members,
graduate student Pamela Campos-
Palma and travel agency executive
Sho Dozono, to approve an on-cam-
pus police force that used non-le-
thal weapons.

PSU President Wim Weiwel was
less interested in delaying the arm-
ing of campus security, suggesting
more time continues the “acrimony
and antagonism” on campus over
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an issue he believes that either way
will result in a similar outcome.

Itwilllikely be 2016 or later before
PSU starts arming officers, accord-
ing to PSU Vice President for Fi-
nance and Administration Kevin
Reynolds. Adding 10 officers, the
number projected to boost its cur-
rent campus security force of about
15 security personnel, would set the
university back about $1.2 milliona
year.
