Man Killed Collecting Bottles
There’s no new informa-

tion to report on the death of 

Ricky Malone Sr., a 65-year-

old black man found dead 

a week ago in the St. Johns 

neighborhood of north Port-

land.

Police said Malone had 

been collecting bottles and 

cans on North Mohawk Av-

enue when he was hit with 

a single shotgun blast to the 

chest. He was found injured 

around 6:15 a.m. on Oct 14 
by officers who had been 

called out on a welfare check. 

He later died.

Authorities were also in-

vestigating a home invasion 

that happened a couple of 

hours earlier about a mile 

away on North Midway Av-

enue. In that incident, three 
people in Halloween masks, 

one armed with a shotgun, 

entered a home but were con-

fronted and chased away by 

the resident.

No arrests have been made 
in either incident, but both are 

still under investigation.
