HANGS ON THE WAR

Parliament to Kill Time Till
Roberts Does Something.

LIBERALS ARE GREATLY DIVIDED

English Interest in the American

Complications With Turkey—
Not Deemed Serious.

LONDON, April 2 —Though the eventi
of the week In England has been the re-
sumption of Parllament, ii scarcely justi-
fled even passing commenl. Lethargy bas
marked and probably will continue to mark
the debates. Dissolution is ln the alr, but
all the members of the House of Com-
mons now seem to realize that their happy
release from Westminster depends entirely
upon the progress of the war in Bouth
Africa, although, as announced weeks ago
in these dispatches, untll Lord Roberta
brings the campalgn to & climax, the gov-
ernment will continue to kill time, adopt-
ing a non-committal attitude towards any
home measures that might engender seri-
ous controversy, and holding back any an-
nouncement of any permanent policy in
regard to South Africa until the Issue of
arms simplifies the multitudinouy prob-
lems involved. The Liberal papers inveigh
agalnst this endeavor 1o secure peace first
and announce the policy afterward, main-
talning that a frank announcement of the
government’'s intentions towards the South
African republics would greatly hasten
peace.

However, the Liberals nre far too hope-
lessly divided on the wur question to have
any chance of forcing Lord Salisbury's
hand in this respect. Thus, the unimport-

- ant situation s likely to define itself Into
forgetfulness, and Liberal clamor that the
government Is making death-bed repent-
ance on any international issues, and wWhen
Lord Roberts broaks the backbone of Lne
Boer resistance the Premier will spring
4 programme and go before the country.

American oomplications with Turkey
continue the topic of the day. The Out-
look, after decluring the Bultan and Isasc
Gordon, the potorious money-lender, wuo
dlod recently, were own brothers In mut-
ters of Moy, saye:

Company Gilves Notlice That It Will
Quit at Once in New 'l.'.rk.

NEW YORK, April 28.—The first effect
In this city of the actlon of Congress In
refusing to appropriate money to continue
the pneumatio-tube mmll service is the
stoppage of the service by the Tubular
Dispatch Company. General Manager Bo-
gardus, of the company, has notified Post-
master Van Cott that the service for
transporting mail from the lower part of
the city th the uptown stations will be dis-
continued at once. Mr. Bogardus sald:

“Our comtract with the Government does
pot expére till July 1, 180, but.there seems
no recounse for us exceg® to submit. With
the appropriation for the service shut off,
the comtract Is repudiated. We cannot
carry on the service without compensa-
tion.™

"“Not since 182 has this city and vicin-
ity been visited by such a downpour of
rain as fell here during the past two daya
The Baldido River broke all previous high.
water marks, and destroyed the fine iron
wagon bridge at this place, At Summers-
ville the schoolhouse was carried away
and the dam washed out. The large stoel
bridge at Little River, on the main line
of the Missourl, Kansas & Texas, s
wrecked. The Leon River Is out of ity
banks, and the electric plant is flooded,
the city belng In total darkness.*

Spreading Over the Lowlands.
