The Eastern wool dealers are still holding
aloof, being unable to bring the grower
and consumer together at a satisfactory
price, but this is not affecting general
trade, as growers can secure all tho money
they need as advance on their clip. There
lias been a decided improvement In the
market for potatoes, and prices advanced
over 10 cents per cental during the week.
Tho demand from San Francisco has
picked up again, and the prospects are fa-

vorable for good prices for all of the belt
stock still unsold. The onion season Is
about over, and receipts are so small that
an accurate quotation is Impossible. They
are selling In a small way at 6 to 7 cents
per pound, but the steamer due from Cali-

fornia tomorrow will probably bring som:
new crop onions sufficiently well matured
to answer the purposes of the old stock
at much lower figures.

There is no change in the hop situation,
the first-cla- ss stock being practically all
out of the way and the remnants selling
at all sorts of prices except high prices.
There was considerable strength displayed
In the egg market during the week, and
prices moved up over a cent. They sold
on Friday as high as 14 and lVi cents,
but were Inclined to drag at II yes-

terday, and sCmt of the dealers are afraid
that a mistake was made in holding them
above 13 cents. If arrivals are large in
the coming week, the price may recede
'again. Poultry, after a couple of weeks of
strength, flattened out yesterday, and
some concessions were made in order to
clean up stocks. Spring chickens ore espe-

cially plentiful and difficult to sell at good
prices, end for anything but fancy stock.
very poor prices were gladly accepted yes.
terday. The butter marxet, after a con-

siderable display of weakness, seems to
have made a pause around 33 and 37

cents. There are a few selects still bring-
ing 40 cents, but conditions are not fa-

vorable for this figure being maintained
for anything much longer. Tho market
will probably settle down reasonably
steady at about 33 cents. In the fruit line.
California strawberries ore coming along
.quite plentifully, and sold yesterday as
low as 10 and 12J4 cents per pound, with
the best going at 13 cents per pound. Call.
fomla cherries are in the market, but as
yet are too high to be quotable. Another
car of bananas Is due tomorrow, and or-
anges are still coming In quite freely for
the late varieties, although the navels are
no longer plentiful.

WHEAT. In from 30 to 40 days, harvest-
ing' will be under way in some of the fa-
vored spots east of the mountains, and in
less than 60 days it will be In pretty full
owing. The experience of the past has
taught us that a vast amount of damage
can be done to the Northwestern wheat
crop in less than 30 days. In fact, in less
than 30 hours, but, compared with past
seasons, there has never been a time in
the history of the country when tho out-
look was more favorable for a bumper
crop than It Is at this date. The Pacific
Northwest has no monopoly on this fa- -'

vored condition of affairs, for, with few
exceptions, much Uie same reports come
from all over the United States. On tho
Coast, California alone reports a rather
dubious outlook for a conslde'rable portion
of tho crop. The San Francisco paper!
mention the matter rather guardedly, but
from private advices received In this cltj
the outlook does not favor as large a crop
in California as was harvested last year.
At the same time, there Is such a large
amount of wheat to be carried over In
California that there will be no shortage
that will have much effect on a very
strong tonnage situation.

That shipowners have unbounded faith
In tho continuance of present high rates la
apparent by the action of the owners of
the Allerton. This vessel has remained idle
at Astoria for a week and during that limo
has refuted several offers, of 40 shillings.
Tho inability of exporters to secure shlpj
at reasonable rates naturally prevents
them from buying wheat, and the market
for tho past week has been about as life
less and uninteresting as it ever gels to'
be. The general run of quotations .have
been around 52 and S3 cents for Walla
Walla, with a few small sales of heavy
stock reported at prices a shade higher.
Valley has been in nominal demand only
at 52 and S3 cents, and Bluestem at about
K cents. There Is not much business done
at these-prices- , and the market is bound to
drag until either' shipowners or wheat-holde- rs

give way.

MAINE'S PACKS OF WILD D03S

Slaylnir, Wolf-Lik-e Descendants of
Some Collie Mother.

