The Norwegian steamship Thyra will
sall from HSan Franeisco for Portland to-
day, and is due Toeslay. She comes uUn-
der consignment to T. M. Blevens & Co.,
and will take out over 5,000 barrels of
fliour, the Ixrgest amount that ever ieft
the Cofumbia River. The Thyra 1s one
of the Caltfornia & Orlental Steamship
Company's regular liners, and her com-
ing trip wll be the second that she has
made to this port. She is a larger steam-

er than the EHrasmaor, which has just
left Portland, and tn addition to her hig
flour cargoe will probably takes over J000
tons of cotton from SBan Dlego, The
steamahip Energia, which was in Dod-
well's service for one or two tripe, s
now «n route fraom the Orlent in the
Santa Fe line, but will not come 0 FPori-
land, although other steamers of the
same Hne will follow the Thyra.

AMERICAN SHIF BURNED.

Particulars of l;:. Loss of the Ol
Ship St Jolm in the Orieant

Capiatn O, H. Fales, of the burned
American ship St. John, has just reached
Victoria from the Orieat, and brings ad-
ditlonal particulars of the loss of his ship,
bris{ mention of which was made in the
telegraphic columns at the time. On the
voyage out from New York all went well
untt! the Lombok Stralls were reached,
and then, io the middie of a pitchy dark
night—a night of maitn and thunder com-
ing In sweeps charscteristic of the trop-
lcs—it was discovered that the ship waa
on fire ‘twasn decks and forward, and
that the fire had already gained such
hesdway that shipboard apparatus for
fighting It was utterly InapfMiclent Bl
the captain and crew fced the mallor's
mast dreaded enemy manfully, thelr task
being the more hazardous when Llhe na-
ture of the combustible cargo Is consid-
ered. It 4id not take jong to disclpse
that the ship was doomed, and two hours
after the fire was discoversd the Loatls
were called Into gervice and the vessel by
that time enveioped In fire which shone
luridly through the tempestuons night,
abandon=d to her fate, VFortunntely tnere
was nelthes wind nor soa to contend with,
wnd the const lay but five miles ®istant
Howing for the ncarest polnt at which
landing appeared feasible, the ship's com-
pany beached thelr boats at Pedang Cove.
on the coas: of Halll, whenoe they made
thelr way by casy stages overiand (o the
nearest place of white residence, The
crew were then pald off and went to Bing-
apore, while Capiain Fales prepared to
relurn o New York, for which city he
i= now en route.

WASHINGTON, D. C., May 1—8hip-
plng men on Puget Sound, who operate
stenmers to Alsskan points do not fully
understand the situation regarding the re-
moval of the Custom-House from Mu‘r
Island to Ketohlkan; and the presant in-

The Custom-House will remain
permanently at Ketchlkan or Ward's
Cove.

In endeavaring to decids upon the gues-
ton of location the Treasury Department
inquired of the Coast and Geodetic Sar-
véy for a statement as to the advantages
of the two harbors—-Ward's Cove and Kst-
chikan, The survey péople reported
through an agent who has been over that
partion of the coast, and he was decldediy
In favor of Wand's Cove. It is statad that
Ward's Cove is much mare sultable for a
harbor, belng better protected. A Keichl.
kan, it Is reported, thers are {requently
strong currents which are liable to ex-

Cove, on the other hand, Is reporied as
being one of the hest anchorages In that
part of the Alaskan coast. The anchor-
ape ground s about a quarter of a mile
square, with more room In deeper water.
it Is also claimed a whart could be bulit
at little sxpense.
