The month of 3Xay opened with a fair-
ly good trade In nearly all lines of busi-
ness, and with orders from the country
more numerous and of better proportions
than they have been In any previous week
this season. The whtt markets continue
very disappointing, end the movement is
much smaller than usual, considering there
Is such a large amount still to come for-
ward. The slight bulge in the market for
potatoes at the close of last week had the
usual effect ofbrlnglng out big offerings,
end the price weakened again. The San
Francisco trade demand a choice article,
and it Is probable that fancy upland Bur-ban-

would still bring CO and 5 cents In
this market, but for the average run of
offerings, the price is around 35 and 50
cents. Oats and barley are dull in sym-
pathy with wheat, and there Is rib move-
ment In, wool as yet, .although the busi-
ness will probably start up very soon, buy-
ers expecting to get a line on prices from
the London sales which wero scheduled
to commence yesterday.

A few Oregon strawberries were re-
ceived during the week, and sold from 25
cents' per box down to 20 cents, as the sup-
ply increased. The supply of California
berries is large, and sales were made yes-
terday as low as 10 and 12& cents. With
warm weather during the coming week,
there will be a sudden drop In prices, as
receipts will be quite heavy. Early in the
week the butter market declined to
S3 cents for the fancy selects,
which have heretofore commanded
40 cents per roll, and the mar-
ket Is far from strong at the reduction.
Store butter seems to be stronger than
creamery in more ways than one, and
there is a good shipping demand for all
that comes to hand at 23 cents per roll,
while some creameries drag at 20 cents
per roll. Eggs are very firm, and during
the week advanced to 16 cents. This fig-

ure resulted In some of the outside mar-
kets, which have been pretty good cus-
tomers of Portland, sending East for
stocks, and prices halted. Sixteen cents
is sufficiently high to draw some of the
stocks out of cold storage, and it is hardly
probable that- - any further advances will
take place. The flour markets are weak
in sympathy with wheat, and some cutting
is being indulged in by the Valley mills.

In the grocery markets, the most Inter-
esting feature of the week was. a small-alze- d

war among the local dealers In su-
gar. Prices were cut right and left, but
the quantities sold In the aggregate were
not large. The price settled at the close
of the week pretty close toJ5 10, that being
the rate generally quoted.

"WHEAT The wheat market continues
to bo a very tame affair, with the aggre-
gate sales for the week, exclusive of the
milling demand, being hardly enough to
make up a cargo. Nearly a fortnight has
elapsed since there has been a charter for
spot or near-b- y wheat business on the Pa-
cific coast, and under such conditions It is
but natural that there should be nothing
doing in wheat. Exporters show no dispo-
sition to take on any new business, so long
as shipowners hold out for such extrava-
gant rates as are now asking, as it Is
impossible to pay the shipowner his price,
and also to satisfy the grower. The lat-
ter, undismayed by the continued enor.
mous shipments from th Argentine and
the near approach of another t harvest In
this country. Is holding his wheat with a
tenacity equal to that displayed at any
time this season. "With spot and near-b-y
tonnage well covered, there is no Incentive
for buyers to bid up much above the ex-
port value, which Is in the neighborhood of
62S3 cents for Walla Walla wheat. This
price la "sprung" a little occasionally for
a choice lot, and for milling purposes 54
cents, and perhaps a shade better, was
paid during the week. In the Northwest
the condition of the growing crop, with
the exception of the Valley, continues per-
fect, and the season is much earlier than
usual. Even In the Palouse there are re-
ports of wheat already over 20 inches high.
Reports from California this week are
much more favorable than those of a week
ago. There has been considerable rain
throughout the state, and It has done a
vast amount of good. In some sections
of California, the crop is so much better
than usual that it will offset the damaged
portions of the state surdciently to bring
the entire crop up to the average. In the
Willamette Valley there Is some com-
plaint of the wheat turning yellow on the
bottom lands, where there has been too
much rain, but the warm days last week
materially aided In Improving this condi-
tion of affairs.

LABOR IN GERMANY.

Cost of Living: Higher Than In the
United States, and Wages Lovrer.

John E. Kehl, United States Consul at
Stetrin, reports to the State Department
that 15 years ago, the number of working
people In the German Empire, according
to the bureau of statistics, was placed
at 7,340.789; today It is estimated at 10.900.-00- 0,

of whom 2,100,000 are females. With
the Increased cost of living, cos cprnpared
with seven years ago, and the dispropor-
tionate advance In wages, the outlook for
the tollers Is anything but favorable.

In this district (Pomerania) the dally
expenses of food for a man, wtfe,and two
children can be estimated as follows: One
large loaf rye bread. 40 pfennigs (9.42
cents); coffee, 15 pfennigs (3.57 cents);
sausage, meat or cheese, 50 pfennigs (11.9
cents); potatoes, 15 pfennigs (3.57 cents);
sundries, 30 pfennigs (7.14 cents); total per
day. 1.50 marks (35.7 cents).

