Indorsed It.

That office end not party Is the thought
uppermost in "the minds of the
Republicans who are candidates fdr
Senators from Multnomah County on the
Citizens ticket Is further demonstrated
by the arrangement of their names on the
official ballot, made at their request..
Pierce Mays fearsd that he might not be
grouped with Inman, Smith and Hunt, so
he made a special request that his name
be put with the others. As no particular
objection could be raised to this procedure.
Clerk1 .Holmes, of the" County Court, com-
piled. The sample ballots Issued yester-
day show this arrangement:

Mays letter asking this form of ballot,

and the indorsement of his associates, fol-
lows:

"Portland, Or., May 21. H. H. Holmes,
Clerk of the County Court, Dear Sir: As
it becomes your duty, under the Austra-
lian ballot act, to prepare a form of ballot
within a day or two, I beg to call your at-
tention to the fact that I have been nom-
inated under the designation of Citizens
ticket. "While the nomination was made
by individual electors, and not by the as-
sembly of voters that nominated the oth-
er three persons who are candidates for
State Senators from this county upon the
Citizens ticket, my nomination was Teally
intended by the said individual electors to
take the place of that of Hon. D. P.
Thompson, who was first nominated for
the place, but who declined the candidacy.
I therefore prefer, and will request you
in making up your ticket, to group all of
the names of the candidates for State Sen.
ator upon the said Citizens ticket together.
Including my name. As you will observe
by section 49 of the Australian ballot law,
as amended in 1895, you are thereby di-

rected to arrange the names of the can-
didates for .the office under the designation
of the offices In groups, as presented in
the several certificates of nomination.
Four persons only have been nominated
for the State Senate fro'm Multnomah"
County upon the Citizens ticket, .and. as
presented in the several certificates of
nomination, by one term, viz.. Citizens
ticket, has been adopted to express the
party or political principles which each of
those persons represents. Trusting that
you will find it proper In compliance with
the law to make this arrangement of the
ballot and not to segregate my name sep-
arately from the others of the candidates
for the same office Kith nhom I am asso-

Hunt, Inman, Mas and Smith appear
on the ballot, by their "own request, as
Citizens. They are neither Republicans,
Democrats, nor Populists, and are without
party affiliations, without 'platform, and
accountable to no one.

but. they have no good reason to expect
Republican otes after having throw-- the
party oerboard In their scheme to defeat
the Repubhcun ticket.

SCA DI.VAVI AN' REPUBLICAN'S.

They Held n Ilouiiu;? Rally In Arlon
Hall.

The ScandjiaIans held a big rally
last evening In Arion Hall, under the
auspices of the Scandinavian Republican
Club. Good music, interceding speakers
and much enthusiasm were the features
of the meeting. President C. F. Peareon,
presiding officer of the club, introduced
the several speakers In detail with felici-
tous remarks.

TONGUE'S ELECTION ASSURED.
Hon. C. AV. Fulton's Opinion of the

Second District.
"Tongue Is going to be elected by an In-

creased majorltv." said Hon. C. W. Ful-
ton, of Astoria, yesterday. He had Just
dropped Into Portland from a campaign-
ing tour of Western Oregon, having vis-
ited and spoken in Lane.

Women are no longer bought and sold

on the auction block: no longer denied
freedom, of speech, freedom of locomo-
tion, freedom to labor for themselves,
freedom to control wages, property,
earnings and children. Coeducation has
become the rule and exclusion the ex-
ception. More than two-thir- ds of all the
colleges and universities of the United
States now admit women and men on
terms of equality not a single State In-

stitution west of Ohio, so far as I know,
excludes women. Women have become
the teachers of the rising generation. In
the East and South- - the leading positions
are still monopolized by men, but even in
those sections more than three-fourt- hs of
the educational positions are filled by
women. Women have become wage-earner- s,

and are rapidly entering new trades,
and occupations. They are in the stores
and factories; in the learned professions-a-

physicians, ministers and lawyers. The
modern system of limited liability has en-

abled them to engage In business as stock-
holders in corporations far more general-
ly than was possible under the old system.

O. R. A JT. "WIU Probably Make Spe-ol- al
