Columbia Cannerymen Pay-

ing High Rates. .

FIVE CHARTERS FOR 1900 LOADING

The Canadian ealmon packers, like the
grain men on this side of the line, are get-
ting together a fleet of ehlps with which
to handle their business for the coming
Reason. They have already chartered five
vessels, with one or two others taken,
with the option of wheat from the Sound.
The British rtilp Machrlhanish, 1G41 tons,
was chartered Wedneeday at 42s Cd to
load salmon on the Eraser River and
at Victoria for the United Kingdom. This
is the highest rate that has been paid
for a salmon ship for a great many year,
and Indicates that It matters not to the
shipowner whether It is wheat, coal, lum-
ber, nitrate or salmon, top-not- figures
are the order of the day, and he Is pretty
certain to secure them. The Machrlhanish
is a n ship in Portland, and has
a. record for the second best passage ever
made between the Columbia River and
Europe. She made the run ln SI days,
about 10 years ago, and her parage haw
not been equalled since. The vessel sailed
from New York for Shanghai April 14,

so that It will be well towards November
or December before ehe will reach the Ca-

nadian port where she will receive her
cargo.

Another ohip chartered for salmon for
British Columbia Is the n Clan
Mackenzie, which was sunk by the Ore-
gon near Kalama about 30 years ago. The
Clan Mackenzie sailed from New York
for Yokohama February 23. The others
are the Fiery Cross, now en route from
Newcastle, Australia, for Acapulco: the
Slrene, from AHonn, for Yokohama, and
tho Ardnomurchan. now en route from
London for Santa Rosalia. Iast season's
salmon fleet from British Columbia con-
sisted of nine vessels, as follows: City
of Ielhi, Klrkhill, River Falloch, Favell,
Cambrian Princees, Corfolanus. KiUarney.
Senator and County of Cardigan. It la
probable that several others will he char-
tered for thiB season's pack, as there will
fre plenty of time before the fish are in
tho cans.

In addition to the above list the steam-

ers Ballena. Fearless, Grampus and Nar-
whal wintered In the Arctic, and will take
part in the business as soon as released
from the Ice. The steamer Newport has
been withdrawn from the whaling serv-
ice to take the place of the lost steamei
"Wolcott In the Alaskan coast trade. The
former revenue cirter Corwln. which
recently eallcd from Seattle for Cape
Nome, carried a whaling outfit, intending
to go whaling before she returns.

The Arctic whaling fleet has- long since
seen its best days. Of late years compar-
atively few vessels have engaged in the
business and these mostly for the sake or
the bone. Every year hows a loss of one
or more vessels at the North and there
Is hardly enough profit In the trade to
fill up these gaps with new vessels. It
will be noticed thnt most of those now
in service are steamers. The old whaling
bark Lydla Is laid up in Oakland Creek
this season. It is a question whether he
ever goes after whales again. The first
news from this reason's fleet came by
way of a letter from Captain ScuJlan of
the Charles W. Morgan, whose vessel was
anchored at Hakodate at the time he
wrote. This was on March 31. He report-
ed that the Alice Knowles was ljlng near-
by, and that on her voyage over from
San Francisco she had captured 11 sperm
whales, which whe ntried out netted 170

barrels of oil.

THE LOG RAFT BILL,.

Fnssed the Senntc liut Mny Be Killed
In the Hnnnf.

The "log raft bill" which was passed by
the Senate In March Is threatened with
defeat in the House, interested parties
making a hard fight aganist the measure.
The House bill reads as follows:

"An act to prevent dangers to naviga-
tion from rafts on the Pacific Ocean.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House
of Representatives of the United States
of America in congress assembled. That
It shall not be lawful, on waters qf the
Pacific Coast under the Jurisdiction of
the United States, to tow by sea by
steam or other power any raft or rafts
composed of piles, logs, lumber and tim-
ber, or an of them: Provided, That raft
towing shall be permitted within Puget
Sound and within any bay, river or harbor
connecting with the Pacific Ocean and
under the Jurisdiction of the United States,
and that where he may deem necessary
the Secretary of "War shall prescribe and
enforce suitable regulations to govern
such raft towing.

Sec 2. That any licensed master, pilot
and engineer, or any of them, who shall
violate the "provisions of this act shall be
punishable by a revocation of his license
for not to exceed two years.

Sec 3. That any vescl which shall
violate the provisions of this act shall be
punishable by a fine not exceeding $2000.

Sec 4. That the Secretary of the Treas-
ury shall from time to time Issue regula-
tions to carry this act Into effect.

Sec. 5. That this act shall take effect
W dajs after Its passage.

Ahmed Panlin on the Problems of
Expannlon.

