city 3000 Gallons Per Hoar.

ASTORIA. June 16. Captain Downs,
Constructing: Quartermaster at Fort Ste-
vens, has completed the specifications for
the water system at the barracks, and
forwarded them to "Washington with his
recommendations for approval. They pro-
vide for the digging of a number of shal-
low wells, sufficient to furnish 3000 gal-
lons of water per hour, for general use.

To supply water .for drinking purposes,
the specifications provide for the construc-
tion of 17 stone and cement cisterns, as
follows: Six cisterns 10 feet In diameter
and 10 feet deep, with a capacity of 5S00
gallons each, two of which will be located
at each double aet of officers quarters;
five cisterns 16 feet In diameter and 8 feet
deep, with a capacity of 32,000 gallons
each, two at each of the barrack build-
ings and one at the hospital; six cisterns
8 feet in diameter and 8 feet deep, with
a capacity of 3000 gallons each, two to
be located at the noncommissioned staff
headquarters, one each at the bakery,
shops and guardhouse.

Besides these, a redwood tank with a
capacity of 40.000 gallons Is to be erected
on a tower 60 feet in height, to provide
for fire protection and flushing purposes.
The pumping station will be a frame
building 50x32 feet, and 12 feet high,
equipped with a boiler and
a duplex pump. SxfixlO Inches. A com-
plete system of pipes Is to be laid to
every bul'ding in the barracks.

POLITICS OF THE WEST

GENERAL FEELIKa THAT BRYAN
HAS XO CHAXCC

Effort to Make Votes Oat of tho La-

bor Troubles Effect of tho
. . . Wheat Crop.

DBNVER, Colo., Juno XL Special to
the New York Commercial-Advertiser- .)

Notwithstanding the feeling that the min-
ing" states and many of the strongly Dem-
ocratic, statea in the South and West willgive t Mr. Bryan emphatic majorities In
19C0, there seems to be an indefinable
though, distinct Impression in the minds
of men of affairs in the West that W. J.
Bryan will not be elected President next
November.

It is net difficult to discover the origin
of this Impression, for It arises from the
excellent commercial and agricultural
conditions which are general west of the
Mississippi River. Some importance is
attached by Democrats to the strikes
which prevail in several of the large cit-
ies. These strikes, however, with few ex-
ceptions, are .for the extreme principle of
unionism, and not for an Increase Inwages. Tho strikers have carried their
contention in Chicago and St. Louis to
such a degree of violence that they have
alienated tho sympathies of a great many
conservative people who would otherwise
have given them their moral support.
That th, effects of these strikes will not
be is shown In tho lack of
interest throughout the country in their
success or failure. It la common
tho people of Chicago or Ste "Louis, or eve"n
Kansas City, commiserated with by the
people of other places, but the principle
underlying the ntrikes receives little at-
tention or the strikers much Intelligent
encouragement There is apparently no
great principle at stake In these labor
troubles which appeals to the interest of
tho voters outside of the larger munici-
palities.

The Democratic campaign orators, some
of whom are already on the stump, are
not able to extract much uowder from
the labor situation, for they are immedi-
ately met with the undeniable fact thatwages were never so high In all the
trades as they are today, and that any
man desiring work at those wages can
find it. The dweller In small towns and in
thn country Is not at all In sympathy with
the contention that the worklngman
should have control of his employer's
justness. Local Issues of. National im-
port are Irard to find, and tho efforts of
these campaign orators are necessarily
expended in the direction of party policy
as It concerns the Nation and foreign
countries. Crops are good, the mines are
being worked in evezy (mining state;
there are very few Idle men, and none
am Idhe by nccessrty. The cattle busi-
ness Is flourishing, and there is no pros-
pect of any decrease in the profits now
(being made by the cattle-ratee-

The voter is told that he Is the victim
of trusts, that the corporations are fa-
vored to his" disadvantage: that the rail-
roads own the country: that the United
States Is fast becoming an imperialistic
power, through the efforts of the money
Clique, .suppose to control the move-
ments and policies of the Republicans,
and thes,a political speeches are generally
concluded with a pathetic appeal for the
struggling Boer "republics."

