HUNTINGTON ON CHINA.

Says Commerce la King: and Must
There.

WASHINGTON. July 16. A decidedly
novel and striking attitude towards the
Chinese situation Is taken by Collls P.
Huntington, so well known on the Pacific
Coast, and whose knowledge of the Chi-
nese and China Is greater than that of
most men. He was recently interviewed
by an Eastern paper as to his views on
the Chinese situation, and ma.de the fol-
lowing statements in reply:

"If China should pay In land for the
wrongs she has committed It would harm
her comparatively little. I believe that
the Chinese should pay In kind for what
they have taken from us, namely. In life,
and I think the nations should demand
of China, as a government, that she give
up to death those who have committed
these dark deeds; and If 1
believe It is then time to take 10,000 of
them, as we can catch them, and cut off
their heads. We must hive the guilty
ones, or else we must punish those who
shelter them. Such a penalty as that
would be felt by those who suffered, and
remembered by those who wore left. Then
let the nations demand of China that she
shall select one of her own people to be
at the head of her government one who
shall be best fitted by training, by edu
cation and, above all, by character, for
such a high position, her choice being sub-
ject to the approval and ratification of
those who have been outraged and who
have the power to right their wrongs.
Let the Chinese frame, as a guide for
their people, a constitution that will be
satisfactory to the powers that are to
assist them in reorganizing and rehabili-
tating their government.

"Commerce Is king and must rule In
China as it rules everywhere else where
civilization is the basis of government. I
hope to see China kept intact, for I be-
lieve the partition of the empire among
the nations would be the most costly and
Irretrievable blunder that has been com-
mitted In the last 600 years, for there
would result from It, In my Judgment, dis-
agreements over divisions, the very"
thought of which raises the dark shadows
of danger in every man's mind.

"I hope we shall stand by the good peo-
ple of China, who deserve better of the
world than to be crushed for the crimes of
Irresponsible mobs. I hope we shall up-
hold their hands In the formation of a
better China; that we shall take to them
our best articles of commerce, our finest
products of mechanical arts, and receive
from them the best of theirs.

"I hope we will not try again to teach
the Chinese people that we know more
about the land beyond the river than they
do until we are quite sure that we do
know It. Until then the Chinese can get
along quite well under the teachings of
their own great lawgivers. Jf they will
follow religiously the wise, moderate and
kindly precepts of Confuclous or of Budd-
ha, they can become the very best peo-
ple on the lace of the earth. Just the same
as the people of the United States and
of European countries can, if they will
but follow the wise teachings of their own
great lawgiver, who spoke only words of
love and wisdom.

'We have enough work at home for all
the missionaries who can be spared, and,
what is more, we know it, if we would but
admit it. The same can be said of Eu-
rope, and with equal truth."

CHINESE COMMAND AMUR RiVER

The Czar's Army Preparing for
Separate Campaign Against

PeUIn Mnxnm'a Mission.

BERLIN, July 2L The Chinese situa-
tion takes on a radically different shape
from news whiclj has reached here from
xtUESja. want xurope niuicnu juich
about the troubles in Manchuria was
what the Russian Government chose to
let pass Now a number of reports,
some of them official, but a majority pri-
vate, have reached here from St. Peters-
burg which tally in the main and paint
the situation In Chinese Manchuria and
along the 1600 kilometers of border land
on the Siberian side of which the Amur
River forms a frontier as much more
dangorous for the Russians than has hith-
erto been supposed.

The Associated Press correspondent
has obtained at the Russian Embassy
here a partial, though cautious, confirma-
tion of the above statement. A military
contributor of the Tageblatt says official
Russian news showed that Chinese regu-
lar troops, aided by Irregulars, In all
numbering about 120.000, are In open war
against Russia. They not only demanded
the withdrawal of the Russians from
Chinese territory, but after the Russian
refusal to withdraw, the Chinese assumed
the offensive- - and drove off the Russians
from the railroad construction and are
undertaking operations against Harbin,
Blagovestscensk and other towns, shell-- ,
Ing the last named place. What makes
the Chinese hostilities extremely danger-
ous, however. Is the fact that the Chi-
nese, by a series of recently constructed
redoubts, absolutely command the navi-
gation of the Amur River for a distance
of 20 versts, thus preventing Russian
troop transports on the the only route
open, at least until the fortifications
shall have been taken by the Russians.

