The tourna-
ment has done more to further interest
In tennis than any other one thing that
has ever occurred in Portland. From
now on, it can be said that tonnls will
form one of the main branches of sport
in the Northwest. The number and the
quality of the players developed by the
recent meet far surpass the most san-
guine expectations of the p'romoters
thereof.

Aquatics Reviving.
From now on aquatics will form one

of the principal sporting features. Tho
Oregon Yacht Club has been unusually
active of late, and the officials have se-

cured a number of first-cla- ss trophies, to
be hung up for racing events. During
the next month or six weeks, there will
be plenty of racing.

The Portland Rowing Club has de-
cided to hold Its Fall regatta September
22, This decision was reached late In the
week, and this week will probably see
considerable activity among the mem-
bers of the club.

Bowling has been quiet for tho past
two weeks, and, in all probability, it
will bo another week before the cranks
will be permitted to indulge In a game
of "cocked-hat.- " New runways, of the
latest improved design, are being put in
on the new alleys at the Multnomah
clubhouse, and when the bowlers are
permitted to enter, they will find four
Of the finest alleys on the Coast.

Baseball is quiet, and only a few games
have beon played.

Some Ancient History.
The past week has marked a change lxf

the life of the Multnomah Club. New
and handsomo quarters have taken tho
place of the homelike residence of the
old club, and from now on the club will
be operated on a larger scale. The
growth of the organization has been re-
markable. A little more than nine years
ago it numbered 11 members, and three
rooms, scantily furnished, formed the
quarters. Now there are more than 90 f
names on the roll, the rooms are many
and the furnishings grand.

In February, 1891, the Multnomah Club
was organized by a few young men who
felt the need of an athletic organization.
Booms were engaged in the
block, and the scheme was formally
launched. Its growth was
and in 1S93 it was found necessary to
procure larger quarters. A new build-
ing was erected on the corner of Tenth
and Yamhill streets, and it was formally
opened in September of that year. The
growth continued in a healthy manner,
and in the latter part of 1899 there was
not room enough In the building to ac-
commodate the throng of members. The
new building is the result.

Past
Under the winged "M" many athletes

have won renown. Herbert Greenland
heads the list. He was one of the first
members of the club to contest for hon-
ors. Greenland is a wrestler, and he
stood In the front rank until his retire-
ment about two years ago. Greenland's
bouts with Krelllng, of the Olympic Club,
and "Bud" Smith, of Vancouver, were
the greatest events of the kind ever held
under the auspices of the club.

Were selected. Brown was a pole-vaulte-r.

and for a number of years he contested,

retiring with a record of 10 feet inch.
Stout, Laswell and Townsend tackled the
.runs, and they-di- d some work that would
be a credit to any club. Stevens (l,Blg
"Steve") Mid he heavy work; He beat all
comers in the hammer-thro- w and shot-pu- t,

and was an athlete that was known
all over the Coast, Farrell ran in the
hurdles and Beck was an man.

In 1892, Beck carried off the cup for the
best athlete. His long suit,
however, was the high jump. He retired
from active work with a record qf 5 feet

inches, Beck and Laswell are both
ead. The. former .was Durser of the ill--

fated Clara Nevada, and was lost on the
Alaska-- "coast. ThcT latter went' to Butte,
Mont., and last Winter he succumbed to
pneumonia.

"Joe" Smith.
Joe Smith was the next man to win

fame under the red and white. In 1893

he won the

J. H. Taylor, Juno 8, on the classic links
of St. Andrews, Scotland, has returned
to the United States. To the reporter of '

a New York paper, who Interviewed him
on his landing, ho said, regarding his de-

feat:
"Taylor played a Jolly good game, and

deserved to win. I do not know whether
practice for some weeks before the game
would have altered the results.

Editorially, the Advertiser says of Tay-

lor's play:
"The superlative quality of Taylor's

game becomes clear by simply asking t.ie
question: When did a man play four suc-
cessive rounds of St. Andrews links, av-

eraging almost 3 strokes, under SO? This
achievement stands alone. In retrospect
there Is nothing like it. and in prospect
it will not sdon be repeated. Braid's score
of 322 was Taylor's winning one on the
same links five years ago, and yet Braid
on this occasion had to be content with
third place, Vardon coming
In between with an average of just a
fraction over 79, a score that one might
reasonably deem quite safe for champion-
ship honors any day.

"Taylor's play, too. as Mr. Cathcart
truly observed. In presenting the coveted
trophy, wo3 under no obligation to luck;
It waa 'honest, straightforward golf, free
from flukes.' True, he laid a ball dead
out of a bunker, that was the result of
consummate skill; and In his last marvel-
ous round of 75, he holed a put of some
yards for 4 at the long hole coming In;
but that was the reward of
a magnificent approach. The outstanding
feature of his game was its

and frequently sensational accu-
racy."

Seventh Successive Vlqtory.
It is Interesting to note that Taylor's

victory over Vardon marks the seventh
year in succession that the open golf
championship has been won hy an Eng-
lishman. Willie Auchterlonie, a Scotch-
man, won the open championship in 1S93

at Prcstwick. Since that time H. H. Hil-
ton, Harry Vardon and J. H. Taylor havo
kept It south of Tweed. Taylor's recent
victory gave him the score of 300. Var-
don has also held the championship threo
times since 1833. The Advertiser thus dis-
cusses Taylor and his record, in a way
that will Interest all golfers on both sides
of the Atlantic:

"The winner of this year's champion
ship was the first English-bor- n profes--"
slonal to securo the honor. He made his
first appearance In the great event of the
year at Prestwlck in 1S93, when he as-
tonished the followers of the game by
scoring a 75 for his first round in a rain
storm. He was not successful in his suc-
ceeding rounds, and finished 10th on the
list. At Sandwich in the following year,
however, he came out at the top, and
with a score of 328 for the four rounds
beat Douglas Holland, who was second,
by five strokes. He came north to St.
Andrews in 1895, and scored his second
win with an aggregate of 32213 strokes
more than on this occasion his last round
of 78 being made in a ternnc storm of
wind and rain, and taking him In front
of A. Herd, who was second with a total
of 326, and who had led the field at the
end of the third round. Taylor tied with

H. Vardon at Mulrfleld In 1SS6, when ho
lost his chance of being champion for
three years in succession,

"Since then he has not done bo well
in championship meetings, but he has
come away with a marvclously fine game
on the classic links of St. Andrews this
year, and is now champion for the third
time. Taylor was born, at Northam vil-
lage, near the famous North Devon links
of Westward Ho, In March,. 1871. He be-
came a caddie at a very early age, and
to the brothers Allan, then professionals,
ho .owes his Initiation into the mysteries
of the game. He is a past master in the
science of the game. Ho drives a long
ball as straight as an arrow with little
exertion, and is an excellent putter. It
is his Jnashle play, however, which every-
body delights to see.

The ball Is
of sponge rubber, weighing 54 ounces.
Metal stripped, heeled or spiked shoes, or
any metallic projections on shoes, are
strictly tabooed. ,
