NO FREE HOMES ON UMATILLA

Lands to Be Sold In Considerable
Tracta Under Peading RIIL

WASHINGTON, July IT.—The Commis-
sloner of the Genernl Land Office hus de-
cided that the unsoid lands of the Ume-
tilla ressrvation do not come under the
provislions of the “free homes™ bill, as
the copditions which prevall regarding
the lands of that reserwation ere =
and are not the same as In the cass of
other reservations which are affectad by
this BlIL

This question waa taken up ond ais-
cussed &t length by both the Indian and
the Lagd Office last Sywing. when Rep-
resentntive Moody's blll providing for the
sale of the unsold Umasatilla lands wan
under disoussion in the department. At
that time Commissioner Hermann wrote
to the Becretary of the Interioe, express-
ing his opinion, saying:

“Inn view of the fact that the proceads
from Lhe sale of thee unsoid landa inu
to the benefit of the Indians, and the
Commuissioner of Indlan Affairs seems to
be of the opinion that their Interests can
best be subserved by disposing of the
lands In tructs of not more than one sed-
tion of untimbered lands, and one-guar-
ter sectlons of timbered lands to each
purchaser, withoutl residence or cultiva-
ticn, I s«¢ no objection to such & course.
provided the necessary authority is ob-
tained.”

Therefore Commissioner Hermann reo-
ommended the passage of the Moody
bill, whith granted the requisfie author-
ity, because, as he sald, the public sale
in smaller tracts had falled for want of
bidders. He made this recommendation
because It was Indorsed by the Indian
Commissioner, because It does not seem
that the United States has purchosed
these Jands from the Indlans the Indians
having merely expressed a willingness to
seitie upon the landa in severalty upon
their resrevation and to have thelr pesldue
not needed for such aligtment sold for
their benefit, and that ths general policy
of the Guvernment shouald not be strictly
appllied, but the main object should be to
realize the greatest posaible sum for the
Indians, especially where the salea In
accordance with tha pelicy of the Govern-
mont toward Its own lnods, would tend
to decrease the amount 10 be realized

In reviewing the history of {he innds of
this reservation, it is found that the lands
of the Umatiila reservation were offered
for sale to the highest bidder at mot less
than the appraised value, and for not leas
than §1 15 per acre, under auy clroum-
flances. ‘The total number of ncres In
the reservation Is 1M 335 the total number
of acres pold wus B2 and the unsold
lands amounted to W0 acres. The
Mooady bill provides that the lands of the
Umatilin reservation not included within
the boundaries of the reservation, and
not allotted or required for aliotment to
the Indians, and which could not be sold
at public sale for thelr appratsed wvalue,
shall be scld at privats sais by the local

purchass pot more than one section of
untimbered lands, as recommended, and
not to exceed one-guarter section of tim-
béred lands. The bl Jdoes not require
residence &8s a gualification on the part
of the puréhaser.

The Land Ofice, upon inspection, found
that certain of the unsold lands show Lo~
provement, &nd Commissioner Harminon,
in view of that fact, recommended that
the bill be amended so as to provide that
In such instances the should
glso pay the apprailsed value of the Im-
provements on such lands ss he might
purchase; that is, the value at the time
of purchass.

It is estimated that sbout oae-half of
the unsoid lands are untimbered, and on
sopount of thelr character, are avallable
only for sheep-graxing. These lands sre
situated along the foothilis of the Blue
Mountains, and ame largely rocky, end
marked with canyons and hills, and are
of no agricultural wvalve whatever. In
view of the fact that these lands were
not aold for lack of bidders, and consider-
ing thelr usefulness for gmsiog only, it
was deemed advisable to dtsposs of them
in whoie section lots, tracts that would be
of some practical valoe to shecpmen. Tha
timbered innds being more valuable, were
recommended to be soid ia smailer tracts,
ns it was thought in this way to secure
more ready purchasers.

The Moody biil, which is exactly similar
to o bill pending in the Benate, drawn by
Senstor Simon, is still In the committes,
awalting the action of the Becretary of the
Interiom. It 19 expected that the Bocretary
will make an esrly recommaendation next
Winter, in hopes of securing the passage
of the bill,
