HARDSHIPON MINING BROKERS

How the Bianket Jliconsc Hears om &
New Industry.

PORTLAND, Or., Ang. 4—(To the Edl-
tor.)—I beg to take lssue with the mem-
bers of the City Council of Portland .on
one Item of the tax levy which waa
passed by that body Friday nlght. The
{tem In question Is the tax on mining-
stock brokers and the apparent dizerimi-
nation In favor of all other lines of busi-
ness. I urge that this tax be reduced to
a paint where the mining-stock broker
will have an oven chancs with other
lines of husiness. The principle reason
why n much smaller tax should be im-
posed Is that the brokers are the In-
struments by which the minlng resources
of the state are to be brought to the
attention of the invester throughout the
United States. They are the ones who
are fostering this Important Industry of
the state and are adding to the general
prosperity and development of it by thelr
efforts to bring caplinl here, for the de-
velopments of the mines. That this un-
dertaking is a hord one is left to the
judgment of the public and especlally to
thoge who have tried thelr hand at In-
teresting capltal In this directlon. One
of the lending firms of the city furnishes
the following data: I

“*The broker who wishes to engage In
business must first of all piy the United
States Government the sum of §50 per
annum. He further peys the Govern-
ment ) cents per 1000 shares on all stock
zold, the par value of which is $1 per
share, Ha then pays hix office ront and
advertising bills, which are all the way
from $20 to 300 per month., Now this
being dons, what Is the reward of his
expenditures wend his personal lnbor?
Take, for instance, the transactlons on
thes Oregon Minlng Stock Exchangs to-
day, the commisslons derived from the
transactions were 353 G0—this to be di-
vided between 16 brokers, makes the av-
erage Income of exch broker practically
$6. From this sxpmple it Is plain to be
seen that the broker's income compared
with his expenses would not buy many
brownstone fronts in the course of his
litetime.. Whila it must ba admitted that
this condition of affairs is not what would
allure the average man into selecting the
brokerige businesa as his voeation In lfe,
yet the far-sesing and courageous person
who enters thia field hopes by his efforts
and the encourngemont and support which
should come to him from every cltizsen
of the state, and especiaily the cltizens of
Portland, to turn the acnle of remunera-
tion in his favor, This effort on the part
of the broker 15 commendabla and should
have the Indorsement of every cltizen
and egpeclally those who have the fu-
ture welfare of the clty at heart. The
brokar hax ae nn Incentive dreams of a
profitable buriness s=ome time in ths fu-
ture and also the future grentness of
Portland as a mining conter and as the
prospective polnt for smelters and reduc-
tion plants, all of which can bo realized
If he 15 not leglelated out of business.

There can be no doubt that the Counefl
when considering tha tax measure had
their minds fixed on the merchant or pro-
fesslonal man who gets his profits and
reward from the common channel of
trade. The Aldermen never thought of
the brokers who have undertaken go hard
# proposition, or else they would not
have levied thls tax and offered them an
Invitation to give up such a worthy un-
dertnking. The broker does not wish to
be classed wih the “tiax dodger” Om

nmount of tax for the privilega of doing
business, but dons not think it just and
fair to tax one lne of bustness, and
especlally the profit-making kind, a smnll
amonnt, and prescribe o prohibitorr tax
on the broker, Why not tax the Cham-
ber of Commercs and Board of Trade
and simllar organizations whosa miszion
iz to further the welfare of the com-
munity, A BUBSCRIBER.

CONFIDENCE IN- - MINES

-

FACTE OF THE SITUATION IN

BAKER CITY DISTRICT.

Substantial Progress Delng Made in
Development of the Hesources—
Safe Investmeats io Mines.

—

BAKER CITY, Or, Aug. £4—The confl-
dence inspired by & knowledge that Baker,
Grant, Union and Wallowa Countles fall
within a great minerml zone has led thoso
whoso experience In other fleids would
teach conscrvatism to make exaggerated
statements whose fulfillment would ba
beyond remson. Such statements made by
old miners, amd repeated time and agmin
by press and people, have ralsed the ex-
pectations of some minipg men and of
the peéople at large to the danger point,
and It is the emphatlo wish of every
friend of the state and its mines that mis-
representation cease, on the part of
friends nn well as “knockers.” Two of
the great necessities of the situation are:
First. confirmation of the good opiniten
of mining men of means; and, second,
tha winning over of those caplialists of
the state who have heretofore doubled If
mining be a business propositlon; and,
further, of Oregon be a safe Ocld for in-
vestmant.

Through the diffusion of general In-
formation concerning guarts mining, the
time has pasaed for extenslve "wild-
catiing,” and people In this section see
thas necessity for thorcugh and extensive
developmment work on worthy proporties
and the abandcament of such as cannot
be made into producers. It is now con-
caded that the slement of gambling does
not enter more largely into mining thnn'
farming.

