HE DEFEATS WALTER GOSS IN A
BEAUTIFUL MATCH.

S§trle of Excl the Exact Opposite of
the Other—Details of the
Sport.

What was probably the most interesting
tennis match since Goss and Bethel met
in the tournament last Scptember oc-
curred Thursday afternoon, when Joseph
Bmith beat Walter A. Goes, 36, -4, i
All meason long the relative merits of
these two players, who are enslly al the
head of all the other loecal players, have
been discussed, and considerable specula-
tion has been Indulged In as to the prob-
able winner should a try-out be arranged.

The style of play affectad by each of
these two pleyers is just the opposite of
the other. Emith {5 an exponent of the
brilliant style; Gosa an adhereht to the
steady, careful game. Smith uses o ter-
rific service, smashes irresistibly, drives
furlousnly; Goas serves slowiy, drivea
carefully, and sacrifices spesd for cer-
tainty of return. Smith, though not rash
in forcing an opening, takes advaniage
of it, once pecured, with all his power:
Goss ls content to keep the balls golng
back untll the opening ia perfectly safe.
Bmith endeavors to earn his polnts by
clean, hard shots, impossible to return;
Goss relies for most of his points on
the errors of his opponent. Bmith essays
an aggressive, offensive game; Goss plays
Iargely on the defenslve, and lats his an-
tagonist beat himself.
