Chinsse charactar which represents the
word Jesus and that which representa
hog are substantially the same, and ors
of the nicknames for the Christian re-
ligion In the provinces of the Upper
Yangtse ls “the religion of the crucified
hog."” A few yvears ago milllons of coples
of colored cartoons, ploturing a hog fast-
ensd to & cross, with Chinese bowmen
shooting srrows into it, were distributed
all over China. For a similar reason they
cell us plg-goat-devils, the characters for
forsigner and for plg and goat being much
the same.

I have before me & ocartoon In which
& Chiness sxecutioner 18 cutting off the
goat bends of forelgners. The bodies ars
like those of ordinary men, but the heads
are goat heads. Other cartoons represent
pictures of hell, in which the Buddhist
devils are sawing the pigs and goats into
pieoces and torturing them in other ways.

Thess cartoons are printed in red, pur-
ple and green. Each Iz about half the
size of an ordinary newspaper page. I'ney
have been made by the milllons, and
have been carried in boats and canoes all
over China. Each bears Chiness charac-
ters about its edges denouncing the 1or-
elgners, and telling lies about them, many
of which are too vile for publication.

It is Impossible to conceive the extent
of the presant ciroulntion of Boxer tracts,
It is considersd a merit to distributs
them, and 500,000 of one lsue wera re-
cently sent out by a club of eight men.

Thess tracts are Incendlary in the ex-
tremo. They Incite the Chinese to rise
and sweep tha foreigners from the face
of the earth. Omne tract has an illus-
tration of a new gword which has heen
especlally made for the massacre of Prot-
estants and Romanists. Every famlly,
rich and poor, |8 commanded to join In
the butchery and to divide the flesh of
the Christians among themselvas—a cat-
ty, or two and a half pounds, to each
man. They are instruocted to boll the flesh
and offer it In sacrifice to thelr
their ancestors and thelr parents.

ALLURING TITLES,

Cleverness Shown by Popular Aun-
thors in Naming Their Books.

The London Globe.

The effect which a taking title may or
may not have on the fortunes of a book
Is an open question. When books are
spoken of in this connection it ls usually
fletion that Is in the speaker's thoughts.
There is lttle need or excuse in the flalds
of history and blography, topography,

theology and sclence for the use of other
than perfectly plaln, stralghtforward ti-
ties. In the domaln of the essay fancy
has more scope, and hers soms writars
have been happlly Inspired. Thackeray's
“Roundabout Papers" have a titls at oncs
pleasant and truthfully descriptive. Dick-
en's ‘“Uncommercial Traveller' was also
rather & happy thought. The various
titles invented by such present day
graceful essay writers ns Mrs. Meaynell
and "Vernon Lee" are perhaps mors In-
genlous than alluring, The American es-
sayist Miss Agnes Reppller has chosen
very happy names for saveral of her
charming books. No one can deny that
“In the Dosy Hours,” "“Essays in Idle-
neas'” and ‘““Essays in Minlatures” sound
decldedly entleing; and If the volumesa be
opened the headilngs of the varlous ps-w
pérs—"A Bhort Defense of* Villains*
“Books That Have Hindered Me,"” *"'In
Behaif of Parents,” and so forth—are
equally alluring. But {f we allow our-
selves to open the books, &nd go from
the title without to the sub-titles within,
we oannot forget Charles Lamb, many
of whose essays have names which are
fragrant with his own fancy and humor,
such as, for Instance, “Imperfect Sym-
pathiea," “"Dream Children," “The Pralse
of Chimney Bweeppra,” and “A Bache-
lor's Complaint of the Behavier of Mar-
ried People.” ,

Ruskin may be said to have mades a
speclalty of titles, which although at-
tractive, were apt to be misleading. Hia
“Notes on the Construction of Bheep-
folda' ia sald to have been In conaldera-
ble demand for a short time after its
first appearance among maoriand farmers,
and great must have been thelr disgust
when they found that the shespfolds had
no relation to hurdles, but were distinctly
theological., Alluslveness and filgurative-
ness were always the cheracteristic fea-
tures of Ruskin's titles, What can be
more entleing, more pleturesquely word-
ed, than such phrases as “The Crown
of Wild Ollve." "“Sesams and LiHes," and
“The Queen of the Alr"7T

