WASHINGTON, July M.—James B
Emith, pardon attorney for the Depart-
ment of Justice, has submitted a report to
the Attorney-General ooncerning the
uctien by the President upon applications
for pardon of persons who have violated
national banking laws. In preparing the
report he made a comparisen of the sec-
ond sdminietration of Mr, Cleveland and
the first administration of Mr. McKinley.
During Mr. Cleveland's second adminis-
tration Lhere were filed 4 appiications for
pardon In banking cases, of which three
were denled and 41 were favorably acted
upon as follows: Twenty-one pardons, one
restoration to citilmenship, If commutationg

and one vommuiation and restoration to
citiwenship,
During President McKinley's first ad-

ministration there were @8 cases acted up-
an, of which 24 were adversely reported
and denied and 3 were favorably acted
upon as follows: :Pufdons 15, restoration
to gitizenship five; commuted 12; com-
muied and restored (o eltizenship, 4 Con-
tinuing, the report says:

Charles Mullien's freedom, but were re-
pulsed by the poliee, who used thelr clubs
frecly upon the heads of the leaders. Fred
Hoftman and Albert Guiter were arrested
as the leaders of the mob. Mullien, who
Is & local anarchiss, was preaching on a
street corner, and the police arrested him,
He was released upon his promise to keep
the peace, and not attempt to exhort on
the streets sgaln. He immediately went
to the corner of Slxteenth and Laramie
streets, and in a ahort time had & crowd
guthered listening to his talk, He de.
nounced the National Government In
severe janguage, and scorsd the local
government, especially the olice Dopart-
ment. A patrol wagon went to the scene
and rearrested Mulllen. The mob fol-
lowed the wagon to the station and de-
manded the prisoner’'s release. They then

LATEST FLAG INCIDENT.

Comminsioner at Unalaska Rebuked
by = Naval Captain.

BAN FRANCISCO, July 20.—Captain M.
Thwing. of the steamer John B Kimball,
who arrived from Nome, Alaska, today,
bringe the detalls of another Instance of
the lowering of the Britsh fiag in Alaske,
It ocourred at Unalasks, July 4 There
wore a number of vessala in port, among
them being the British steamer Glenora
and the American gunboat Concord. In
honor of Indspendence day, the Britisher
fiew the unlon jack and had up some
other bunting, while the Concord dressed
ship. When United States Commissioner
Whipple saw the British fiag waving In
an American port, he got very angry, and,
going aboard the Glenora, ordered the
captaln to haul it down. The captain re
fused, and then the Commissioner ordered
Deputy United States Marshal Sullivan to
arrest the avdacious Britisher and then
huul down the flag himself, Rather than
g0 to jall, the captaln hauled down the
fiag, but as soon a8 Whipple was gone he
jumped into the steamer dingy and was
pulled out to the Concord. The British
captain was not five minutes aboard the
Eunboat when a boat was manned nand,
with an officer In the stern, put away
from the gunbost for the Glenorn. As
#soon as the steamshlp was reached, ths
officer and two of the men went aboard,
and fn a few minutes the flag hauled down
becaume of

ARSENIC FACTORIES,

Hahits Aequired by the People Whe
Work in Them,

Sclence Gossip,

White arsenlc is the form in which
arsenic Is taken by the peasants of
Byria and the Tyrol. Professor Schall-
grueber, of Gaels, was the first to call
attention to this practice, In a report
which he made in 1822 to the Austrlan
Government on the cause of the numer-
ous deaths from arsanic polsoning in those
districts. He found that arsenic was kept
in mest of the houses In Upper Styria an-
der the name of “hydrach,” evidently a
corruption of "huttenrauch,” or furnaoce
smoke. His statements made wers subse-
quently confirmed from personal observa.
tion by a Dr. MecClagan, of Edinburgh,
but for many years afterward the arsenle-
ecaters were generally disbelleved In; and
It was not until 1560 that C. Helsch pub-
lished convincing evidinoe.
