HAMMER TO WINDWARD

CONSTITUTION BEAT COLUMBIA
OVER FOUR MINUTES.

Cadillae Won the First of the Serles
of International Races on
Lake Michigan.

NEWPORT, R. I, Aug. 10.—Boat for
boat, the amended Constitution beat the
Columbia today by four minutes and nine
seconds. It was a hard hammer to wind-
ward in an S-knot breese. The new
Herreschoff racer in flne form did won-
derful work, but the result was pot alto-
gether satisfsctory as a test of relative
rpeed, because 15 minutes after the start
the Columbia suffered a mishap which
cost her all of five minutes in time, and,
In the judgment of most good yachtsmen,
the race. Her howsprit shrouds wer found
to be too long. As the wind freshened
and she lay at a blg angle. the big stick
which they supported buckled danger-
ously =0 that It was necessary to luff
her into the wind and take in the slack.
At the same time the steering gear was
useless for some minutéer when she was
Jumping on the seas, and she yawed about
almost helplessly. Repalrs were made
with remarkable skill and spead, and she
was sent away agaln, but well astern of
her rival, for the Constitution had passed
her and taken a commanding position on
the weather bow of the unfortunate boat.
The Constitution rounded the outer mark
two minutes ahead, having galned In
elapsed time two minutes and 14 seconds
in the 15-mlil¢ beat to windward.

On the run in, which was made with
spinnakers and balloon jibs, the new boat
came in llke a racehorse and made & gain
of one minute and & seconds more. Both
boats were handied admirably, and, bar-
ring the accldent to the Columbla, ft
was a grand race, at times bordering on
the sensational. Both boats carried big
club topsails throughout and fortunately
without accident to any rigging aloft.

CADILLAC WON BY A MILE.
First of the International Serles on
Lake Michignn.

CHICAGO, Aug. 10.—The Cadllilae, the
defender of the Canada’'s cup, this after-
noon won the first of the International
yacht races, beating the Royal Canadinn
Yacht Club's challenger, Invader, by
eight and one-half minutes. The race
was salled around n trianguiar course
of seven nauticael miles to the leg and
the first leg was excoedingly close. It
had been planned that the third leg should
be a beat to windward, but a sudden
ehifting of the wind soon after the start-
Ing upset the calculations of the com-
mittee, The fNirst leg, which was a free
reach at the start, developed Into a port
beat to windward, both boats having to
make a short tack before turning the
buoy. The second leg wns a free run be-
fore the wind, and the last leg was &
falrly close-hauled reach. The Cadillae
fAnished fully a mile ahead of the chal-
lenger. The Cadillac’'s elapsed time was
two hours 4 minutes and 35 seconds.

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PACIFIC COAST FRUITS.

Recent Agrienltural Report Treats
of This Industry.

WABHINGTON, Aug. L—A recent re-
port of the Department of Agriculture on
truck gardeéning and the frultgrowing in-
dustry touches lghtly upon the Pacific
Coast reglon, speaking especially of the
fruits of Bouthern California, although
Oregon and Washington come In for n
brief mention. The frult industry of the
Pacific Slope, says the report, has within
recent Years grown to enormous propor-
tions. This Is particularly true of Bouth-
ern Callfornia, which has a climate and
soll splendidly adapted to frult culture.
While the fruit industry in Oregon and
Washington at this time does not moke
much of A& showing beslde that of Cali-
fornia, thers are Indications for a rapid
growth in this Industry In the future, as
well as In Idaho, Colorado and Utah,

The transportation of fruit from the Pa-
cific Slope and adjacent states amounts
to & conslderable percentage of the yearly
tonnage of the transcontinental rallroads.
During the heavy movement of decidious
fruits from Californla, Oregon and Wash-
Ington, which begins early in the Sum-
mer and lasts until about the middle of
October, & special schedule Is put Into
effect. Frult from Oregon and Washing-
ton is handled usually on passenger trains
as far east as Green River, Wyo., where it
is consollidated with the frult from Call-
fornia.
