WORSE THAN SLAVERY.

Episcopanl Reetor Arraigns Eduoca-
tional System of United Staten.

Catholle Sentinel, v
New York.—Preaching yesterday at me-
morlal services held In honor of the late
President at St. Paul's Chapel, Rev. W,
Montague Geer, wvicar of Bt. Pauol's, ar-
raigned what he called the “Godless Edu-

ecational Bystem of the United Bintes."
*“This dreadful ecalamity,” sald he,
“looks very much Hite a visitation upon
us of the wrath of the most high. The
Natlon must reallze that it Is alone with
an angry God. We must get back to the
foundations, back to the gulding princl-
ples of our Inre:ntherﬁ, to find out where-
in we have offended him. God oxpeocts
much from us. He probably expects more
than from any other nution on the globe.
"The acts of God do not always work
out to our understanding. We know that

wes have not sinned or erred In twice |

electing to the Presidency the great and
good man In whose honor we have gath-
ered here. We mus#i 'ook elsewhere for
the fault that has led to thls manifesta-
tion of the wrath of the almighty. The
sin of elavery we have explated and
wiped out. The sin of intemperance we
can master, and are mastering. Is there
any evil in this land 80 widespread as to
call the wrath of God down upon us?

“*Our Godless system of education I= a
far worse crime than siavery or intem-
perance. I believe that the United States
are guffering from the wrath of God to-
day because our people have consented to
the banishment of Jesus Christ from the
dally lives of our children. If today
Christ wers. on earth and should enter
almost any puble schoolhouse In the
country the temcher, acting on his In-
structions, would show him the door.
if, on the other hand, he were to enter
eny of our private schools, he would be
worshiped by teacher and scholar on bend-
ed knee. To see the awfulness of this
comparison and its significance we bhave
only to realize that the private schools of
the land are the schools where the sons
of the rich and wall-to-do are educated,
and the public schools the nurseries of the
poor. Do the children of the rich need
religlous Instruction more than the ehil-
dren of the poor? Why does Christlan
education come so high that It is beyond
the reach of the children of the poor?
Here 18 the sin—here Is the fault. And
close upen It follows the speedy and ap-
palling decline of religious life in the
home.

‘“The question now 1s to what extent
can we remould and remodel our educn-
tional system? To solve this problam we
must put forth our best energles. Almost
any syatem |5 better than the present one.
It were infinitely better to divide up.the
money recelved from the school tax among
the verious Chrigtian denominations and
the Hebrews than to continue the present
{rreliglous system.”

“You met a great need, that vanished
because® of your success, You have Jeft
us many memories to be prized forever-
more, You have taught ug many lessohe,
and none more Important than the lesson
of brotherhood, The realization of the
underiylng brotherhood of our people, the
feeling that there should be among them
an essential unity of purpcse and sym-
pathy, must be kept close at Reart if we
are to do our work well here In our Ameri
can life, You have taught us both by
what you dld on the tented fields and by
what you have dane since (m civil life
how this spirit of hrotherhood cian be made
a living, & vita] force.

“In the first place, you have left us the
right of brotherhood with the gallant
men who wore the gray In the ranks
agalnst which you were pitted, At the
openigg of this new century =il of us, the
children of a reunited country, have a

right to glory in the countlees deeds of |

valor done allke by the men of the North
and the men of the South, We ean retain
an evergrowing sanse of ‘the all-import-
ance, not mercly to our people, but to
mankind of the Union victory, while giv-

ing the freest and heartiest pacognition to
