FOR A SOLDIERS! MONUMENT

Movement Started to Erect One In
Lone Fir Cemetery.

An organization is now belng completad,
the object of which Is to erect a §15,00
soldiers’ monument in Lone Fir cemetery.
The movement started in Sumner Post,
G. A. R, sume time ago, by the appoint-
ment of a commlittee to ascertain cost
vand particulars. Professor M. L. Pratt
was made chalrman, and started corres-
pondence with monument-bullders. Tha
nld of the varlous posts in the city Is
being solicited. A general committes
from all the poste will be appointed, with
some outside men, to take charge of the
whole business. In Lone Fir cemelery
are buried goldiers who responded to
the call of their country In the Mexican,
Civll, Indfan and Bpanish wars. This
monument will, be & memorial to them
all. It is proposad that each of the four
sides will represént ons of these wars
Professor Pratt says:

“This movement appeals to the heart of
every true, patriotic American. Although
no work hag, as yel, been done in the
way of sollciting subseriptions, yet many
have aiready expressed thelr intention of
subscribing to the fund. This Is one of
the oldest cemeteries in the city, and
the dead burled there represent thou-
sands of familles who are Interested, not
only In honoring the country's defend-
ers who le burled there, but are amlso
interested In seelng thls cemetery beau-
titled In honor of thelr own dend. Such
A monument as is contemplated will
beautify this ‘city of the dead’ and stand
as a silent sentinel, reminding future
generations of the cost of sell-goveln-
ment, end & testimonial to the patriotism
and loyalty of the people of this common-
wealth., This state had one regiment in
the Civil War and furnished one for the
late Spanish War, Members from each
of these are burled In Lone Fir. There
have been some efforts to prevent any
more burials In this cemetery, and some
talk about its removal. The first may
be accomplished, but the second is im-
possible. It will be improved and beautl-
fied and the effort to piace a monument
to our soldler dead who gleep there I3
only.one of many which will be put rorth
in the future to make this hallowed spot
one of the most beautiful Iln the elty.
Theére should be no difficulty in placing a
$15.000 monument In this cemetery, if all
who are Interested respond according to
thelr means.”

To Celebrate Starting of Woolen Miil

of the Portland Woolen Mill It will
take s form similar to the bangquet glven
when the site at Sellwood was chosen.
There 1s some talk of having this cele-
bration held at the plant If the arrange-
ments can be made, The big bullding will
be filled with machinery, and it may be
dificult to find room even in the large
structure for il those who will take part.
The flume and power will be all ready,
and President Donaugh, of the Bub-
Board, thinks that it would be an inter-
esting feature if the power could be
first turned on as poart of the exercises
It would probably not be safe, however,
to start the machinery with the bullding
eccupied with people., If It Iz not con-
sidered possible to have the event at
the mill, It will be held at the Volun-
tee Firemen's hall A committee has al-
ready started the preliminary prepara-
tions. The affalr will tnke plaece kome
time in December., The mill is now rap-
fdly belng finished.

T0 TAKE UP THE DRYDOCK

MOVE MADE BY PORT OF PORT-
LAND COMMISSION.

A
First ConTerence to Be Held Thurs-
day Evening—Financial State-
ments of 1the Port Sabmitted,

Upon the assembling of the Port of
Portland Commission yesterday afternoon
President Hughes called attention to the
fact that one of the Importani purposes
for which the commisslon was consti-
tuted was to provide a drydock and that
no definite action had yet been taken
toward that end. He suggested that the
commission confer with the proper com-
mittee of the Chamber of Commerce and
others Interested in the enterprise, and
come to an understanding as to the
course the commission should pursue in
the matter, for the commission would
have to take the legal actlon, though it
might aet in harmony with the advice
of other Interested bodiss, It was agreed
that the commassion should hold a special
meeting next Thursday evening at the
office of Commissioner Banfield, and
that the mnavigation committee of the
Chamber of Commeres should be particu-
larly notified of it and invited to be pres-
ent for a conference.

The president was asuthorized to pro-
ceed with the prepuration of plans for
the propased change of the dredge pump
from double suction to single, with such
changes in the runner as shall be neces-
sary to meet the new form of shell; also
for a new form of pump shaft. Authority
was also glven to take blds for making
the changés.

The report of Superintendent Kelley, de-
talling the woark accomplished by the
dredge in the month of September, was
presented, the following being its sum-
mary:

Average wildth of channel dredged, 160
feet: average depth of channel dredged,
3 to 5 feet: total length of chinnel
dredged. T80 feet; total ecublc yards of
material removed, 145,700; total number
of working hours, 473; total number 'of
digging hours, 835; length of channel cut
per working hour, about 148 feet; length
of channel cut per digging hour, about
209 feet; cuble wyards cut per working
hour, sbout 503.9; cuble yards cut per dig-
ging hour, about 437.6; amount of fuel
consumed on dredge, 308 cords alabwood;
amount of fuel consumed on Wenona, 27
cords slabwood: total, 338 cords slabwood.

New Rules for Mail-Carriers—School
Next Tuesday. :

GRESHAM, Or,, Oct. 13.—Postmistress
McColl hae recelved Instructions from
the Postoffice Department regulating a
part of the dutles of rural carrlers. The
regulations are applicable to all rural
carriers, anywhere, and are as follows:

“Hereafter rural letter-carrlers shall
not aect as agents, salesmen or solleltors
for express companies, leiter-box man-
ufacturers, wholesale houses, corporations
or firms, nor engage in any business or
avocation which would Interfere with the
groper performance of thelr duties’

it is further stated, however, that they
will be allowed to act as agents for pub-
lishing houses, and may sell newspapers
or periodicals on their own account, or
recept and collect subscriptions for the
same, When they recelve papers or
perlodicals outside of the malls to be sold
or delivered on their routes they must
pay postage on second-class matter at
the rate of ona cent per pound, except.on
county papers, which are exempt from
postage, . "

The carrlers are not prohiblted from
performing private commissions that do
not interfere with thelr presoribed du-
ties,
