IX SAMAR FIGHT. ,

Period of Official Monrnlng for t&e
Death of the Fxcsrdcnt Comes to

an End "White Ho wife Visitor.

WASHINGTON, Oct 19. The names of
the killed and wounded of Company E,
Ninth Infantry, in the engagement with
bolomen on the Gandara River, Island
of Samar, last "Wednesday, are given in
a cablegram received at the "War Depart-
ment from General Chaffee, as follows:

One of the questions that will require
the. prompt and serious consideration of
Secretary Root on his return to-- this city
next week "will be the military situation
In th Philippines. The recent serious
outbreaks in Samar have disturbed the
authorities considerably. It is realized
that they may prove a serious drawback
to the plans of the American pacification
of the Philippines and the extension of
American, sovereignty. There- - is no longer
any prospect of. q. substantial reduction
in the strength of the Philippine army
for soma time to came. In faot, the latest
advices from General Chaffee contain ar-
gument against any reduction, of the
Army at this time., except as. jequired by
the expirations of enlistments. As pointed
QUt by General Sorbin in. his annual re-
port, the Army will lose nea.riy 2000 men
a, month pn this account. The War De-
partment officials are now considering
how ta meet this prospective deficiency
without impairing the efficiency of. the
rniUtstry establishment In the Philippines.

General Chaffee has sa.id that, he will
require three extra transports to assist
In bringtnjg home the short-ter- men
within, the next six or eight months. The
Quartermaster's Department has selected
the transports Meade, Rosecrans and Eg-
bert for this special service. The last
two will leave Washington ports in a
few "weeks for Manila. They will take
out. civilian employes, and supplies. The
Meade, which is at San Francisco is be-
ing held In reserve for the purpose of
taking out troops to replace those to be
brought home. Other vessels which will
be utilized in taking troops to the Phil-
ippines are the Grant, at San Francisco,
and the Crook;, at New York. The for-
mer, which Is expected to leave about the
middle of next month, will carry out an
entire regiment, "with its equipments, and
the Crook will take the nucleus of another
regiment and a number of recruits. She
will start about the first of December.
Although not finally settled, it Is probable
that the Twenty-eight- h Infantry now in
the Department of the Columbia, will be
ordered, to the Philippines on the Grant.

Roosevelt Approves Death Sentence--

WASHINGTON, Oct-- 3,9. President
Roosevelt hap approved the death sen-

Pangaslnan, Philippines, and sen-
tenced to be hanged. The President

that the sentence be duly carried
into execution at a time and place to
be designated, by tho commandeer of the
Department of Luzon.

In the case; of Private Michael H. Rob-
inson, Company F, Twenty-Fift- h (col-
ored) Infantry, convicted of desertion,
also, in the Philippines, and also sentenced
to he hanged, the President has com-
muted, the sentence to dishonorable dis-
charge, forfeiture of all pay and allow-
ances and confinement at hard labor for
life.

END OF MQVRXIG PERIOD- -

Filters on Public Buildings Raised
to Full Staff.

WASHINGTON, Qct 19. The period of
ofliclal mourning for the late President
ended, at midnight last niht, and. today
the flags on the White House and all the
public building? in. Washington were
raised to the top of their staffs.

Professor Fedor d.e Maartens, a per-
manent member of the counsel of the
Foreign Office of Russia, called upon the
President today. Professor Maartens
was one of Russia's representatives at
The Hague conference. He is understood
to be urging, a meeting of the permanent
court of arbitration, which has never
assembled.

Dr. J. L. McCurry, secretary of the Pea-bo-

school fund, paid his respects to
the President today. He said that the
suggestion has been made that President
Roosevelt succeed the late "President on
the board of trustees.

Frederick W. Holls, who was one of the
representatives at the peace conference
at The Hague, called at the White House
today and lunched with President Roose-
velt. Mr. Holls says he has been in this
country since August 20. He asserts that
he never pretended to be the mouthpiece
of the Administration." During his visit
abroad last Summer, Mr. Holls said he
had met Lord Lansdowne.

"I took pains," he said, "to impress the
statesmen whom I had the pleasure of
meeting in England and elsewhere that
I had no official position except member
of the qourt of arbitration, and no au-
thority whatever to represent any one
but myself.

"It Is a fact that in private conversa-
tion I did discuss, among other questions,
the Isthmian Canal treaty, and it may not
be Improper to say that the burden of
my remarks in England was that the op-
position to the original
treaty by no means implied any feelings
toward Great Britain, but those of sin-
cere friendship and regard."

