It is claimed by a number of
persona that the name should be spelied
Clarke, and numerous authorities are

The exploring party included two com-
panles of Infantry from the Army, num- |
bering in all €1 men. The explorers en-
téred the Valley of the Missour! Hiver
May 14, 180, and proceeded In two parties |
up the river. One of the parties took |
boats and traveled by water, while the |
other proceeded on land,. On November
1, 18, they had covered 1009 miles, and
wint Inlo Winter quarters. While here
the party revised its surveys of the river
and completed the sccounts of the voyage |
up the mighty Missourl, The surveys
were made by Captains Lewis and Clark |
and were corrected by frequent obur\'nll
tions of iatitude and longitude, |

April & 1808, the exploring expedition
feft its Winter quarters and procesded on |
its Journey. It followed the course of the
Missouri to its head waters and then
struck out across country. The party cov-
ered over 3000 miles and passed through
portions of what are now the Biates of
Missouri, Kansas, lowas, Necbraska, South
Dakota, North Dakota, Moatana, Idaho,
Washingion and Oregon. From April,
1805, untll August 1506 the party was
without communication with the reat of
the worid. The expedition returned to
the statea In September, 1508, after hav-
ing practically explored and surveyed a
new world which eftéer many years was
occupled by settlers,

Captain Clark was born in Caroline
County, Virginla, and lived for a short
time In Charlottesville, hiz father afier-
ward removing 1o Kentucky., He was
made an Ensign in the Army during the
Revolution, and became a member of the
Hoclety of the Clnelnnat] at the age of
17, After becoming a Captain of Militla
he resigned his commission on account of
il bealth, and went to 8i. Louls to Hve,
After returning home he was appointed
a Brigadler-General of militla, Indian
agent for Louisiana, and subseguently
became Governor of the Northwest Ter-
ritory. FHe died In St Louls In 1535
