CHRISTENED BY MISS COCKRELL

Large Gathering of Distinguished
Men—Secretary Long Spoke at
the Banguet on the Need
of m Great Navy.

NEWPORT NEWS, Va, Dec. 8 —The
battie-ship Missourl, a sister ship of the
Ohio and the Maine, was launched at the
shipyard here today at 11:12 o'clock. Fuily
15000 people, estimated, saw the big de-
fender go overbomrd. The launching
passed off without a hitch, and none pret-
tier or more successful was ever soccom-
plished bere. Mias Marion Cockrell,
daughter of Senator F. M. Cockrell, of
Missourl, was sponsor for the ship, and
she performed the duty assigned to her
with the traditlonsl bottle of champagne,
using a bottle of Missour! product for the
purpose.

The number of distinguished guests
gathered around the sponsor on the
christening platform wgs larger than ever
eeen here. Among them were Becretary
of the Navy Long, Becretary of the In-
terlor Hitcheock, Rear-Admiral Melville,
U. B N, Chief of the Bureau of Steam
Engineering; Rear-Admiral O'Nell, Chlef
of Ordnance; Judge-Advocate Lemliy:
Lisutenant-Governor J. A. Lee, of Mis-
sourl, acting for Governor Dockery: Gov-
ernor Tyler, of Virgiala; Corwin H. Spen-
cer, of 8. Louls, representing the Louls-
fana Purchase Exposition Company: Con-
gressman Rixey, representing the House
Committes on Naval Affairs; Senator
Cockrell, and s number of Army and
Navy officere,

Mra. Roosevelt, wife of President Roose-
w¢lt, came up from Old Polnt on the dis-
pateh boat Dolphin with her guests, and
viewed the launching from the steamer's
deck.

After inspecting the wvarious depart-
ments of the plant, the guests repaired
to the shipyvard wharf, where they board-
ed the steamer Washington, golng to 0ld
Polnt.

Five hundred guests sat down to the
banooet. President C. B. Orcutt, of the
Newport News Shipbullding Company,
acted as toastmaster, Occupying seats
of honor on either side of Mr. Orcutt
were BSecretaries Long and Hiltcheook,
Benator Cockrell, Governor Tyler, of Vir-
ginla; Lieutenant-Governor Lee, of Mis-
sourl; Rear-Admirals Melville, Cotton,
O’'Nell, Captain 8§ C. Lemly and H. C.

Secretary Lomg's Speech.

“*The great question of the day as to
wealth is Its distribution. While few
could sy that the whole community
should be taxed for the purpose of distri-
bution of the procesds of taxation, yet it
ts some comfort to know of a tax, which,
when It is lald on the community, re-
turns agaln Into it. One hundred million
dollars shall be approprinted for the Navy
by the present Congress: a small part will
go for the purchase of raw material and
something for salarles, but the great bulk
of it for labor in every part of the Unlon.

“Somehow {t just now seems that, with
Jarger revenues than we have had before
in time of peace, and, therefors, with
more direct and Indirect taxation, there
1% more prosperity and more money in the
pocket of the cltizen than ever before.
Btudents may speculate over the ocon-
nomis causes, but this t= the ‘demnition
total' Undoubtedly Uncle Sam ought
to reduce taxation wherever he can, On
the other hand, it s shrewd and wise In

Immedintely following the taking of the
oath, Governor McBride went to the exec-
utive office and assumed the position of
Governor. Conslderable mall and a num-

ber of telegrams awalted him, and it
took him some time to consider these.
To an Oregonian reporter, who shortly

afterward saw him, and who questioned
him on certain matters relative to his
administration, Governor McBride said:

“1 am not prepared at this time to make
any statement relative to what my pol-
ley will be I have not had an oppor-
tunity to consider the subject and will
not be able to give the matter any con-
sideration whatsoever untll after the fun-
eral of Governor Rogers.'”

Governor McBride agrived in this city
at noon today, accompanied by his close
personal and political friend, Btate Sena-
tor Harold Preston, of King County, and
also Senator Warburton, of Plerce Coun-
tly. Governor McBride at once accom-
panled Private S¢cretary Pelletier to the
home of the Inte Governor, where a con-
ference relative to the funeral arrange-
ments was had with Mrs. Rogers and
family. It was later determined that the
new Governor should be sworn in at 1:30,
but It was some time later when the cere-
mony was held. By the time Llsutenant-
Governor McBride arrived at the court-
room it was pretty well filled, but as tak-
ing the oath did vot take long, the crowd
soon dispersed.
