URRBAN POPULATION,

Figures Ilrnrdiu-‘_ln Growih in the
Xorth, South and West.

WASHINGTON, Jan. I8.—The Director
of the Census today gave out o state-
ment regsrding the growth of urban pop-
ulation, North and South, which shows
the following facis:

The large cities, taken collectively, are
growing neuriy twice as rupldly as the
rest of the countiry; the percentage of the
popuistion of Northern Btutes living in
large citleg 12 nearly three times as great
ag the corresponding percentage in the
South; the North has a rate of increase
no greater than that of the South; the
large citles the North are growing
much faster than those of the same size
in the Bouth, but this Aifference is bal-
anced by an accordingly rapld growth
of small towns and citles in the Bouth,
and especially by the rate of increase of
Southern rural population, The state-
ment saye these results seem paradoxical
but are correct

Director Merrlam's =tatement is de-
signed to explain how the dedtetion that
the South, for the first time, s now grow-

ing as rapldly as the North, harmonlzes
with the wall-known fuacts that in the
North the proportion of Inhabltants lv-
Ing In citles is much largur than It is in
the South, aud that as a role citles In-
creasce In population much mors rapidly
than eountry districts The stutement
shows that In the North the proportion
of the populseen living in large cliies
i#+ more than three Uimes as great as It
is In the Bouth. The populstion Hving in
clties of over 000 iInhabitante incrensed
41 per cent between 16880 and 190, partly
by the growith of the 1M clties of that
size in 1890, and partly by the addition

during the following 10 vears of 3 other
cities to the lst. The population of the
country outelde these citles increased be-
tween 1500 and 1500 4.9 per cent, The
0 citles of the Unlted Btates each of
which had over 20,00 [ohabitunts in 108
inereased In popuiation 32.6 per cent be-
tween 1590 snd 190; the rest of the United
States, excluding Alnska and the recent
insular accesslons, Increased 17.1 per cent
Of the total population af 75 88 in cons
tinental TUnited Btates, 19715012, or 29
per cent, Uyve in clitles of 25,00 Inhabitans
or more.
