Schley Says He Has No Pres-

idential Aspirations.

SATISFIED TO BE A SAILOR

Given a Warm Reception on His Ar-

rival at Chicago Tke Danqact
Gien by tlie Hamil-

ton Clab.

CHICAGO. Jan. 25. Rear-Admlr- al W.
S. Schley today thrice declared that he
has no intention of entering: politics. His
remarks were calculated to set at rest
for all time the political ambitions which
some of his admirers have entertained for
him. He faaid that no office, however
high, would tempt him to jeopardize the
love which the people of this country
have expressed for him.

The day with the Admiral was a round
of receptions, at each of which he ex-
pressed his gratitude for tokens of es-
teem and approbation. The demonstra-
tions reached their climax in the ban-
quet given in his honor by the Hamil-
ton Club in the banquet hall of the
Auditorium tonight. Approximately 650
guests were present.

Admiral Schley arrived at Chicago to-
day at 9:35 A. M., and was greeted with
tumultuous acclaim from thousands of
people who crowded the Baltimore &
Ohio depot and thronged near-b- y streets.
His reception here was the culmination
of the demonstrations in his honor which
have occurred all along- - the route from
"Washington.

At the depot the Admiral was greeted
by a delegation from the City Council
and a company of naval veterans of the
Civil War. Alderman Frank Fowler,
on behalf of the City Council, presented
the following resolutions:

"Whereas, the City of Chicago is to be
honored by a visit from Rear-Admir- al

Winfleld Scott Schley; and
"Whereas, our citizens are ever ready

to applaud valor, honor and merit; and
"Whereas, we recognize in Admiral

Schley's achievements, his character and
his bearing, one of the foremost naval
heroes of all time, whose splendid record
at Santiago will forever be the pride and
inspiration of his grateful countrymen,
therefore, be it

"Resolved, By the City Council of Chi-
cago, that the City of Chicago, through
its Mayor and Municipal Council, takes
pleasure in making this public acknowl-
edgement of the distinguished services
rendered by Admiral Schley to his coun-
try, and extends to him a. heartfelt wel-
come."

Met by Reception Committee.
Admiral Schleya accompanied by Mrs

.Jfchky,caifRt inihis.TprivaJte-car-- at
"Soutfc. Chicago an, hour' before' thetxali$
arrived In the city-- proper. Th delega-
tion represented the city and Hamilton
Club, whose guest the Admiral will be
during his .stay here, "which ends Tues-
day morning.

"The trip has been uneventful," said
the hero of Santiago. "But I have been
deeply moved by the demonstrations of
the people along the route. You know
It moves me so I can scarcely speak to
see the little hands waving at me from
the small depot platforms. I love the
little ones."

As the train drew into the outskirts of
the city, factory whistles blew their wild-
est notes and hundreds of people rushed
down every street leading to the tracks
and waved their nands. Whenever pos-
sible, the Admiral answered back through
the windows of his car, bowing his head
and fluttering a handkerchief.

Mrs. Schley seemed to enjoy the dem-
onstration even more than her distin-
guished husband.

"I did not sleep very well last night."
paid the Admiral. "You know a train
don't rock the way a ship does. It's too
Jerky and the whistles they would wake
the dead.

A .reporter ventured to remark, refer-
ring to the shouting crowds, that the Ad-
miral "had It all coming to him."

"It is as great a reward as can be
hoped for on this earth," the Admiral re-
marked, half to himself. "But In the
streets above, boys, we shall all be
Judgea and will receive our proper re-
wardthe rewards for the good we have
done, I mean, and punishment for our
misdeeds."

X double line of policemen stood at the
depot when the Admiral alighted, but
they were unable to restrain the crowd
which straightway went wild at the
eight of the easily recognized goatee,
which showed above the heads of the
guards as an unmistakable mark of the
wearer's identity. A delegation of school
children waving flags greeted the visitors
at the further end of the station. He
bowed to them and waved his hand. The
Municipal Council's resolutions were pre-
sented and the Admiral and Mrs. Schley
were driven through demonstrative
throngs to their apartments the "Pres-
idential suite" at' the Auditorium.

An Informal Breakfast.
At 11 A. M. he was given a breakfast

by the reception committee of the Ham-
ilton CJub, and enjoyed himself in an In-

formal manner. The first table was laid
fqr 21 persons-- . Among those present were
Governor Yates, Mayor Harrison and

of the Treasury Eckels.
At the conclusion of the breakfast a

delegation from the Board of Commis-
sioners of Cook County was received, and
Commissioner Hoffer presented the fol-
lowing resolutions:

"Whereas, The services rendered bj' Ad-
miral Schley during the Spanish War were
the means of presenting such unprecedent-
ed skill and efficiency as to command the
admiration of the civilized world, and
greatly enhance the dignity and Impor-
tance of our country in Its international
relations; and.