Even-- man whcee opinion Is worth quot-

ing says that there have been no wolves
in Maine for 10 years. For a score of years

the Maine Legislatures appropriated jOJ

a year for bounties on wolves, paying 35

for the nose and forepaws of every wolf
captured, and last Winter when the bounty

act was repealed more than 35000 remained
In the treasury because nobody could
bring dead wolves enough to get the
mnnt-- xine hundred and ninety-nin- e out
of every thousand men admitted that the
Maine wolf was as dead as Pharaoh'a
army. The thousandth man about a
dozen of him said there was a pack of

wolves around the abandoned extract
works near Duck Lake, and was willing
to prove it, if anybody would pay him.

A whole lot of men wanted a chancu to
kill wolves, or anything else for day's pay
and keep, but when the offer was made
recently to pay 310 a head for dead wolves,
and no wolf no pay. there were only three
men who were willing to take the risk.
Tho story of this hunt, which occupied
three weeks, and as told by the New York
Surr, Is full of lntercst--

Uattinsr the Ground.
The first week the hunter put up In the

abandoned camps of the men who had
boiled hemlock bark tor extract, putting
out bits of fresh meat among, the clear-
ings to take the anlmalo to the neighbor-
hood. The meat was untouched for two
nights. The third night the Invaders
came, eating up all the meat and killing
and devouring the horse which was 'In n
hovel close by the camp where the men
stayed. The next night 20 steel traps
were put out and carefully baited.

The catch consisted of one skunk, one
half-starv- fox and four lean and ehaggy
dogs. The dogs were larger than a wolf,
of a grayish-brow- n color, and might be
mistaken .for wolves by those who dM
not know the distinction between the two
anlma'-a-. Three of the bodies were
skinned and the pelts were stretched and
treated to salt and alum for preservation.
The fourth was frozen to show what kind
of animals ran loose in Eastern Maine.
Then tho party moved on to Great Pond,
carrying their goods on their backs, be-

cause the horse wae dead.
The hunters t(ed an old wether to a

stump In a clearing and waited for the
wolves to come to eat It. The wether,
stamped in the snow and bleated protests
until nearly 10 o'clock. Then something
howled from the north end of the pond.
Five minutes later It howled again, and
was atvsm ered by a long cry from the pines
on the east shore. The wether pricked up
his cars and pleaded eloquently for aid.

'The wolves are coming," said Ed Ken-
nedy. "Chuck your magazines full of 45--

and get ready to shoot."
Woods Full of "Em.

In a few minutes the woods we.re, full of
walls and barks and angry growls. The
beasts wero converging upon their prey
from eouth, east and west. A half-grow- n

moon was dipping to the west, affording
light enough to show the dusky forms
as they raced acrces the white pond. The
wether tugged at his line and dashed to
and fro In terror. Two galloping animals
reached tho bank and rushed 'upon their
prey. Before they were done" drinking
the warm blood-- 20 more had arrived, and
more were coming.

"Take the middle. Bill." said Kennedy,
In a whisper. "You, Jim, plug away at
the left, whllo I'll see what I can do for
the rlghL Ready! Let 'em have it!"

They emptied their magazines among the
fighting pack, and had fired a few shots
from the second loading before the surviv-
ing beasts fled to the woods. The body pf
the wether was scattered over many roaa
of snow, which was mapped with pools
and splashos of frozen blood. Lying
around singly or in heaps, as they had
fallen, wero 18 dead or dying animals,,
wun snarp ears ana long, bushy tans.
Kennedy walked among them, kicking
tho bodies and swearing with emphasis.

"Dogs," said he In disgust. "Eighteen
dead and not a wolf in the lot."

DATA QUOTED AGAITfST ALLovi:a
HAWAIIAN SHIPS A YEAR.

Copy of Letter Sent to Concrressman
In That Interest Origin

Wns San Francisco.

WASHINGTON. April . When tha
Hawaiian MIL was about to go to the con-
ference committee, th Interests at San
Francisco which were opposed to allow
ing foreign bottoms., now participating In
the Hawaiian, trade between the Islando
and American ports a year in which to
arrange their transportation or carrying
trade sent out some Interesting data. The
following letter, which was sent to Con-
gressman Janxfl T. McCleary, Is a fair
samplo of the manner in which the oppo-
sition was manifested.