Two rooms usually constitute their liv-
ing apartments and average about 10

marks ($2 3S) per month. Ready-mad- e
clothing Is cheap. Shoes are expensive,
and as a substitute "pantoffels" ore used,
which, consist of a sort of half-sho- e, with
either heavy felt or wood soles, and a
covering from toe to instep only. Chil-
dren's sizes, with wood soles, .sell for 10
cents a pair; adults. sizes, 15 to 20 cents
a pair. The average price of coal In Stet-
tin te 95 pfennigs per 100 pounds, German,
or 19 marks ($4 52) per 2204 pounds, Ameri-
can weight. Petroleum costs 50 per cent
more than at home. Household furnish-
ings are very expensive.

The wages paid- - per month, with board,
to household servants for the year ISM
wero as follows:

Housekeepers, $5 95; cooks, first-clas- s,

$5 95; kitchen servants, $2 14; nursemaids;

American labor is paid treble the wages
paid German labor In the same calling,
and the cost of food Is from 10 to' DO per
cent cheaper in the United States than In
Germany.

OUR MILLING INTERESTS

MIXXEArOLIS EDITQR WRITES
LETTER OX OREGOX.

Thinks the Pacific Coast " Little
World Set OIC by Itself" The

Oriental Flour Trade.

The Northwestern Miller, under date
of April 25, has a very Interesting sketch
of "Portland's Milling Interests," from
the. pen of Mr. F. J; Clark, who recently
visited thla city In the interest of his big
trade paper. Mr. Clark sums up his ob-

servations In the following language: v
The Pacific Coast Is a little world set

off by Itself. In no line of business is this
more emphasized than in milling and the
grain trade. They are conducted upon
lines' and" by methods decidedly foreign
to the ways of the East. The Coast mills
have markets for their products In local
territory and In the Orient. The export
trade, until quite recent years, was In the
hands of the California mills, and a few
large milters of Washington and Oregon.
In this letter I will treat more particu-
larly of the milling Interest in tho two
last-nam- states.

While there are perhaps 100 mills inWashington and Oregon, the number
above 400 barrels' capacity Is perhaps a
score, while the great majority are of 200
to 100 barrels, or under. The larger mills
now quite generally export a portion oftheir output, either dlrwtlv n- - thmmb
brokers. The smaller mills, owing to theshortage of tonnage, find it quite difficult
to obtain vessel room through ordinary
channels, and they are therefore in many

--Instances compelled to do their exporting
through brokers. Ever since the taking
pf the Philippine Islands there has beenan embarrassing lack of vessel tonnage
on, tho Pacific Coast. Tho withdrawal ofmany vessels for transport service to Ma-
nila, supplemented by the requirements of
the English for the South African war,
has left the Oriental: tonnage "very defi-
cient. This has not only caused the
eteamshlp lines to heavily advance theirfreight rates, but It has made It almost
Impossible for small shippers to obtain
ocean room for flour. While under "nor-
mal conditions there Is ordinarily no trou-
ble experienced about contracting for
room when tho flour Is ready for ship-
ment. In the past two years it has been
necessary for millers to charter steam-
ers several months ahead of the time of
sailing, and only the big ones could do
that. Thus the larger millers have been
favored from their capacity to take ad-
vantage of existing conditions. Millers In
all quarters now state that there is an
active demand from the Orient for flour,
but that the shortage In vessel carrying
capacity compels them to reject offers
that they would be glad to accept. With
adequate tonnage, there Is no question but
that exports would be augmented very
materially.

In this connection wo are Informed thatplans are maturing for establishing a new
lino of steamers from Portland, to be
placed In service within a few months.
This will relieve the situation to a very
appreciable extent.

In Washington and Oregon there are
two milling concerns that"" overshadow
all others. They are the Portland Flour-
ing Mills Company, with 5500 barrels
dally capacity, and the Centennial Mill
Company, with about 2500 barrels. Theo-
dore B. Wilco is the dominating spirit
in the former, and Maurice Thompson in
the latter. However, with the larger ca-
pacity, and unlimited money at his com-
mand, Mr. Wilcox Is decidedly the more
powerful, and he Is not at all backward
about using his power. In fact, he has
for a number of years largely monopolized
the Oriental trade, and prided Almself
on doing so.

In 18S2 the Ladd Bank, of Portland, I
was told, found upon Its hands the mill
at Portland, as well as others, and It was
In a quandary what to do with them.
Mr. Wilcox was then connected with the
bank, and In desperation the mills
were turned over to him to do the best
ho could with them. At that time, Cali-
fornia was virtually monopolizing the flour
trade In China and Japan. Mr. Wilcox
Is a conspicuously able business man, and
not a long time elapsed before he was do-
ing an export business and making the
property pay. From this beginning he has
steadily added to Tils capacity and in-
creased his exports until today he has
no peer on the Coast.

Mr. Wilcox has an Inherent belief In the
theory that his competitors can be most
easily ruled and dictated to through his
possessing control of the wheat supply.
Toward the attainment of this end, he Is
rapidly extending his control pf the ware-
house and elevator systems of Washington
and Oregon. Within the past month, com-
panies In which he Is a strong factor
have acquired a large number of houses,
and It Is. understood to "be his purpose to
keep on In the work. To be the controlling
factor in any field that he may enter is
Mr. Wilcox's mo'st ardent ambition. This
was what he set out to do In the Oriental
flour trade, and that he in a large degree
accomplished his purpose Is frankly con-
ceded by those who have had the moat
experience.