Rear-Admir- al Ahmed Pasha, who land-

ed in New York latt Frliv night, was.
of course, waited on by m reporters Im-

mediately to find out what he Is here for.
Ihe Admiral relieved all anxiety of the
po'.ltlclars by assuring them that he wasn't
even a little bit of a diplomat, merely the
chief engineer of the Turkish Navy, who
had been sent out by the Sultan to sjtdy
our methods of naval constructions as the
Turks surmise that Lnclc Sam has the
most warships In the world.
He knew nothing, and, apparently, cared
nothing about that little damage bill now
pending between the two Governments,
shrugging his shoulders for he was edu-
cated In Paris at tne Insignificance of
that sum.

He said he wouldn't pretend to say why
Turkey wanted to build a modern
except that she thought possibly In the
course of human events one might come
In quite handy in a mix-u- p In Europe.
When asked about the relations between
Turkey and Russia he declined to com-
ment on them, but "as a cosmopolitan and
not a Turk," he thought Russia's great
danger was from herself. She was made
up of such a strange conglomeration of
peoples, many of whom have no sym-
pathy with each other, with different
standards of Intellect, morals and physi-
cal strength, and Is still spreading out and
grasping for more, taking in great num-
bers of antagonistic peoples, that It was
Ahmed's opinion that if Russia lost one
great battle by an overwhelming defeat,
she will go to pieces.

Then a reporter thought he saw an open-
ing, and asked Ahmed If the United States
had anything to fear from her expansion?
The Admiral laughed hearlly at the Idea
that our very small exploits In expansion
of late, cutting so little a figure with the
Immense accessions to Russian territory,
were dangerous.

Then he said, "Your expansion won't
hurt you. It U all bosh about the dom-
ineering American In the Philippines.
AVhen the&e people come to see what a
Providence It has been to them to learn
the Institutions and the methods of
thought that characterize your Anglo-Saxo- n

race, they will forget all about Aguln-ald- o

as the founder of their liberties and
talk of Washington Instead."

Then he volunteered another guess:
"Neither hai the United States anything
to fear from the great number of Imm-
igrants who. I understand, are coming to
your shores. They are coming hither of
their own will; they arc dissatisfied with
the cramped conditions of the'r own coun-
try. Its and serfdom. Thy
are willing to Irani, and. I believe, w.ll
work Into the solid building up of a great
cosmopolitan nation."

St. Paul Pioneer Pcess.
Early In June the voters of Oregon wll

elect their Representatives for the Fifty-sevent- h

Congress and their members of
their next legislature. As this will be the
first Important election of the" Prcldentlal
year the outcome would be watched
throughout the country, even If there were
not particular circumstances which will
make the result Interesting, as a gauge of
the drift of public opinion.

MONEYFOR MOVING CROPS

TREASURY DEPARTMENT IIAj
MADE DUE PREPARATIONS.

Good Sapply of Paper Money Itcsd?
for Isnuc Effect of New Bank

Circulation.

A AVashlngton special to the New Yorli
Journal of Commerce has the following
regarcmg the preparations that have been
mjiue tor supplying money with which to
handle the crops:

Treasurer Roberts hae anticipated with
hisr usual efficiency the probable demand
for currency during the g sea-
son, and hau a supply en hand which Is
1 kcly to be ample for all demands. Prep-
arations were begun as early its Febru-
ary, when It became evident that the re-

funding law was likely to create a pres-

sure upon the Bureau of Engraving and
Printing for bonds and bank notes. Noth-
ing couid be done In regard to tho bonds
and notes authorized under the new law
until It should be actually paje'd. "out

work was done upon the Government
notes which has fared much confusion and
congtftlon since the refunding law took
effect. Th? Bureau was r-- n r'gh-t- In or-

der to accumulate a sufficient supply of
sira 1 notes In silver certificates and
United States rotes. There te an advan-
tage 1n having note. printed several
months In advance of their iwe. 'n the fact
that the Inks become settled Into the '
paper, making the notes better seasoned
and giving them a longer life. The Treas-
ury now hiw a large supply of notes for Jl
nnd. $2 of the attractive designs recently
adopted by Assistant Secretary Vanderllp.
Nearly all of these are in silver certifi-
cates. In compliance with the spirit of the
new law. which converts the silver certifi-
cates Into small notes and the greenbacks
Into large notes. The notes for J10 are
largely In rreenbackr.. but some are In
silver certificates. Nearly all of the
larger denominations are In greenbacks,
but there Is also an ample supply of
large gold certificate for meeting prob-

able demands. The printing of notes for
J," has been delayed because a new d'slgh
t In preparation, and It Is always fonud
difficult, after ,a new design has been
adonted. to get any one to accept notes
of the old denlgns.