In 1SS6 many of the?o arguments ap-
pealed to men who were out of work,
struggling under mortgaged property and
who .would have welcwned any change
which promised Improved conditions. In
1900 these arguments appeal purely to the
reasoning power of those addressed, and
unless their political affiliations are strong
with the-- Democratic dde. of the question
they glance off without producing much
impression.

The Republican speakers have every-
thing to their advantage. Enthusiasm
can always be evoked by skillful refer-
ence to the results of "the war with
Spain, to the prosperity which hae pre-
vailed during the past four years, to
the enormous growth of America's for-
eign trade, and to the fact that the
Democrats, while denouncing Republican
p'ans, propose no remedies of acknowl-
edged value for what they thuB decry.
Tho foreign trade of the United States
has made an lmmen.e impression upon
the people of the Pacific Coast. One In-
stance alone will Illustrate the growth of
thla commerce from the Western shore.
Three years ago Seattle shipped 400 bar-
rels of flour as Its quota to tho Chinese
trade. Only recently one firm In Shang-
hai has made a contract with, a firm In.
Seattle for the shipment each month of
EO.OJO barrels of flour for a period of six
months. Incidental to this It may be
notd that the men 'in charge of this
trade repbrt that American flour Is being
substituted In China for rice by thou-
sands of tbe natives, and that they seo
no limit to the future exportatlons of
breadstuffs from the United Statea to tha
Celestial Empire.

The center of the greatest prosperity in
fhe West Is found in Southern Kansas
and Eastern Oklahoma, Jp the wheat
fields. Kansas, with its 5,000,000 acres of
wheat, and a probable crop of 100.000.00Q
(bushels, is ably seconded by Southern
Nebraska, to the north, arid Oklahoma to
the "south. In the latter territory it has
best estimated within the past few days
that there are 1.500,000 acres of wheat,
which will yield between 15 and 20 bushels
Ap the acre. The acreage of wheat in
Oklahoma In 1SS9 was about 1,200,000, and
the crop Is closely estimated to have been
about 16,000,000 bushels. This year there
are nearly 300,000 acres more of wheat,
andfrora the harvest which has already
commenced wHl come 0,000,000 or more

bushels of grata. The most significant
fact In regard to these big wheat yields
Is that three other large crops have pre-
ceded this one. The profits of tbe firs
crop were absorbed by debt; the second
crop finished the payments; the third
crop was nearly all velvet, and the fourth '
crop, when represented by net profit,
will be that much added to the bank
accounts' ot the farmers.

It Is estimated to cost from 20 to SO cents
a bushel to. raise wheat in these Middle
States, and If tho farmers do not receive
more than 50 cents a bushel for their
grain the surplus profit will still be enor-
mous In the aggregate, arid it Is possible,
owing to the predicted shortage abroad,
that prices will be better. The growth
of this agricultural factor in the progress
of the West Is best illustrated In Okla-
homa, where the acreage of wheat has
grown from JHO.OOfr acres In 1SS8 to 1,500,000

as stated. Another feature of the wealth
which comes from a good crop is not ap-
preciated by those unfamiliar with West-
ern agricultural conditions. When a good
crop la harvested It means that the profit
for one year is nearly, If not qulto, equal
to tbe entlro value of the land and Its
Improvements. One good crop means that
the farmer can pay off tho entire mort-
gage contracted in dull times. He can
not only do this, but he has a surplus left
with which to buy agricultural Implements
and conveniences for his farm and home
The optimistic tone of the agricultural
regions Is already shown this year in the
enormous purchase of agricultural Imple-
ments. The dealers in the Western cities
have at this early date com out their
entire stock, usually provided for the sea
son, and are now sending supplementary
orders East for more goods, marked
"rush."
It must also be borne In imnd that