Though the Russian censor Is again
most severe regarding telegrams, news
reached here today from St. Petersburg
that Blagvoestchpnsk had been taken by
the Chinese, who seized large amounts
of money In the Russo-Chlnes- e bank
there.

All reports agree that tho Russian Gov-
ernment now considers that Russia is ac-
tually at war with China: that the shilly-
shally policy hitherto maintained will
be dropped; that Russia Is now hurriedly
preparing for a serious campaign In North
China, separate from the powers, and that
Russia will not be able nor willing, under
these altered circumstances, to jear an
.adequate share In the Tien Tsln-Pokl- n

campaign. Tho Russian forcos available
along the border and throughout China
are said to comprise 26 battalions of the
line, 27 battalions of reserves, 17 Cos-
sack regiments, and 12 fiold batteries,
making a total of about 78,000 men.

The Lloyd line steamer Sachlsen, which
has arrived at Genoa from China, reports
being fired upon by Chinese ooasty forts
and slightly damaged- - while going from
Yokohama homeward.

Dr. Mumm von Schwarzensteln has
gone to China nominally as the German
representative for East Asia, because
Germany has not yet been officially in-

formed of the death of Baron von Ket-tele- r.

Dr. Mumm goes, not accredited
to the Chinese Government, but em-
powered to negotiate with single or Joint
viceroys or Governors.

Tho German newspapers have- this
week made much editorial commont and
news regarding the American political
campaign and mainly complimentary, ex-
cept as rogards Imperialism. The Kreuz
Zeitung says:

"The United States Is now In a new
era of political activity and encountering
unsuspected great hindrances and differ-
ences which can neither be removed nor
overcome hurriedly. Spread-eagleis- m Is a
species of expensive luxury."

The Chinese Embassy here late today
communicated to the Foreign Office the
decree of the reigning Emperor, Kwang
Hsu, the decree which the Embassy re-
ceived this morning form the Viceroy at
Nankin. The decree Is a long document
and was addressed to the "Viceroys, order-
ing them to suppress the Boxer movement
and to protect foreigners. It expresses
regret for the murder of Baron von
Kettelcr and the Japanese attache, but
does not mention any of tho other mem-
bers of the Legation.

A report from Hamburg says that de-
tectives have arrested Secretary Ketten-bur- g,

of the United States Consulate at
that place, for the embezzlement of 29.0CO

marks. Two American ladles, In. 1S98,
commissioned the Consulate to collect a
legacy of 200.000 marks, of which 60,000
has been already collected. The ladles
being unable to obtain their money,
called in the local police, with the result
above stated.

The Berliner Post complains of Amer-
ica that the policy of the United States,
in the matter of China, is Indefinite.
This the newspaper attributes to the fact
that the Presidential election is ap-
proaching.

The German Fleet Society will send,
August 5, a news expedition to China
for the purpose of reporting events en-
tirely Independent of, English or other
news gathering concerns. The expedi-
tion will consist of from 15 to 20 men
equipped with field telegraph apparatus,
auto-wlrele- ss telegraphs and hello-graph- s.

Ambassador White's suggestion that the
European Governments unite In establish-
ing ;some system of regular Intercourse
with Pekln has been received by the
Foreign Office In the most friendly spirit.
Ambassador White was assured that Ger-
many would do everything in "her power
to assist the United States, but the For-
eign Office admitted that It would be
Impossible at the present time to carry
out such a plan.

The alleged dispatch from Minister
Conger and all the other reassuring Chi-
nese advices received here are viewed
by the German officials with extreme
skepticism and Ambassador White has
cabled tho Washington authorities.

Army In Cuba.

Narrow Escape of the Allies
Llscum Died.

NEW YORK, July ZL The Evening
World publishes the following from its
Tien Tsln correspondent under date of Che
Foo, July 18, via Shanghai. July 21:

The attack on the native city of Tien
Tsln on July IX resulted in the narrowest
escape from what seemed up to mid-

night would be a terrible disaster "for the
allies. The Russians swinging north and
the other allies south at daybreak, the
Russians were to take the forts near the
native city wall and the other allies tho
city Itself.