‘With the farmer there {8 risk at every
step. He must prepare the acll, plant the
seed and awalt results, and anywhere
along the llne drought may overtake or
pests destroy the crop. Escaplng theae,
there Is but.scant certainty of remuner-
atlve market value

The miner selects his veln as the farmer
docs his field—with a view to lts richnesa
gnd endurnnce. When a4 ledge Is found,
he esta to work to explore it If it car-
rios 330 values, everr ton uncovered rep-
resents to a mathemationl certainty that
gmount of worth, and the only other qués-
| tioris are as to the extent of the ore body
and ths method of trealment.

Right ‘at this polnt ls where Eastern
Oregon has met her only reverses. nnd
some through thelr own negligence have
brought fallure and loss upon themselvea.
Hasty nctlon |s disastrous. A mlos can-
ont be made in a dny nor a vear. It would
be no more foolish to construct a flour-
Ing mill at the foo! of Mount Hoed than
to erset an expenxive quartz mill on a
“prospect.’” Yet one has not far to go
to find just such cases. One result—
soaming failure—may ba manlfest in varl-
ous ‘ways. In one case the pay chute
has “pinched,” and, If found again In
qtlt‘b broken and uncertain quantities as
to he poor dividend-payera. In another,
after the expenditure of large sums of
money in milisite and mill, the ledge Is
broken by porphyry dikes, and so badly
displaced that the operation of the plant
hecomes very expomsive. In atill another
the ores are rebellious to the reduction
process Installed, and new machinery s
necessary, In ench nnd every Instance
some one {8 found ready to spread the re-
port that thls or that mine I8 a fhllure,
anil tha district Is therefors gona to the
doga,

To countersct the resnit of these con-
dittons, the ficts shonld at all fimes ba
given freely, Tha truth will result In
good to the siate In the end, and Injury
to no one.

Investigation of tha report that the fa-
maus Bonanga has shut down develnps
the fret that there Is only a temporry
lay-off of quite a number of men. It is
safd ths lny-off 1s cniised by the fact that
there is not sufficient machinery cn tha
grounds to run the mill and at the same
time do the necessnry sinklng work to
provide ore for reduction.

Whether the Standard O people expact
to pursite the off-and-on system In the
future Is not atated.

If Portland could furnish 80 pesople or
companles that would handle propertles
with the thoroughness that characterizas
the work belng dene at the Gem mine,
no grenter blessing could be conferred
upon the state in any ons line of enter-
prise,

The old Gem mine st Sparta has besn
worked off and on for' 3 or 3 sears, and
has been an Intermittent producer. The
old syatem of “sophering’” has beesn fol-
lowed In this mine till F. J. Perkins as-
sumed control for Fortland peonle who
purchaned (& ln=t Winter. Slnce that time
systematic work has been done, with the
| reault that 1500 feet of undereround shafis
and tunnels are open, and 15080 tons of
ore stoped onit, the vglus of which am
gays from 50 to $I20 per ton. Arsuming
that the average value will Be 520, there
fa $200,000 worth of ore In sight

The greatest perpendicular depth at-
talned Is 180 feet, while the greatest In-
cling depth s 450 feet. At this level the
ore body is ar high as eeven feet In
width, with values ax good as nt any other
point in the mine.

Under this system of Jdevelopmeant
enough ore will he In s!ght to keep n ML
stamp mill running for years. This Is
properiy dome before the mil iz erected,
thus avolding the disrepute ints which
property Is brought by early closing down
of a mill. The Gem I8 destined to becoma
the Red Boy of the Sparta district. and
will eatabllsh the permanency of values
In that part of the country.

The Virginle mine, at Robizsonville, hnae
been incorporated by Baker Clty parties,
and development work |z belng pushed
with & view to making It ‘a producer.
This I8 an old property, having baen
worked In o small way for 2 years
Many thousinds of dollars (n free gold
have been token cut during that time. A
tunnel 18 belng driven om' the 16-foot
level, from whilch a relse wil be madas
to shaft No. L. The tunnol is being run
of o four-foot ledse of good ore. There
is about 1000 tons of ore on the Jdump
It 1= tha intentlon of the company to
thoronghly develop the property by tun-
nels, crosscuts and shafts before putting
In & large mill, M. A. Butlsr says the
mine Is showing up better than hs ex-
pected when he went into 1.

The property known 4s the South Cou-
Egar Is making a preditabls showing, and
{ts owners expect to maks a mine of It
Mr. Esselstyne says while some people
are Uylog to “kncck’ that section of
country, hia company ia golng ahead
with their work and =aying but itile
about it. The Bouth Cougnr Is an axten-
slon of the Cougar, In the Granite-Lawton
district.