But, aftar all It is in regard to fietion
that the question of titles becomes of most
importance. Bome great novalists have
taken but Mttle trouble In the matter,
‘“Waverley,” “Jane Eyre,” ‘‘Nicholas
Nickledy,” “Middlemarch,” ‘““T'om Jones"
—to name & few examples at mandom—of-
fer no spectal attraction to catch ths at-
tention of possibla readers. None of
Thackeray’'s or Dickens’' titles are of an
alluring or particularly suggestive turn,
save, perhaps, ‘‘Vanity Fair,” “The Mys-
tery of Edwin Drood™” and A Tale of Two
Cltles.” BSome other novellsta have devot-
&4 special care and thought to the inven-
tlon of attractive titless Wilkie Collins

Tulllvers” and wvarious others were sug-
gasted before it was finally decided to call
the book by the not very happy title of
“The Mill on the Floss." Hawthomrmne,
with his patural instinct for the plctur-
esque and the suggestive, found Utles
which wers not only attrective, but full

Beven Gables” and ““The Marble Faun?

Of recent years novelists have vied with
one another in the [nvention of far
fotched names, intended to be arresting
and enticing, but which are often mersly
“conceited,” in the old sense of the word,
and strainad. But for titles which ars
full of quaint concelts we must go back
to the earller days of our litsrature,
Grammar Is not precisely an Inviting
study, though in the “Diversions of Pur-
ley” it became almost attractive; but
Horne Tookes's absurd title s altogether
put In the shads by a sixteenth century
Latin grammar, which had for a sub-
titls the following honeyed descriptidon:
“A delysious Syrupe newly Claryfled for
Young Scholars yt thrusts for the Swate
Loycore of Latin Bpeche.” We wonder
whether this highly sugared piil deceived
& single one of thée urchins for whom
it was so carefully prepared. Old dle-
tionary-makers adopted similar devices,
A lexicon sounded much more Inviting
when termed an "Altearie™ or a "New
World of Words,” or when dubbed “Man-
Ipulus Voecabulorum.*™

For titles of ths fanciful kind, the Pu-
ritan writers distance all competitors. In
thelr hands allusion and metsphor often
become simply grotesqua. Here are a fow
titles of theolngical pamphlets and booka:
"A most @elsctable Sweet-Perfumed
Nosegay for God's Salnts to smell at,”" a
pamphilst lasued In 1896; ""The Snuffers of
Divine Love"; “Heal Pleces for limping
Sinners™; “The Bpiritual Mustard-Pot to
make the Boul sneeze with Dwvotion™
end so forth. Devotion is hardly the
feeling which sesems most lkely to be
Inspired by the perusal of such absurdi-
tiea. But the Puritans, In ths adoption
of thesa high-flown and grotesqua
phrases, simply aped ths ways of more
secular writers. The romancers of Eliza~
bethan days revelled In fantastic titles
which wers doubtless entleing enough to
the limited reading public of that day.
FPuinter's “Prlace of Pleasure” is a type
of many book titles similarly constructed,
The suphuistie achool, of course, lat thalr
fancy run riot in the invention of strange
names for the tadlous romances in which
thay discoursed of strange birda and
beasts and plants, Greena's “Philomeln;
tha Lady FltzWaters Nlightingale,” or
*“Morando, or the Tritameron of Love,"”
sound much more attractive than any
modern  reader could possibly find It
to be.

Fashlons in names have changed, but
the object almed at remains tha same.
The modern novelist Inventa a far-fetched
or a startling title in the hope of stim-
unlating curiosity and alluring readers
and buyers, just in the same way that
his predecessors of three centuries ago
strove to securs atténtion by Inventions
cast In the mold of the wvocabulary
which then happened to be fashionable