RETURN OF CHOATE.

The Ambnnsador Decline to Talk
About the Canal Treaty.

NEW YORK, Oct 19, Joseph H. Choate,
United States Ambassador to Great Brit-
ain, Levi P. Morton
and General Francis V. Greene were pas-
sengers on the steamer Philadelphia,
which arrived here today from Southamp-
ton. Mr. Choate "was met at the steam
6hip pier by his law partner, A, W.
Evarts. He was unwilling to discuss the
reasons for his return home or to talk
about the Isthmian Canal treaty. He said:

"I cannot talk about this matter, nor
would it be right for me to discuss possi-
ble treaties or the canal question, I shall
remain over here until Now Year's, and,
of course, shall go to Washington to con-
fer with the President and Secretary Hay.
I shall not go to Washington for a few
days."

Mr. Evarts, who left the pier after the
Ambassador's family had driven away,
said that the Ambassador had gone to
catch an early train for his Summer home
at Stockbrldge, Mass.

OX LTJXDY'S LAXJ3 BATTLE-FIEL- D.

Bodies of Xine American Soldiers
Reint erred.

NIAGARA FALLS, Ont, Oct 19, The
bodies of nine American soldiers who were
killed in the battle of Lundy's Lana were
relnterred this afternoon near the spot
where they fell in the bloody strife nearly
100 years ago. The bodies were discov-
ered several months ago and were Iden- -

tified by mean& of buttons and accoutre-
ments as members of the Ninth United
States Infantry. '

dian officials and members of the Lundy's
Lane Historical Society, it was recom-
mended that the reinterment take place

This was ap
proved by the State Department and War
Department and details were arranged
under their direction.

At 3 o'clock this afternoon a company
of red-coat- Canadian soldiers met a
detachment of American soldiers at; the
center of the upper steel arch bridge and
escorted, them to Lundy's Lane. The
ceremonies took place in the presence .of
a company of distinguished representa-
tives of the Canadian and American Gov-
ernments, veteran and historical organi-
zations and prominent citizens of the Ni-
agara frontier.

YORK AT HALIFAX.

Dnke and Bnohess Complete the Last
Stase of Their Trip,

HALIFAX If. S.. Oct 19. The Duke
and Duchess of Cornwall and York and
he royal party reached the last stage of

their transcontinental journey today,
when the rojal train, n two sepilonSj
rolled Into the capital of Nova Scotia at
noon, amid the booming of cannon froni
the warships and forts and loud cheer-
ing from an immense concourse of peo-
ple. After the presentation of addresses,
the visitors drove to the Provincial Par-
liament buildings, where the Duke laid,
the corner-ston- e of the monument to be
erected in memory of Nova Scotia's sol-
diers who fell in the South AfFlcan War.
The Duke In the course of his speech,
in reply to the address of Mayor Hamil-
ton, referred to his hearty reception in
Canada and said that he considered it
was fitting that he should take leave of
Canada In the province that was the
first over which the British flag was
raised. After the laying of the corner-
stone, the royal procession was formed
and the visitors proceeded to the Ophlr,
the royal yacht "lying in the stream. Both
aides of the street were lined with troops.
After the royal visitors had eaten lunch-
eon on the Ophir they reviewed 2QQQ

troops on the Halifax common. A very
large crowd, had gathered for ,thls func-
tion and the Duke was cheered on his
arrival and departure from the grounds.
A feature of the review was the presen-
tation of colors to the Sixty-eight- h

Princess Louise Fusiliers and of medals
to the South African veterans.' There
was a state dinner on board the Ophlr
this evening, and later an official recep-
tion In the Executive Council chamber.

British Military Men Believe He la.
Either Dead op Incapacitated

Through-- Hlness qr Wounds.

DURBAN, Natal, Octv lflQeneral De-we-t's

recent Inactivity has produced pie
Impression among military-- men tb,at he
is either dead or incapacitated through
illness or wounds. According to a letter
from Pretoria, a prominent Boer recently
wrote a friend there relating the terrible
hardships suffered by the Boers in the
field, especially from, a lack, of; surgeons.

"Dewet, for example," wrote the Boer,
"suffering-- the most terrible agony before
ho died. He vjras wounded in the shoulder
by a splinter from a ball and tfie wound
gangrened In consequence of Its being
dressed with dirty rags."