"Whereas. There has as yet been no
adequate reward or official recognition
of the merits of some of the officers
whose heroism and fidelity were most
conspicuous, of whom may be especially
enumerated Admiral Winfleld Scott
Schley, Captain F. A. Cook, of Admiral
Schley's flagship Brookljn. and" Captain
Charles E. Clark, of the famous battle-
ship Oregon, together with other of the
gallant officers and men who won battles
on land and sea not yet rewarded; there-
fore be it

"Resolved, That we consider 'it j5ut sim-
ple justice to these gallant officers and
men that their distinguished service should
be properly rewarded without further de-
lay, and we do hereby respectfully request
the authorities of the United States Gov-
ernment to adopt with all due haste such,
measures for this purpose as may be most
becoming and which will best be calcu-
lated to express the desires of the great
body of people who universally believe
that there should be speedy and complete

recognition of the services of all who con-

tributed to the glorious victories of the
Nation."

Admiral Schley briefly expressed his
thanks.

While the Admiral was being entertained
a committee of women devoted themselves
to Mrs. Schley. She was given a break-
fast In another room in the hotel while
her husband was enjoying himself with
the Hamilton Club committee on recep-
tion, and later attended a reoeptlon In her
honor at the Women's Club.

At the Press Clab.
At the Press Club the performance was

repeated, except that of the 200 or 300 per-
sons present fully 50 per cent were
women. A number of men who were cor-
respondents in Cuba during the fights
about Santiago were present, and to them
Admiral Schley referred in his short
speech of thanks as follows:

"I want to say-- that these boys were al-
ways to the forefront one of them so
much so that I was afraid that he'd be
sunk. At the time In wished he wras any-
where else. But the boys were brave. It
isn't pleasant to be shot at, but these boys
stood up, and were not only shot at, but
couldn't shoot back.''

At the Booster Club, of which he Is an
honorary member, the Admiral, still In a
jovial mood, addressed a few happy re-

marks to "my fellow-members- ." In the
course of his speech he again Indicated his
feeling In regard to the political prefer-
ment which has been talked about him.

"I have been deeply touched by the trib-
utes which I have received," he said.
"They have been tributes of love, a"hd in
my future years I shall never accept any
office, however high, which might jeop-
ardize that love. It is the dearest thing
I have. It Is the greatest crown a man
can have on this earth, and when I am
gone I want it left with my children, and
their children, as their dearest posses-
sion."

On his way back to the hotel the Ad-
miral stopped for a few minutes at the
Chicago Athletic Club and the Women's
Club. At both places he grasped the hands
of those who passed before him, and ut-
tered brief but courteous thanks for ex-
pressions of esteem.

Hamilton Club's Banquet.
The banquet at the Hamilton Club began

at 6:45 o'clock. Admiral Schley, arm In
arm with E. A. Munger, the toastmaster,
and Mayor Harrison, were the first to
enter the banquet hall. Governor Yates
sat near him at the speaker's table. Fath-
er "Vattman, chaplain at Fort Sheridan,
made an invocation, following which the
banquet was served. Toastmaster Mun-
ger, in a glowing speech, referred to the
presence of Admiral Schley. The speak-
er's words were repeatedly interrupted
and occasionally drowned by cheers and
cries of "What's the matter with Schley?
He's all right."

Admiral Schley was the last speaker.
He arose a"mid great applause and said:

"Mr. President and Gentlemen of the
Hamilton Club: What I desire particu-
larly to say is that I thank you most sin-
cerely for the welcome that you have ac-
corded to me. The glad tribute which I
met on arrival at your depot and in pass-
ing through your streets was such a trib-
ute of confidence and esteem that it' has
touched my heart most sincerely. (Ap-
plause.) If I, In my long career of 45
years, have done anything that Is worthy
of your approval, then my satisfaction is
complete. (Applause.) I wanted only to
say that I am simply a sailor, and that
I Slave trvedTTOU ;and in,calm,
Jn snnsh,lnc annjsad-.wefltlier- tf rqm "iole
to pole and from iunto- - "sun. T'fie only
motive of action has always been My
country and my people.' (Applause.) I
desire to say most emphatically that I
have no desire to be other than a sailor.
I have no aspiration for any civil office,
however high it may be. (Applause.) My
one ambition has been to serve you loy-
ally, faithfully, devotedly (Applause), and
if I have succeeded in doing that the meas-
ure of my ambition Is full, and my only
other ambition is that I may retain for the
rest of the years that may be vouchsafed
me your love, youj esteem and your re-
spect. (Cheers.) I would not dare to
jeopardize that by seeking or accepting
any office where I should be condemned to
follow always rather than to remain in
the one profession that I have chosen,
where there are occasionally opportunities
to lead. (Applause.) That I want to say
to you all from the bottom of my heart
and with absolute earnestness of meaning.
Gentlemen, I thank you."