Some paragraphs in thb letter will prove
of particular interest to North Pacific
Coast shipping Interests. Pugct Sound la
singled, out for unfavorable mention, as
compared with San Francisco, and Con-
gressman Cushmon. of Washington. Is
called down on the charge of presuming to
speak for the Atlantic as well as the Pa-
cific

It appears that the Atlantic Coast ship-
ping Interests were aroused to oppose the
granting pf 12 months' time to toe foreign
bottoms. bccause,.some of the sailing craft
carrying sugar sail around Cape Horn en-

tered at Atlantic Coast ports.
The application of the 12 months' time

limit to foreign bottoms without prevent-
ing, the extension of the navlsratlon laws
would havo brought more satisfactory re-
sults and. on behalf of the foreign bot-
toms In the Island trade, the amendment
should have merely provided that such
bottoms how actually engaged In the
shipping business between the Pacific
Coast and the glands should be allowed
to continue for one year. Thus the nav-
igation laws would have been extended
without Interference with the foreign bot-
toms for a period of 12 months.

The San Francisco Interests, as well ffs
tho Atlantic Coast shipping Interests, that
became active, opposed allowing foreign
shies to participate In American coasting
trade any longer. The bill, however, pro-
vided for the Star of France, the 'Star of
Russia, tho Euterpe, Falls of Clyde and
the Wllscott. These vessels are largely
owned by San Francisco partl, although
doing buslnees largely with Puget Sound.

Tho weakest rflrt of the argument ad-
vanced In opposition to extending the time
limit seems to be that it is claimed the
foreign bottoms are old and of little

and yet that If they wero al-
lowed to continue a year longer In the
Island trade great damage would result
to the San Francisco and Atlantic Coast
shipping business.

The particular vessel mort interested in
the desired extension- of time Is the
steamer Blccmfontein. plying between Pu
gct Sound and Honolulu. The s'ster steam-
er, Garonne, having received the flag and
an American register, is not prevented
from 'entering the coasting trade.

The letter sent Congressman McCleary
U as follows:

The SlRntflcnnt Letter.
"We are aware that not Infrequently

legislation Is enacted by Congren? or meas-
ures are permitted to pass either house
without a complete and perfect knowledge
of results which might possibly follow.
In this conrrection we are prompted to
address you concerning an amendment to
the Hawaiian bill (Senate 222) recenily
'passcd by the House of Representative,
and which Is about to go to conference.
This amendment defers, ror one year, the
application of the navigation laws of the
United Siates to the okmds, while the
original bill makes Immediately operative
those laws upon Its approval by the Pres-
ident. We are strongly opposed to this

.amendment, for the reason that It will.
If it is enacted Into law, operate as great
a hardship to the American merchant .ma-
rine.

"As stated above, the effect of the
amendment will be to postpone fcr one
year tho application of the navigation laws
to Hawaii. In the meantime, forelgrl've-sel- s

will be at liberty to ply between that
territory and all ports of the United
State's.

"This legislation, as proposed, is de-
signed to benefit a small number .of old,
foreign steamers flying a foreign flag,
which run between Honolulu and North
Pacific ports, together with such addi-
tional foreign tonnage as may choose to
take advantage of the opportunity.
Should the amendment meet with the
final approval of Congress, the damage
to shipping Intercuts In San Francisco
and on the Atlantic Coast would be very
great.

"For two years It has been a matter
of public knowledge that the laws of the
United States would without doubt be
extended to Hawaii, and there has never
been a suggestion or a suspicion that
there would be an exception made at to
the navigation laws. If such an Intent
existed. It was kept a profound secret by
those Interested.

"During these two years the shipping
Interests of the country, both on the At-
lantic nnd Pacific Coasts, have been in
teresting capital and providing for the
expected change.