For a number of years there existed In
Hong Kong what was known as Wilcox's
syndicate. Ho had entered Into contract
with six wealthy and representative China-
men that for certain considerations they
should buy and handle only his flour.
These men were powerful and In large
measure dominated' the market. The re-
sult was that It nras a difficult matter
for other millers to sell flour in large
quantities In Hong Kong.

This was the state of things when
Morltz Thompson, of the Centennial
Mill Company, decided to adopt heroic
measures. Accordingly, he chartered sail-
ing vessels and, loading them with flour,
dispatched them for Hong Kong. One ar-
rived early In June, but it could not bo
disposed of. Since flour often spoils Jln
hot weather. Mr. Thompson's agent kept
close watch of the cargo, and It show-
ing symptoms of being affected, it was
offered at a very low price. The tempta-
tion for one of the syndicate was too
great to be resisted, and, the flour was
.sold to him. Mr. Wilcox's agent got the
members of the syndicate together and a
lively row ensued. It ending In a personal
encounter between the agent and a China-
man. This disrupted the whole combina-
tion, and the syndicate thereafter bought
from other mills. Mr. Wilcox's agent or-
ganized another syndicate, but the mem-
bers were of less influence and nowe- - hnwere those bt the old one, and they couid
not control conditions as had been previ-
ously done. Mr. Thompson was person-
ally on the ground- - during the Summer
and directed his efforts toward perma-
nently making Hong Kong an open mar-
ket. For this work be Is worthy of the
thanks of all Pacific Coast millers.

Mr. Wilcox operates seven mills with
a combined daily capacity of about 5COT

barrels. The more Important ones are
located at Spokane. Tacoma and Portland.

The mill of Portland Is of 2100 barrels
capacity. As It was down the harbor
some distance, I was not able to visit it.
J. W. Smith Is the head mLler. The
other Wilcox mills are. two at Oregon
City, 1000 barrels capacity, A. W. Miller,
head miller; Albany, Or.. 123 barrels ca-
pacity; Dayton. Wash.. CC0 barrels. Charles
Cressman. head miller.

The rate on flour from the Pacific Coast
to China and Japan Is now 16 per ton in
gold. The steamship lines are acting in
concert, and not only make uniform rates,
but are holding them up to the highest
point they have ever been. In 1S32 the rate
was down to $2 per ton, but that was
abnormally low. Even at $G they have
more flour tendered them than can be
accepted, and of course there Is unity of
action and no cutting of rates. Formerly
rates were quoted In Mexican money,, the
standard of the Chinese, but this led to
confusion, and the gold basis. was adopted.
The rate to Vladlvostock. Russia, is $3
per top in gold. When the' Initial ship--

The expert trade with the Orient is a
very clean business. Drafts are drawD
for full value of goods, not Including
freight, a ndwhen bills of lading are at-
tached, the documents are accepted by
banks as so much cash. The t me at
which drafts are drawn varies, accord-
ing to the wishes of customers. Some are
at sight and some for 120 days, but the
prevailing custom is to make them at 50
days. In order to insure the payment of
drafts beyond peradventure, the larger
millers and exporters employ compradores
or respons-K- e Chlner-e,agents- , who, in con-
sideration of a commission, give a large
bond as a surety of payment. Others
nave their customers furnish a letter of
credit against which drafts can be drawn.

Some millers and flour men have an
Ided. that considerable flour is consigned
to the Orient. Apparently nothing could
be farther from the truth. The miller
who would thus d.spose of his products
would find the policy a very disastrous-one- .

Those who have had experience in
this trade say that the mil'er who Is
just starting to export should consign ore
or two small Iot3, that hip flour may get
distributed a"bout and become knoin to
buyers.

L"0CO yards. Even with such small sheila
the effect produced seems to nave been ex-
traordinarily great. One shell, according
to the, English Consul, destroyed a house
which it struck. Parker, to whose Gat.
ling battery one was attached, says:

""We could drop one within twenty yards
or so of the place aimed at. It Invariably
created a commotion, as may well be Im
agined, and the gunners of tho machine
guns were keenly alert to restore order
among the Spaniards on these occasions."
On one occasion a dynamite sun put a
Spanish battery, apparently of three five-in-

guns, completely out of action. A
shell struck fairly under the center gun,
mew n luiiy twenty feet into the air, dis-
abled the other two, and killed or wounded
rno&t of the men in the battery. The mor
al effect of the guns In the Puerto Rlcan
expedition also seems to have been great.
You must not imagine that this weapon Is
of the Zalmskl type, it Is really an ordi-
nary gun, the charge being largely air
spaced, so as to reduce the pressure, and
the explosion taking place in a subsidiary
chamber. The advantage of this method
of construction over the ordinary howitz-
er Is that It gives a much lighter weapon,
as the powder pressures are so much less.
Since the war it has been largely Im-
proved.