The accumulation of reserve-note- s which
baa been set forth Li for exchange with
notes already In circulation. They cannot
b" Issued to any considerable extent, un-

less other notes of the same classes are
brought to the Treasury for exchange.
Rigid limits are fixed hv law for the green-
backs and stiver certificates, which can-

not be crossed by authority of any Treas-
ury official. In the case of the gold certi-
ficates, the fact that there Is no limit
upon their Issue saved the money market
from embarrassment last Autumn, but
yiey cannot be Issued except upon deposits
of gold. The Treasury Is likely to en-

counter something of the same difficulty
as last year In the scarcity of legal ten-

der notes and silver certificates available
for payment 'for gold or other forms of
money. A working margin of J30.000.000 is
much desired by the Treasury officials, in
order to cover money in transit. In process
of redemption, and otherwise tied up be-

yond Immediate uss In circulation. The.
supply of legal tender notes began to be
small In the autunin of 1S98. and has never
recovered to any great extent since that
time. The combined supply of legal tender
notes and silver certificates available In
the Treasury and Its branches fell on May
5. 1S39, as low as J17.203.745. The margin on
Monday last. May 21. wa about J23,0O0.000

made up of J16.291.923 In United States
notes. JS.5K.S1S in silver certificates, and
J7U;S13 in Sherman Treasury notes. The
latter are In process of retirement attd are
not' reissued when received Into the Treas-
ury, but as silver certificates may be Is-

sued In their place, they constitute a part
of the available paper resources of the
Treasury. Mint Director Roberts Is work-
ing rapidly upon the Increased supply of
subsidiary silver granted him by the new
law, and will probably coin most of It be-

fore the crop movement Is at Its height.
The" supply of fractional sliver coin re-

ported In the Treasury on Monday was
J3.522.108. AVhlle. therefore, the Treasury
officials are doing their best to supply
currency In any form desjred .the mar-
gins now fixed by law for Government is-

sues are likely to make the Increased Is-

sues of bank notes the chief clement of
elasticity in the Autumn money supply.

The Treasury will not take any step3 to
favor banks and individuals desiring cur-
rency In exchange for gold coin. This has
ceased to be necessary. In view of the
great accumulation of gold In Gov-
ernment hands. The treasury gold stands
at about J220,000,000. and the additional gold
held against outstanding gold certificates
at about J201.000,OCO. These Items consti-
tute a fund which mls-n- t be considerably
reduced without impairing confidence in
the solidity of the Treasury, and Secretary
Gage does not anticipate any pressure
upon the gold reserve which will compel
him to take any special steps to replenish
It. The customs receipts at New York
continue to be received very largely In
gold coin and gold certificates. In spite of a
somewhat Incomprehensible portion of sil-

ver certificates. The movement of silver
certificates is puzzling to the Treasury
officials, in view of th constant tendency
to reduce such certificates to small de-

nominations, but it is supposed that the
banks are turning in considerable amounts
of worn notes without regard to the de-

nominations. The proportion of silver cer-
tificates paid for customs at New York
ran as high as 27.3 per cent In February,
but fell In April to 7.S per cent. There
has been an upward movement during
May, which has carried the ratio to 13.8
per cent. Gold has. not ceased to form
more than SO per cent of the receipts, how-
ever, except In February, when It fell as
low as 69.5 per cent, and In March, when It
fell to 7S.1 per cent.

KAA'ORABIiE-CRO- PROSPECTS.

Weather Conditions Satisfactory bat
Some Damage From. Insects.

The Cincinnati Prices Current gives the
folkjwing summary of its crop correspond-enc- o

for last week:
During the past week ths Whiter wheat

crop has been favored with satisfactory
weather conditions, cool with ample mois-
ture, but increasing complaints of damage
by insects, especialy from Illinois, would
indicate a slight downward tendency In
condition. The aggregate loss resulting
from the recent ravages of Insects is not
severe, but their presence In many limited
localities causes more or less apprehen-
sion. Scattering showers In the Spring
wheat section have been beneficial to the
crop, but more gpneral rains are needed
to prevent In nnny locali-
ties. At the close there are Indications of
relief at hand by general rains.

"Corrvplantlng Is fairly well advanced,
and that which Is up is having a good
start; a few Jocallties complain of cut
worms, but they are hot numerous. The
oats crop continues to ma.'ntaln a good
promise. The acreage of botii corn and
oats is large. The grass crop has im-

proved some during tho past week. In
Oh!o timely rains have been beneficial to
all vegetation. The wheat plant Is still
struggling against fly. Most of tho large
acreage of corn is planted, and is coming
up favorably. The oats crop Is gTowing
slowly, but Is generally In a healthy condi-
tion. In Indiani weather conditions have
generally been favorable-t- growing crops,
and previous condition.; are maintained
or bettered except whent. which Is
being affected by fly. The large acreage
of corn and oats is doing nicely."