wheat Is not the only thing upbn which
prosperity la founded In the West. The
corn crop Is, after all, the backbone of
tha agricultural situation, for It Is from
the corn fields comes the feed for the
livestock which supplies tho market of
Chicago. Kansas City and St. Louis. It
is too early in the season to make any
definite prediction as to the corn yield
In the Middle Western territory, but it
never had a better promise. To the South
the cotton crop Is a tremendous factor,
and it is interesting to note how the
northern line of the cotton belt Is creep-
ing constantly northward until It reaches
far Into Indian Territory, Oklahoma and
other places where a few years ago It
was unknown as a staple product. While
Colorado depends first upon Its mines, tho
agricultural features of the state are be-

coming of more and more value. The
mining towns are busy, and furnish ready
cash markets for the products of the
farmer. The cattle Interests and sheep
Interests In the mining states share in
the prosperity of the states which He
to the east, and the aflluence of one sec-
tion of the country has a distinct and
beneficial effect upon other sections not
perhaps quite so fortunate.

Without attempting to make any politi-
cal predictions. It Is apparent even to tho
Democrats that conditions are against
them, and they so acknowledge directly
and by Inference, for their campaign lit-
erature and speeches carefully avoid any
attempt to belittle the good times which
prevail throughout the West. Political
arguments and the platforms of parties
originate largely in material conditions.
In times of depression the "outs" have
the best of the "Ins." In times'of depres-
sion the man who proposes to destroy
established conditions meets with a
hearty reception, from large and sympa-
thetic audiences. In timca, of prosperity
tho man who proposes a change to some-
thing of which the people know nothing
by actual experience is questioned as to
the sincerity of his motives and the truth
of his logic. There can be but one infer-
ence from this condition of affairs In the
Mlddlo West, and that Is that the Repub-
lican party has the advantage In the pres-
ent campaign.

Of the various methods of forced draft,
two have had the greatest vogue; that
where the flreroom Is closed and the air
forced into it, and that where the fire-roo- m

is openbut the ash pit Is closed,
either in the simple form or as part of
the casing over the boiler front, the air
in either case being forced into the ash
pit and Into a casing around tho furnace
door and thence over the fire. Afmodifi-catlo- n

of this latter form, with considV
erable elaboration for the purpose of heat-
ing the alnr forced In. is the system of
"Mr. Howden, which has porbably been
used more extensively than any other In
merchant vessels, and) is used almost ex-
clusively today in the express steamers
of all the great mail lines.

The system in which the flreroom. Is
closed and the air is forced In then act-
ing Just as in the case of natural draft- -is

the one which has been used most in
the naval service, for the reason that
It requires the fewest fittings and, gener-
ally speaking, is the almplest. In all war
vessels the boilers are below the pro
tective deck in any event, so that it re
quires very little additional structral work
In tho way of bulkheads to provide for
placing the flreroom under pressure.

The system by Induced draft or suction
has been used to some extent, and quite
succesaruiiy; Dut its use does not compare
in extent with the other two alreay men- -
uonea, ana for the purpose of this article
it need not be further considered.

A Salt lake In Texas.
Philadelphia Record.

About 300 miles southwest ot HbHston,
Tex., In Hidalgo County, Is now claimed to
be one of the most remarkabld salt lakes
in the world. Thi3 lake, which contains
7SS acres of pure salt. Is surrounded by a
wild fringe of dense thickets. The salt Is
three to four feet deep In a crystal form,
and the water Is a brine of unusual
strength, crystallizing with great rapid-
ity.

But few peoplo outside ot tho state
know of tn existence of thl3 lake; in fact,
near! yall Texas maps omit it; although
It has been known to be a source of sup-
ply for local consumption over 200 years
wagon trains moving in the southwest to
and from Brownsville, during the Civil
War, handled hte salt; in fact, it was
the only supply that Texas had to draw
from during that period.

The property on which this lake Is situ-
ated, consists of a tract of 71 leagues of
land, originally known as "La Noma de
Ban Salvador del Tule," and claimed to
have been granted by the Government cf
Spain about tho year 1793 toS one Juan
Jcse Ball.