General Fukushlma, the Japanese com-

mander, promised that the Japanese en-

gineers, after three hours' shell fire from
all guns, would cross the bridge oyer tho
wall and, by blowing up the great south
gato, make a breach for the infantry to
enter. Upon this depended everything.
General Fukushlma had not scouted the
bridge and in 24 hours had not "scouted
the ground over which the charge on the
bridge had to be made.

Tho Chinese destroyed the bridge and
flooded the land around It. The allies
shell fire In no wise subdued the Chinese
rifle fire from the loopholed wall, which
was 30 feet high, with a moat 20. feet
In depth around It. An outer wall of
mud made It impossible for the Infantry
and marines coming on the field to re-
ply to the Chinese fire. They lost 50
men In 10 minutes, then rushed back from
the mud wall, which they had reached.

General Dorward, the British command-
er, hastened .forward with a frag-
mentary instead of an Integral skirmish.
The American marines and the Welsh
Fusiliers, together under command of
Waller, were on the extreme left. Then
the British marines and the French ad-
vanced with the Japanese along the road
toward the gate In the mud wall.

Dorward's plan for the Americans to
support the Japanese was not made clear
to Colonel Llscum, of the Ninth United
States Infantry. Dorward lays the blame
for the blunder and sacrifice of life on
Llscum. but Dorward's chief of staff was
heard to say when Llscum arrived: "Get
In dowr the road anywhere quickly."

Colonel Llscum hurriedly led his men
through the gate In as open order as pos-
sible. They were Immediately under fire.
The staff saw them pass over the bridge
leading to a field which proved to be a cul
de sac. Before the two battallonj of
Americans, "numbering 426 men. could ex-
tend themselves, they were subjected be-

sides tne fire from the loopholes In the
forts, to a flerco fire from the embrasures
In a line of fortified mud houses on their
flank.

Three thousand rifles probably were
turned on them with an accuracy which
has amazed every officer among the al-

lies. Tho blue shirts of the American
troops made them distinct marks, where-
as the khaki uniforms of the allies could
not be seen. Colonel Llscum, guiding his
men, walked up and down the line, not
even ducking his head while the bullets
fell around.

The Americans charged Into the flank
fire with rushes. The ground over whioh
they charged as" marshy .andMlned with
ditches: Jf was evidently Colonel 's

Intention to rush the houses from
which the flank fire was coming, and
thus get a position for flanking the wall.

At 12:30 o'clock the line had Just
reached the shore of the canal and 2(1

yards separated them from the houses
when the color-bear- er felL --Colonel Lls-
cum picked up the colors and stood look-
ing around apparently for a ford.

"Better get down or they'll hit vou,"
shouted Major Regan.

"I guose not," was LIscum's reply.
The next Instant a sharp-shoote- bul-

let went through the Colonel's abdomen.
"I've got It," he said, as he fell.
"Get at them If you can," the dying

officer said, and added as his last
words: '"Don't relent, boys; keep on
firing."

Regan was hit Immediately afterward.
All day long the allies line lay unde!any cover the men could And. running out

of ammunition. Tho July sun was beat-
ing on them, and they had nothing to
drink but the salty marsh waters.

Meanwhile h? wounded came struggling
and cradling through the gate In the mud
wall. There was no order. They were
sent anywhere without mon to carry the
litters. The doctors were hit .by. the
sharp-shoote- rs while tryinir to attend the
wounded of the Ninth. They could notattempt to carry off the wounded from
the bloody flold.

Major Rgan. Captain Bookralller and'
Captain Noyes were all hit twlcei Noyes.
who was Adjutant, was hit In the ana
before going from the field, and then
hit In the loif. He crawled back through
the ditch with the water to his neck to
report the situation to Colonel Dorward.

At 1 o'clock General Fuklshlma reoort- -
ed In writing to Dorward that the Jap.
aneso were In the city. Loopholes could
be seen blazing bullets and lyddite
shells. No Infantry could charge In the
face of this fire from 2 o'clock until 5.'

Thus, acting conjointly, neither Dorward
nor Fukushlma knew each other's where-
abouts. Under cover of darkness the men
of the Ninth crept back from their
dangerous position bearing their wound-
ed. They executed this movement with a
loss of one man killed. The casualties
were 81 men and five officers, out of 42G.