Five Boers captured, at different places
recently said Dewet was dead, but gaye a
different version of his death. Against
these reports is a statement of Piet

the Field Cornet recently taken
prisoner --in the northeastern part of the.
Grange River Colony, who said tha,t qn
the morning of his capture he took break-
fast with General Dewet.

POWERS QN THE STAND.

Testified in His Own Behalf t
Georgetown. t

GEORGETOWN, Ky., Oct 19. In the
Caleb, Powers trial today John W. Ray,
clerk tq Appellate Judge White, was the
first witness. He testified that an hour be-
fore Goebpl was shot, January 30, Leander
Guffy, the tipstaff of the. Court of Ap-
peals, and son" of Judke B. L. D. Guffy,
said: 'G,oebel will never be Governor.
He will be snot before the General As-
sembly meets this morning."

At 9:25 o'clock the commonwealth closed
its case, but Mr. Franklin said he wanted
the jury to visit the scene of the tragedy
before the argument was hgard. Judge
Cantrill said he woujd consider the mat-
ter pf taking the 4ury to Frankfort later.
The prisoner then retired to consult with
his counsel, and In a few moments Judge
Morton began to apeak, setting fprth
briefly the defendant's side of the case,

Judge Morton concluded his statement
at 1Q,:55 A. M., and Caleb Powers was
called as the first witness. Powers, in
his testimony, said that when Goebel was
killed, he did. not have any acquaintance
with Jim Howard, Berry Howard, 'Dick
Combs or Harlan Whittaker, with whom,
ho had been Indfcted. He had never
been In a meeting of any sort with any
o the men Inducted with hfm, except
Charles Flnley. He denied that he had
been In conference with Wharton Golden
relative tp any matter. Powers' testi-
mony was largely confined to specific de-

nials of the testimony pf the leading
witnesses for the commonwealth. Pow-
ers denied th.at anything was ever said,
"by him abont' Intimidating the Legisla-
ture. His testimony Is a pomplete and
erqphatlc denial of every statement cred-
ited to him by W. H. Cultop and Whar-
ton Geklen. It is hardly expected that
Powers 'will finish his testimony befqre
Monday afternoon. He spoke slowly and
in a clear voice. endeavor"lng to make
every ..juror thoroughly comprehend his
remarks. '

At the pl&nt session Powers testified
that ha once found. Henry E..Youtsey in
his private office, sitting by a raised win-
dow1 With a rifle in his hand, and that
"he got McKenzle Todd to persuade him
to go. away. Todd, who is one of th.e
state's witnesses, corroborated Powers in
this. Powers stated that he knew Yout-se- y

very slightly, and. did not at any time
give hipi a key to, hte office, and that
When he went to LpujsvUle, January 3,

the day of the murder, he left his office
Ipcked.

Court adjourned until Monday, when
Powers will again take the stand.

BANK THIEF SURRENDERED.

Confession of a Messenger Who Dis-
appeared Recently.

NEW YORK, Oct 19. George Armitage,
the missing messenger of the Bank of
New Amsterdam, walked Into the Tender-
loin Police Station today and gave him-
self up. Armitage only had 131 40 on his
person when searched. After he disap-
peared drafts and collections represent-
ing many thousands of dollars were re-
turned to the bank by a mysterious col-
ored woman, who has not yet been found
by the police. Armitage's accounts, ac-
cording to the hapk officials, shoy a short-
age qf 55900, of which sum ?90QQ is covered
by a fidelity bopd- -

Armitage th"s afternoon made a remark-
able confession which set the police scur-
rying after four supposed accomplices who,
as alleged, had in turn robbed the dis-
honest messenger of practically all the
money ho had stolen. Armitage said that
he had met a woman whom he knew only
as Marie at a roadhouse. which they both
frequented. She was a friend of the piano
player lp the resort. The wife of the
piano player and a violinist, who also
furnished, music in the place, and Armi-
tage, whp was introduced to the party "by
Marie, became friendly.

Armitage said, that after he stqle the
money ho got drunk and was unable to
return the checks. Marje and the wife
of the piano player agreed to do It for
him and, takjngthe bank wallet to- - Brook-
lyn, hired a negro woman to return it to
the bank. Armitage said that as the
woman left him Marie suggested that she
had better take charge of trie stolen
money for safety. Armitage said he gave
up the money and the woman never came
back. It is believed that the police have
the names of the entire party, and will
arrest four. -

worth of drafts taken by George Armitage
from the Bank of New Amsterdam, when
the messenger disappeared so mysterious-
ly, according to the Journal and Adver-
tiser, is JMrs. Isabel Cjuagh, colored, a
dressmaker of Brooklyn. Mrs. Quagh as-
serts that the package containing the
drafts was turned over to her yoypg
son by a well-dress- woman and that the
youth was given a dollar to convey it to
his mother, who sent the package pack
to the bank by express.