NO PROBABILITY OF AN APPEAL

Miles Declare He Is Xot a Seeker for
Presidential Honors Western

"WASHINGTON, Jan. 23. When the
Washington delegation called on the
President today to urge him to direct the
Attorney-Gener- al to appeal to the Su-

preme Court the case recently decided
against numerous settlers In Clark County,
Involving lands within the conflicting
grants to the Northern Pacific, they were
Informed that he did not care to reverse
the Attorney-Gener- al and the Secretary
of the Interior, but suggested that they
call on the Attorney-Genera- l, who has
heretofore maintained that there Is no
ground for appeal, and request him to
make the appeal. Mr. Knox Is out of
the city, but when he takes up the case
It Is not probable he will change his at-

titude, even under pressure, although Sen-

ator Foster hopes an appeal can be had.
The time for appeal expires in about
seven days.

Chelan Miners Aslc for Relief.
At the request of residents of Chelan

County, Senator Foster and Representative
Jones have requested the General Land
Office to set apart as mineral lands all the
odd sections in Southern' Chelan County
which are now covered by the Northern
Pacific lieu selections, and have asked that
the railroad company be required to take
other lands In their stead. The Chelan
people assert that these sections are stud-
ded with quartz veins carrying gold, und
as such should not be subject to lieu se-

lection. There are already many mineral
claims located on these sections, and'the
locators desire the privilege of developing
them without being obliged to contest the
company's rights before the department.
It Is believed that some relief can be af-

forded the miners.
Western Irrigation Bill.

Indications of Jobbing.
Questions were then put that Indicated

"jobbing" had been resorted to In the
purchase, and which brought the reply:

"The stock was purchased In New York
from persons who bought from the own-
ers. Then, when the contest
came, and the stock was contracted for,
sellers found it difficult to fulfill their
contracts. Our Interest In case
gave the persons all the time they
wanted."

An attempt was made by, the commis-

stock by the Oregon Short Line, as con-

Northern Pacific In the? panic.

Mr. Harriman said that after the pur-
chase was made, he and his colleagues
thought the matter over again and
thought It better to sell again. He Im-

plied that It made no difference really
who owned the Northern Pacific.

Commissioner Prouty asked: "If you
had secured a few .more million of Nor-
thern Pacific, It would have made a dif-
ference, would it not?"

"We could have it." was the reply.
The questions as to just why Mr. Har-

riman had disposed of his. Northern Pa-
cific holdings what was lost or made by
the transaction, and whether Mr. Hill
had made some agreement In case the
holdings were sold, brought from Mr.
Harriman the response that natural con-
ditions controlled. He said he did not
know of any gain made except that his
interests found out that they were strong
enough to hold their own In Pacific traf-H- c.

He said his Impression was that the
Oregon Short Line had not lost by the
transfer. He said Mr. Hill had been
given no assurance of any division of traf-
fic and that the motive of the original
purchase had been that of preserving to
the Union Pacific system the avenues of
traffic open to It.

"You wish to represent that no one of
the other halt of the Northern Pacific
interests made any promise in common?"

"There is a common Interest among us
all, and we believe that common Interest
would be served regardless of holdings.
That common Interest can be sened by
natural conditions. Our Interests are so
in common that we cannot injure others
without Injuring ourselves."

Effect on Rates.
Mr. Harriman Insisted that the com-

mon interest of all systems now affiliated
under the Northern Securities Company
must be considered rather than, the ed

"community of interest." He said
he was a member of the board of direc-
tors of the securities company, and Mr.
Hill was Its president, but the combina-
tion under that company affected rates in
nowise. He told how, shortly after the
scramble over Northern Pacific stock,
Mr. Morgan had been given a proxy by
him in order to sell the stock again. It
was understood the sale was to be ef-
fected In cash and securities', the latter In
the Northern Securities Company If It
should be organized. Mr. Harriman event-
ually controlled about $60,000,000 of the
stock of this company.

The question if the formation of the
Northern Securities Company and the as-
sociation of so many roads might influ-
ence rates brought a denial.

"It may enable us,"" said Mr. Harriman,
"when brought so close together, to elim-
inate the prevailing distrust as to the
various lines maintaining traffic rates.
The complaint has been of too high rates.
We may be able to stop the discrimina-
tion In rates of one fahlpper against an-
other."

He stated that this, however, need not
hae been done In sUch a company. The
suggestion was made by the commission
that this company might also prevent re-
duction of published rates by competing
roads. He did not consider the company
afforded a power of concentration for pool-
ing. Other larger considerations than
stockholding, he held, influence rates.