"Pacific Coast merchants in 139 and 1900
purchased not less than 25 American ves
sels, of a total cargo capacity of up-
ward of 113,000 tons, and at an advance
of fully 50 per cent In valuation over and
above that pertaining prior to the an-
nexation of Hawaii. This tonnage has
been purchased with the express view

for tho increased Hawaiian
trade and the extension of the naviga-
tion laws to those islands. At the pres-
ent time American tonnage Is so plenti-
ful on the Pacific Coast that ships are
actually leaving San Francisco In bal-
last for Honolulu, for the purpose of load-
ing sugar for Atlantic ports, there being
Insufficient outward cargo to provide for
more than the regular Island vessels en-
gaged in trade between the islands and
Pacific Coast ports.

Mentions North Puclno Forts.
"The trade with Hawaii by North Pa-

cific ports Is small as compared with San
Francisco, owing to the fact that all thj
Hawaiian sugar destined for the Pacific
Coast is shipped via San Francisco, thus
making it difficult for North Pacific ports
to engage tonnage at equal rates. It Is
simply and purely a question of benefit-
ing two or three ports in the North Pa-
cific at the expense of all other iiorts in
the United States. It is not a question as
to a sufficient supply of tonnage to do
the business. It Is, on the contrary, the
result of the neglect of; the northwest
section of the Pacific Coast to take ad-
vantage of the two years" notice, virtu-
ally given, which the shipping Interests
at large have already made ample pro-
vision for, while they have relied upon
using foreign tonnage, which they con-
trol, to build up their business with Ha-
waii.

"For example, the American-Hawaiia- n

Steamship Company is now constructing
and will shortly launch from American
shipyards four steel steamers of $500 tons
capacity each, and are contracting for
additional tonnage with American build-
ers for this prospective Increased trade.
These four steamers now under construc-
tion will be In operation within the next
two to four months. They represent a
value of over 32,000,000, and were built
expressly for the Hawaiian trade.

"The Oceanic Steamship Company, of
San Francisco, has also been Increasing
Its service for the same trade, and Is
about launching three steamers of prac-
tically 9000 tons each to supplement Its
present service. These steamers, with the
large addition of sailing vessels pur-
chased on the Pacific Coast, will more
than supply the- - requirements of the Ha-
waiian trade for the next year, and the
postponement of the immediate applica-
tion of the navigation laws will work
much hardship, as can readily be seen,
oa this Invested capital, by bringing Into

DRUNKENNESS A CRIME.

Continuation of the Arprument Over
Lrtcnl Definitions.

SEATTLE. April 25. (To the Editor.)

Since he ignores the authority and tes-
timony of all the standard dictionaries
of the English language and calls me an
ldolator for auotlnK them In proof of the
statement that Intemperance Is a crime. '

I will refer the gentleman to the legal
authorities on the question. -

lllackstone. vol. II. pages 5. Ill: "Third-
ly, as to voluntary, contracted madness by
drunkenness or intoxication,, which, de-

priving men of their rcapon. puts them
in a temporary frenzy, our law looks upon
this as an aggravation of the offense,
rather than an excuse for any criminal
misdemeanor. 'A drunkard.' says Edward
Coke, 'who is volentarlus daemon, hath
no privilege thereby, but what hurt or
HI soever he doth his drunkenness doth
aggravate It," In Greece a law of Atti-cu- s

enacted that he who cbmmltted a
crime when drunk should recele a dou-
ble punishment, one for the crime itself
and the other for the inebriety which
prompted him to commit It. The law of
England, considering how easy it is to
counterfeit this excuse and how weak an
excuse it Is, will not suffer an)-- man thus
to privilege one crime upon another."

Again, vol, 11. "p. 63, x: "Drunkenness
is also punished by statute. 4 Jac. 1 C. S.
with the forfeiture of 5s, or the sitting
six hours In the stocks, by which time the
statute presumes the offender will have
regained his senses and not be -- liable to
do mischief to Ms neighbors."

Bishop on Criminal Law, vol. II, chap.
22. says: "A person drunk In public may
be deemed a sort of a public nuisane'e;
and so the legal doctrine scemd to be that
one going about as a common drunkard,
commits thereby an Indictable offense."
This law applies in all cases of "an habit-
ual drunkard." .

A Massachusetts statute provides
against "being a common drunkard."

Again "Bishop on Statutory Crimes,"
Book V, ch. xlll, says: "On Drunkenness