BRYAN AND 3VPCLELLAN.

ial Candidacy of "Mt-tl- e

3Iac's" Son and Its Risks.
AVashlngton, D. C. Star.

The latest name mentioned In connection
with the Democratic nomination for the

Is that of Representative
George B. McGlellan of New York. He a

a man of good presence, high character,
and good abilities, and be enjoys the cor-
dial respect of all who know him. His
experience in National affairs is limited,
but his standing in Congress for his length
of service Is excellent. He trains with
and is a fair sample of the conservative
men of his party. He Is for sound money,
but stand? pretty well with the Bryanltcs.
and his position on the subject of expan-
sion Is summed up in the unilluminating
term of opposition to militarism. He is
young and clean of life, as Mr. Bryan is,
and on general scores would travel well
with the Nebraskan in double harness.

Still there would be a certain risk about
his candidacy. It would naturally tuggest
the candidacy of his father for first place
in 1S64. The Democracy at that time
turned to General McClellan as the only
man with whom it seemed possible to de-

feat Mr. Lincoln. To attack Mr. Lincoln
meant, df course, to attack all for which
Mr. 'Lincoln stood, which was the policy
of saving the Union by force; and so the
Democracy declared In its platform that
the war was a failure. The country voted
on that proposition, and General McClellan
was overwhelmingly defeated. In less than
six months the war was brought to a
triumphant conclusion. But who shall
measure the disasters that would have fol-
lowed had General McClellan been elected,
and all that the country had expended
up to that time in blood and treasure been
put at risk through a shift of men and
measures? Who will say that the Union,
as we now have It. would have been re-

stored, or that we should not have been
plunged Into greater disasters than ever?

The completion of Its National ticket
this year by the Democracy by the nomi-
nation of the younger McClellan would
suggest and emphasize the campaign of
surrender waged in 1S54. The campaign of
Bryan will. In a sense, be another cam-
paign of surrender. The Bryan proposition
is that expansion in the first place was a
mistake, and the results so far-have been
a calamity. Let's confess- - this, and
turn- - back as far as may be
to the older order. Never mind about
the blood and treasure already expended.
There Is as little use in grieving over tpilt
blood as over split milk. Let that go; let
the new possessions go; let everything but
our hold here on the mainland go. and
then, instructed by our two years of im-

perialism, let us hustle back to first prin-
ciples and in future nestle close to shore- -

Is the country In the humor for such a
course? Is it any more disposed now than
it was in 1S64 to confess itself defeated and
unequal' to a new and a great task? AVill
it desert the man who has lead it so far
in triumph over Its enemies, and take the
back track under another? It does not
seem likely. Final success may not be
now, as It then was, close at hand, but It
is sure to come If fought for. Faint heart
never won fair land or fair lady.

a. Mounted Riflemen.
Contemporary Review.

I have to observe that there has been '
a tendency of late in England to assume
that because the Boers are excellent
mounted riflemen, therefore the one thing
to be done is to change all our army into
a set of mounted riflemen. Nothing could
well be more fatuous. That certainly is
not the lesson of the war. The lesson of
the war In that matter Is, that It Is wise
to adapt your method of fighting to the
special qualities and conditions of the al

with which you have to deal. The
Boers are mounted riflemen, if I may ven-
ture on the expression, almost from their
cradles. In the old days of the Transvaal
Just as the training of the Persian was
"to speak the truth and to shoot w.th the
long bow," so the training of the joung
Boer was to read his Bible which he did
in a very peculiar sense, assuming its
promises and threats to be addressed ex-

clusively to his own race to shoot "bock"
and to ride his pony, from the time that
he was able to lift a rifle and cross a
horse. The young Boer used, at least In

those days, to be told that he would get
no meat until he was able to bring In as
many "blesbock" as he was given cart-
ridges, less one, and that unless the facil-
ity was acquired within a given time he
would. In addition to being deprived of
meat, receive a plentiful supper of "sham-bock- ."

Under those circumstances, with
ample game In the country, with wide
districts to rang over, riding and shoot-
ing, all conditions favored the creation of
an Ideal body of Irregular mounted rifle-
men.

To attempt, in a highly cultivated coun-
try like England, to compete In these re-

spects with a force developed by the life
of a wild, onen uncivilized land. Is sim
ply ridiculous. The circumstances of each
nation give facilities for certain forms of
strength. The Boer training produces also,
some great causes of weakness in the or-

ganization of armed force. What w have
to do is to develop our own best strength
and our own best. resources, and if we do
that we shall have very little difficulty In
proving that they are stronger than those
which are produced by the wild life of
the veldt. The Boer Is a magnificent indi-

vidual warrior. It does not follow thit he
Is able to organize ?n array. He certainly
would find It practically impossible, for
instance, to organize a highly effective
body of maneuvering cavalry.