The marines lost SO, including Captain
Davis, who was shot through the heart,
while talking to Colonel Meade, on the
night of July 13. It was decided to with-
draw when news came that the Chinese
were evacuating. The Russians were not
so successful as hoped during the day,
and the total loss of the allies was 700.

The Japanese losses were severe. Tho
Japanese were most gallant In the fight.
But for the Americans stopping the flank
fire the Japanese loss would --have been
much heavier. Tho French, Japanese,
American and British entered the city
at 2 o'clock on the morning of July 14.
Their entry was unopposed.

The American flag at half mast was.
hoisted oyer the south gate. The walls
wero strewn with the corpses of Chi-
nese soldiers killed by the shell fire whioh
caused their flight. None, apparently,
were hit. by bullets, the damage being
done by Jyddlte shells.

There Is a terrible row over the burn-
ing of the town. Several foreign officers
are reported lost.

The tfred soldiers remained on the wall.
The natives went looting through the
Chinese town. The bank and the arsenal
were the heavy sufferers.

An advance movement on Pekln Is not
contemplated soon. The American wound-
ed crowd the hospital, but all are doing
well. The flags of the allied armies are
all half-maste- d.

Mrs, Woodln for a considerable pe-
riod was not fully Informed whether her
son was dead or alive, as this troop was
stationed at Norzagaray at the time.
which Is many miles out from Manila,

Is not very regular. Particulars are con-

tained In two letters written by Cap-

tain F. R. Rivers, Troop F, Fourth Cav-
alry, one to Mrs. Woodln and the other
to a friend- - of the family named Dr. R.
F. Hamblln, In San Francisco. The lat-
ter Is as follows:

"Norzagaray, P. I., March 25, 1900. Dr.
R. F. Hamblin-- My Dear Sir: Your letter
of January 2L asking about Prestwood
B. Craddock, has remained unanswered
so long because I have been sick In the
hospital for several weeks, arid am but
very recently out. It Is a hard thing
to write, doctor, but It Is true. The boy
took his own life at this p.ace on Janu-
ary 6 by shooting hlmseif In the head with
a revolver. His death was painless be-
yond a doubt. As to the cause, there
could be none except temporary Insanity,
brought on from the hardships of our
nortnern campaign. From October 10 to
December IS, when we reached here, I
think we endured as great physical hard-
ships as most any command had ever
undergone. You have no doubt read the
papers about It, so I will not attempt a
description, xou see, bemg cavalry, wa
cut loose from everything, all trans-
portation, tentage and rations, and just
went tnrough. Of course, there was some
fighting, but that was the easiost part I

for every one. It Is this country during
the rainy season that Is tho greatest
enemy here. Craddock went througn It
all, and with comparatively little sick-
ness, tooj at the time, but what ha en-

dured simply temporarily unbalanced him
at" the. end. He was a quiet, gentle-
manly, good soldier In every way, had
never been In any trouble, and his act
cannot be accounted for on any other
ground than temporary Insanity. His
body was sent to Manila for burial. I
am not sure, but I think the Government
is, fast as sosslble, sending all bodies
home for Interment In the National ceme-
tery at the Presidio, near San Francisco.
You can find out definitely about that
by writing to the War Department at
Washington. That 'Is a beautiful ceme-
tery, and If his body Is sent there, I
would let It rest there. I had to write
to Mrs. Woodln (his mother) once, and
will do so again In a day or two. You
know it Is hard to express sympathy to
relatives under these circumstances, but
believe me, I do sympathize with all his
family. Very sincerely,

The letter to Mrs. Woodln was as fol-

lows:
Mrs. L. M. Woodln My Dear Madam:

Your letter of February 2, asking about
your son, Prestwood B. Craddock, has
not been answered sooner because I have
been. sick in the hospital. Your son was
a good, true, gentlemanly soldier, and
only temporary Insanity, produced by
the hardships of our campaign, caused
him to commit the deed. So don't blame
him; he gave his life for the country.
Since he- - has been in my troop there is
not a blot on his name. His body will
undoubtedly be sent from Manila, where
It was Interred, for final burial at the
National cemetery at the Presidio. San
Francisco. Just when this will be done
I cannot tell, as It Is not under my con-
trol. By asking the Depot Quartermaster
In San Francisco you could no doubt be
notified when his body would arrive, If It
ha3 not been received there already. Just
as soon as I can send It down by some
reliable person to mall, I will send you
his watch, by registered letter. Whsn
you get It, please acknowledge Its re-
ceipt, as I want to know that you have
got It. The fountain pen was not found
in his effects. All other effects, like
clothing, have' been sold and the money
turned over to the Treasury. You being
his next heir, I presume you can get It
by application to the Treasury Depart-
ment of. the United States. I know that
sympathy is useless to a mother, but,
madam, be sure that I feel for you from
the bottom of my heart. Vory sincerely,