'Enforcement of Laws.:'

" 'Troops called intq action against a mob
forcibly resisting or obstructing the ex-
ecution of the laws of the state, or at-
tempting tQ destroy property belonging
tq or under the protection of the stale,
are governed by the general regulations ot
the National Qyard, The fire of troops
should be withheld until timely warn-
ing has been given to the innocent w-h-

may be mingled with the mob. Troops
must never Are into a crowd unless or-

dered by their commanding officer. As a
general rule, the bayonet alone should he
used against mixed crowds in the first
stages Of a revolt. But as soon as gnfll-eie- nt

warning has been given to enable
the Innocent to separate themselves frem
tho gqllty. the action of he troops should
be governed solely by the tactical con-
siderations involved in the duty they are
ordered tp perform. They should make
their blows so effective as promptly to
suppress all resistance toiawful author-
ity and should stop the destruction of life
the moment lawless resistance hag eeasect.
Punishment belongs not to the troops, but
to the courts of justice, '

" 'Commanding-- officers of troops caikid
iqto action against a mob will never
order men to load with anything except
ball cartridges, Men will never be given
an order to fire over the heads Qf a
mob. If the order 'to fire is given, aJrn
Should he taken at a point not above the
center of the body of, the nearest member
of the rnpb, Officers and men engaged in
such service must understand that no

THERE WAS NO RUN.

Affairs of the Merchants' National
Bank of Lowell.

LOW.SLL. Mass., Oct. 19. Olhe Mer-
chants' National Bank opened and closed
its doors at the usual hours today, and
nothing s out of tho ordinary Occurred to
Interfere with its husiness. despite the
s.urprjs.lng absence of the teller, Albert (J.

Qrnith. and the book president, Louis K.
Swift. A slight depression in business
was noticed, and inquiries respecting bal-

ances were more numerous, but the "run,"
for whch the directors had prepared, did
not materialize. The bank had money
enough to square accounts with all tlie
depositors,

The most interesting development of the
day was the engagement of counsel to
represent the Interests of the missing men.
This information leads to the conclu-
sion that t,erm,s In the direptlon of a set-
tlement are soop to he submitted to the
directors- - The only Information of te
probable loss was given this morning py
qne of the directors, Charles J, Lilley,
who, when asked as tQ whether or not
the report that the loss is 90,000 was likely
to be an exaggeration, replied that ha
believed i would turn out to be an exag-
geration. Tonight the loss Is thought tp
he even greater than that amount, how-
ever, the continued silence of the direc-
tors; hehig construed as unfavqrable indi-
cations. The whereabouts of Smith and
Swift may be kpown to their wives, their
lawyers and the' directors qf the bank, but
all efforts upon the part of others to trace
them have proved unavailing.

TO REDUCE QHARGES.

Smelting? Trust Intends to Use More
Economical Methods.

DENVER, Oct. 19. The tour of inspec-
tion begun by the directors of the Amer-
ican Smelting & Refining Copipany im-
mediately after the recent meeting in
this city is practically completed. The
next thing, according to Daniel Guggen-
heim, chairman of the executive com-
mittee, Will be tp put In the improve-
ments.

"It will require a-- number of months to
make the contemplated Improvements,"
fald he, ''and n the meantime we hope
to do something to keep up the price of
lead and to help silver along. Our object
is to modernize the plants so that ore can
be handled and smelted cheaper, and we
can name a lower rate for' smelting
charges. This undoubtedly we will be
able to do at an early date. We want
to encourage the small miner and make
the industry profitable to the miner as
well as ourselves."

Mr. Guggenheim is hopeful of the cop-
per situation and does not believe there
will be any decided fall In the market
price of copper. Mr. Guggenheim says teppmpany wlU make use of the pyrltlc
method of smelting where conditions are
favorable for that systen. The company,
according to Mr. Guggenheim, proposes
to adapt itself to changing conditions to
adopt methods that will extract the values
at the least possible cost. He declares
that plans have been put into effect by
which silver will be advanced until ..
will pay to operate the silver deposits of
the country. It will require a year or
two to set the wheels in motion.