"If Mr. Hill or myself owned all the
roads, the people would get better rates,
because of conditions. With a freer hand
we could the better regulate rates to any
.point. The prevailing movement of cars,
etc.j influence."

The Bnrllncrton Transfer.
George B. Harris, president of the old

and new Burlington companies, then
testified as to the transfer of the Chi-
cago, Burlington & Qulncy Railroad Com-
pany's effects to the Chicago, Burlington
& Qulhcy Railway Company. He prom-
ised to furnish the commission a copy of
the ar lease of the road, and said
that no conference with Mr. Hill or others
had any reference other than to the gen-
eral efficiency of the road. He said It
was the hope of the new company to be
able to reduce rates, and said such re-
duction would follow only natural condi-
tions. He favored publicity Cor all rate
transactions.

Mellen on the Stand.
Charles S. Mellen, president of the

Northern Pacific, was then called. Mr.
Mellen said his conferences with J. J.
Hill were not more frequent or more po-

tent than those with other presidents of
Northwestern roads. He said there were
no agreements between the Northern Pa-
cific and either the Canadian Pacific,
Great Northern or Union Pacific roads
on allotment on traffic or on differentials.
The Northern Pacific was Just as inde-
pendent in Its management of affairs as
before January 1, 1902, and that there
had been no orders or suggestions as to
management from the Northern Securities
Company or any of its directors.

The commission ended its sitting with
Mr. Mellen's testimony, and took an ad-
journment until Wednesday at Washing-
ton, D. C.

The further inquiry Into the grain rate
situation was put off by reason of the en-
forced absence of several Kansas City
w itnesses.

WEWS RECEIVED QUIETLY

Xo Demonstrations at St. Thomas,
Danish. West Indies.

ST. THOMAS, D. W. I.. Jan. 25. The
announcement which reached here of the
signing of the treaty by which Denmark
sells the Danish West Indies to the
United States was received quietly. There
was no open manifestation, but much
anxiety prevails regarding the develop-
ments. Nothing official has yet been re-
ceived from Copenhagen. The Governor
of St. Thomas has declined to be Inter-
viewed.

The Danish cruiser Valkrlen will re-
main here Indefinitely, it Is reported, so
as to guard against dljturbances, which
It Is believed, however, are not likely to
occur.

Plebiscite of Danish Antilles.
WASHINGTON, Jan. 23. The Danish

Government will not take the plebiscite
of the Danish West Indian Islands to
determine whether they shall be ceded to
the United States until the United States
Senate has ratified the treaty of cession
signed yesterday. This circumspection
Is supposed to be the outcome of thu
Senate's action In rejecting a former
treaty of cession after Denmark had ac-
customed the Islanders to the idea of
transfer.

An Aristocratic Weddinfj.
LONDON, Jan. 25. The marriage of

Lord Staverdale, eldest son of the fifth
Earl of Uchester, and Lady Helen

only daughter of the
Marquis of Londonderry, took place at
St. Peter's Church, Eton square, today.

Bride. It will be remembered that Sen-
ator Preston was the author of the rail-
way commission bill that went down, to
defeat at the last session of the Legis-
lature, and that Governor McBride, then
presiding ofilcer of the Senate, did all in
his power to force passage of the measure.
Those holding the latter view Insist that
the Governor Is plajing politics, and that
the move, if It was of a purely political
nature, has been sprung too early.

Majority Take a Broader View.
But the majority of those talked with

take a broader view of the question.
They say the Republican party of the
State of Washington Is in a position
where it must meet the question of maxi-
mum freight rates, and that the highest
form of politics demands that the leader
of the party take the Initiative in pre-
senting the matter to the members of the
dominant party In a manner that will
force Itself on their serious attention.
Those holding the latter view say It Is
about time the party had some sense on
this question Injected into it, and It is
the duty of the party leader to place It
properly before Republicans generally.
Just at this time, when the state Is con-
fronted with the most serious railway
problem In its history, Governor McBride,
they say, has done exactly the proper
thing: They say the Governor always has
been consistent In his views oir maximum
freight rates, and there is nothlng of
the demagogue in his political make-u- p.

His reply was: "I have no idea at this
time of calling an extra iess,lon of tho
Legislature."

So it would appear that those holding
to the view of a possible extra session of
the Legislature "have not much to base
their contention upon just at present,
though his reply to the query may be
variously Interpreted.

At any rate, the Interview has caused
lots of comment and speculation at the
capital, and will no doubt do likewise all
over the state, particularly as the rail-
way merger question Is now uppermost In
people's minds, and what the Governor
says has a direct bearing upon it. Gov-
ernor McBride has given no sign further
than what Is quoted heretofore as to
whether he will go further Into the ques-
tion, but to those who know the man It
Is apparent that when the next Legis-
lature convenes he will give 6he railway
lobbyists a very lively GO days.