BENEFIT OF ARMY CANTEEN

Saves Soldiers From Poisonous and
Debilitating: Beveraicea.

WASHINGTON,' July 17. If the testi-
mony of officers and soldiers who have
seen extended service in the Philippines
counts for anything, the Army canteen is
not only desirable, but an absolute neces-
sity. But It Is not only the testimony
that comes from the Philippines that es-

tablishes this fact. Take for instance the
cases of the army camps during the
Spanish War. When some of those camps
were first established they had no can-
teen, and mooshlners would sneak Into
the lines with "rot-gu- t" whisky, which
without fall worked dire results among
the troops. When the canteen was es-

tablished, the men drew beer checks, and
there was a noted decrease of drunken- -

ness and general debility In the ranks.
But in the Philippines there Is something
worse than "rot-gut- " whisky, a drlnK
known as "blno" being common among
native groggerles, which can be bad for
o cents a quart, a half pint of which
Is guaranteed to set any man crazy.
When our troops first went to the Philip-
pines they had no canteen, and many of
them took to drinking "blno." The dis-

graceful scenes that followed need no
comment. But with the establishment of
the canteen, the men abandoned the
native dives and Instead drew their beer
checks, with the result that drunken-
ness hus been reduced to the minimum;
In fact, there is far less of It In pro-

portion than In the larger cities In the
states. Some of the more sober-minde- d

and broad-gauge- d of tho temperance men
who are acquainted with conditions In
the Philippines, pronounce the canteen
a wise provision, and stand by the can-
teen rather than for Its abolition, know-
ing that such action would certainly
throw the men back on native drinks,
that are so much more disastrous and
deadly than the beer which they obtain
In tho canteen.

NEGRO SELLS TOO CHEAP.

Georfflan'rt Iten.ion for Wlahlnff to
Disfranchise Colored Men.

WASHINGTON, July 17. A gentleman
from Georgia was recently explaining tho
reason the South favors the disfranchise-
ment 'of the negro, and his statements
seem to be founded on fact, which will be
readily .appreciated by those who know
the negro.. This gentleman says that one
visit to Georgia during election would ex
plain the stand taken by the white vot- -

ers of that state, and the South gener
ally. "The buying and selling of negroes
as slaves was abolished because the
world believed It to be wrong," he said.
"In elections the negro now holds him-
self ready for salo to the highest bidder,
and he doesn't bring so good a price,
either, as he used to in the ante-bellu- m

days. The fact Is tho negro, or rather
the negro's citizenship, is cheap, so cheap
that one candidate for Congress in a nt

contest could afford to ferry 9000 of
them across the river and vote them in
one of the counties of his district. It is
this wholesale purohase and barter of the
negro vote that has determined the South
to place restrictions upon the ballot. It
Is corrupting the politics of the South-
ern States, for It Is well known that
where men are ready and anxious to sell
themselves, buyers are always to be
found. By control of the negro vote,
unworthy and disreputable men are en-
abled to get In power, and a system of
corrupt bosslsm Is to be found In most
misgoverned cities. Surely there Is no
Just cause for complaint If the state takes
from the negro a thing he values so little
himself, and the possession of which by
him Is a curse and a menace to society.
The illegal voting of negroes has grown
so common that men who deal In that
sort of thing no longer attempt to con-
ceal It."

EACH WILL BEAR NAME OF WEARER

Adjutant-Gener- al Calvin IT. Ganten
bein Will Besln to Distribute

Them Monday.

The medals to be presented by thtstate to the volunteers who served with,
the Oregon troops participating in theSpanish War or Filipino Insurrection, ex-
cept the Engineer Corps, are now ready
for distribution. Yesterday they were
turned over by Butterfleld Bros, to Adjut-

ant-General Gantenbeln for this pur-
pose, and were being arranged alphabet-
ically. Adjutant-Gener- al Gantenbeln will
begin distributing them Monday evening,
commencing at 8 and closing at 10. His
office will be open the same hours bothTuesday and Wednesday evenings for the
same purpose. He has chosen this time
as the most convenient to the men resid-
ing In Portland, who will be expected toappear In person for their medals. To
all those residing outside of Portland the
Adjutant-Gener- al desires to state thathe will mail medals upon an application,
for tho same In writing, giving clearly
xne aaaress to wnicn it Is desired thatthe medals be sent.

A great amount of work Is Involved lathis distribution. For a time it was tho
purpose to deliver the medals at some
kind of a public ceremony. This would
necessitate all the members assembling at
some common point, or the Governor or
his agent traveling over the state wher-
ever any of the are to be
found, both of which are regarded Im-
practicable. The easiest method of dis-
tribution will be delivery to those calling
and mailing to others on application. Ithas been suggested that the medals be
turned over to the company commandera
or senior officers, and have them dis-
tributed by such officer, aided by tho
old First-Sergea- with his knowledge of
the whereabouts of all the men of that
command. This is objectionable because
the company commanders might be averse
to assuming such responsibilities and un-
dertaking tho work Involved, and because
there would probably bo dissatisfaction
if any of the medals happened to becomo
lost or misplaced. While It Is not one of
the ordinary duties of the Adjutant-General- 's

office to make the distribution.
Governor Geer's anxiety to have the work
done methodically and well, and the pur-
pose of General Gantenbeln to aid In
whatever manner Is possible, caused tho
selection to be made.

The medals were expected much earlier
than the present date, but two things
In particular have combined to delay their
completion. At the time of letting the
first contract the Governor was not aware
whether It was the custom among other
states to engrave the name and com-
pany of the recipient on the medal. This
Information he asked Adjutant-Gener- al

Gantenbeln to obtain, which was done. It
appeared that many of the states donat-
ing such medals were not having the In-
scriptions engraved, but the Governor
concluded It would be a very graceful
thing on the part of Oregon to do so,
and asked the manufacturers to make the
engraving. This necessitated considerable
additional time. Then while work waa
still progressing on the medals manufac-
ture of the souvenir buttons for the aid
of the monument fund commenced. At
the beginning there was such a tremend-
ous demand for the monument fund but-
tons that all work on the medals was
stopped until that supply could be filled.
These causes have operated to delay de-
livery over a month longer than was at
first expected.

There are three different medals. One.
Is for the members of the Second Oregon
Volunteers, who served In the Philip-
pines, another Is for the members of
Light Battery A and Light Battery B
who enlisted for the Spanish War, and,
the third Is for the members of tho.
Oregon Engineer Corps, which went to
,the Hawaiian Islands. For the latter
there are 93 medals, for the battery boys
217, and for the officers and men of the
regiment, 1369. Many of the men for
whom medals were made are dead. Their
parents or nearest relatives will be en--,

titled to receive" the medal upon applica-
tion. Several of the volunteers are now
In the Philippines, and will not be heard,
from for months, perhaps years, and
maybe never. Their medals will be held,
subject to their order. If living. Any
other person than the living
must get authority to receive his medal.
In writing, otherwise any one might claim
It on behalf of the owner, and lose or'
misplace It through carelessness or wil-
fulness.

The inscription on the medal for thai
members of the Second Oregon, aslda.
from the name and command appearing
on tho two bars. Is as follows: "From tha
State of Oregon, to the Second Oregon,
U. S. V. Infantry, for gallant services fas'
the Philippines, 1SSS-99- ." For tho battery;

a link, and to which is suspended a also
the size of a $20 gold piece. On the up-
per bar is tha name of the recipient and
on the lower one rank, if an officer, andj
command, if an enlisted man. On thai
front of the disc Is the above inscription
neatly arranged around the state seal.,
On the reverse side of the dlso Is ;

wreath of laurel, encircling a soldier and--
sailor, each supporting the flag, and

with a small field piece In the back-
ground. All of these medals are made!
of bronze taken from the Spanish can-
non sent by the War Department to tha
state some time ago.

The medals for the Engineer Corps aro
not quite ready yet but will be In a
short time, when they will be delivered
like those now finished.
