"SHERLOCK HOLMES."

Mr. Gillette Complimented Upon HIn
Performance The "Week at

the London Theaters.

LONDON'. Feb. ing Edward and
Queen Alexandra, with a large suite, vis-
it the Lyceum Theater tonight to wit-
ness the performance of "Sherlock
Holmes." Their Majesties entrance was
the signal for an enthusiastic demonstra-
tion on the part of the large audience, at
which the King and Queen were appar
ently greatly pleased, the King bowing
again and again. The royal party
Beemed delighted with the play and at
the end of the third act King Edward
sent for Mr. Gillette and complimented
him upon the perlormance. At the end
of the play the King again summoned
the actor and warmly shook him by the
iand, thanking him for a delightful even-
ing. A great crowd waiting outside the
theater cheered their Majesties as they
left.

There has been a remarkable change in
the aspect of theatrical affairs here, and
the majority of the theaters are now at
the flood tide of success. Old favorites
like "Kitty Grey," "Sherlock Holmes"
and "Frock and Frills" continue to draw
oerflowing audiences, while every one
of this week's productions has been equal-
ly successful. Plays whose success on
the first night seemed doubtful are all
sharing in the general prosperity. The
visits of the King and Queen and other
members of the royal family to the the-
aters this week have added interest to
the productions.

Scarcely a newspaper in town has a
good word to say for "Mademoiselle.
Mars," produced by Mrs. Langtry Jan-
uary 23 at "the Imperial Theater, yet all
London is eager to see the actress won-
derful dresses and her theater Is crowd-
ed nightly Every one In society Is
talking of the gorgeous clothes worn
by Mrs. Langtry and the other actresses
In the play. Mrs. Langtry also wears
lovely emerald and diamond jewelry, in-

cluding a long chain of diamonds reach-
ing nearly to her feet, which excites spe-
cial admiration.

At Daly's "A Country Girl" has been
so altered that what at first appeared to
be almost a failure is transformed into
a genuine success. "Mice and Men,"
with which Forbes Robertson and Ger-

trude Elliott had been touring the prov-
inces, was first shown inLondon January
27 at Ihe Lyric Theater, whre it immedi-
ate ly became a popular and artistic suc-

cess the first Mr. Robertson has had In
years. Charles Wyndham's revival of
Haddon Chambers' "The Tyranny of
Tears," at Wyndham's Theater, with all
the important people of the original cast.
Including himself. Mary Moore, Fred
Kerr, and Maud Millett. has been as suc-

cessful as the new productions. An-
thony Hope's "Pilkerton's Peerage." at
the Gnrrick Theater, has received much
needed pruning, the lack of which at first
imperilled its existence. "The Import-
ance of Being in Earnest" has been so
well received at the St. James Theater
that three extra rows of stalls have been
added.

TVIllinm Gillette has to vacate the
Lyceum Theater In the middle of Feb-
ruary to make way for Sir Henry Irving.
Mr. Gillette has not yet decided whether
to take another London theater or play
through the provinces. There is no
doubt "Sherlock Holmes" would have
run through the season here. Mr. Gi-
llette will not return to America, this
season. He will reappear in "Sherlock
Holmes" during November, and will then
commence preparations for the produc-
tion of "Hamlet."

"General Mite," who came to England
with Tom Thumb.

Few English actors have ever assumed
to grapple with so complex a play as

FRANCE'S MILITARY POSITION'.

Colonel Pleiiuiirt MiKjjents an Alli-
ance Wltli E nvc I unci.

PARIS, Feb. L Colonel Picquart, who
was prominent in the defense of Captain
Dreyfus, Is publishing In the Grand Revue
a series of articles on the military position
of France. He says France has come to
the end of her military resources, where-
as Germany has ample resources with
which to increase her strength. Franco
must therefore modify her system, and he
suggests various reforms. Then, discuss-
ing the question of France's alliances, the
Colonel replies to articles in the National
Revue, H declaims himself in favor of
an alliance with Great Britain, and says
France will never consent to an alllanco
with Germany, which would Imply a def-
inite renunciation of Alsace-Lorrain- e.

French alliance with Great Britain and
Italy would, he claims, procure a military
advantage of the first order, because it
would give France complete naval free-
dom In war with Germany, while if the al-

liance provided for the active
of Great Britain, the advantages would
be incalculable. The allied fleets would
command the seas. Germany's food sup-
plies would be cut off, and Germany could
not sustain a prolonged struggle.

Colonel Picquart predicts that the
French feeling against Great Britain, on
account of the Fashoda Incident and the
South African War will die out, and, re-

ferring to the criticisms of the value of
the British Army, he says that when the
South African War is concluded Great
Britain will have at her disposal a great
number of seasoned troops with which to
reconstitute the British military forces.

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PRINCE HENRY'S COMING

FURTHER DETAILS OF THE AC-

CEPTED PROGRA3IME.

Olllclnl Arrival Will Occur.
Until He Hoards the Holfenzol- -

lern In New York Bay.

BERLIN. Feb. 1. Prince Henry of
Prussia will not officially arrive in Amer-
ica until he has walked across the Thirty-fourth-str-

pier. New York City (set
apart for the use of the North German
Lloyd steamer Kronprinz Wilhelm and
the Imperial yacht), ascends the Hohen-zoliern- 's

gangway and the imperial stand-
ard is hoisted. Various suggestions have
been cabled from Washington as to
where and how the Prince will be trans-- t
ferred from the Kronprinz Wilhelm to
the yacht. Prince Henry has decided that
It will be more convenient for the steam-
ship to dock on one side of the pier and
the Hohenzol'ern on. the other. On boari
the yacht he will receiver Mayor Low and
the other members of the welcoming
party.

The United States Ambassador, Andrew
D. White, all the other members of
the American Embassy, will assemble
the railroad station tomorrow to bid an
official farewell to Prirce Henry, who
will leave Berlin at 9 P. M. for Kiel. Tho
Prince will return from Kiel February
9 to receive the Emperor's farewell in-

structions, but it is expected that he will
go to Potsdam and not visit Berlin.

Every berth on the Kronprinz Wilhelm
has been taken, a thing previously un-
known at this season of the year.

Prince Henry has received in audience
Prolessor Francke. of Harvard, and con-
versed with him about the proposed Har-
vard Germanic museum, manifesting live-
ly interest in the matter. Professor
Francke lectured on the subject at
Munich, Frankfort and Nuremburg. It Is
projected to initiate a movement among
the German university men and capital-
ists for supplementing Emperor Will-
iam's present to the museum of Harvard
by popular gifts Illustrating German art
development.

A German version of Jerome K. Je-
rome's "Miss Hobbs" was produced at the
Royal Theater last evening. The audience
enjoyed the play, but the critics predict
that It not draw long.

The American colony here will celebrate
St. Valentine's day, February 14, by giv-
ing minstrel show, the first to be wit-
nessed In Germany. It Is for the benefit
of the American Girls' Club, of which
Mrs. White, wife of the United States
Ambassador, Is president. Twenty states
and territories will be represented in the
cast.

Professor Ernst von Halle, who visited
the United States to study shipbuilding
in behalf of the German Marine Ministry,
writes today In Woche advocating some
sort of governmental measure to prevent
Americans from acquiring German steam-
ship lines. Among the suggestions is one
that the lines be officiated by government
officials, the ownership remaining In pri-
vate hands, as In the case of the Relchs-ban- k,

or making the ownership of such
stock unlawful He
points out the ditliculty of the govern-
ment buying the companies outright, as
it would Involve the acquisition of prop-
erty at ports all over the world which
might lead to complications. Professor
von Halle believes It theoretically possible
for Americans to buy the majority of the
stock of German companies, elect new
boards of directors and transfer the gen-
eral offices abroad, but he says German
financiers-d- o not believe the Morgan group
of capitalists possess such irresistible
capital as outsiders imagine, asserts
that the seemingly great capital Is so
strongly watered that It might disappear
in times of crises.

CHANGE OF INAUGURATIO N.

Present Date In Connldered to Be Too
Early In the Year.
Philadelphia Inquirer.

The movement to change the time for
inaugurating Presidents from March
to April 30 ought to succeed unless. In-

deed, a Inter date be chosen.
The present date Is apt to. .be raw and

gusty, with snow or rain or both. One
President, the elder Hnrrlson. died from
the effects of a cold contracted while de-
livering his speech. If the total number
of cases of pneumonia, fatal and other-
wise, arising out of attendance on these
ceremonies could be ascertained, the fig-

ures would be appalling.
There are few persons who know whj

March Is' the present date, and "most of
them probably think the Constitution pro-

vides It. On the., contrary. It was a mere
routine piece of "legislation that fixed It.
After 11 states had ratitled the Constitu-
tion, the moribund Congress of the Con-

federation had to provide for the new
government going into effect. It chose
the tlrst "Wednesday In January for the
election (Legislatures In every case choos
ing the electors), the llrst ednesday In
February for the meeting of electors to
choose the President and the first "Wednes-
day in March for the inauguration. The
latter day fell on March 4. but "Washing-
ton was not present to take up his work.
He, of course, knew of Uis election, but he
took his time in proceeding to New York,
the then seat of Government, and the In-

auguration did not take place until April
30, which is the date now suggested for
the change, and probably for the reason
that Washington was then first Inducted
into office.

It will be noticed that "Washington
served nearly two months less than eight
years. Jefferson, Madison and Monroe
served eight years, but Lincoln and ey

were assassinated in the first year
of their second terms. Grant served eight
years and one day, beating all records.
Hayes was not Inaugurated until the 5th
of March, the fourth falling on Sunday.
It w'ould" be a wise provision, perhaps,
to have the .inauguration take place on a
certain day of the week, rather than on

fixed date, because it would greatly con-

venience those In attendance on tho cere-
monies and would remove any doubt as
to who is President on a Sunday after a
term has expired.

In the case of Grant, Just referred to,
that might have been a very important
matter. While the dispute over Hayes
election was In progress, radical Demo-
cratic Congressmen threatened to prevent
the final announcement of the contest if
all disputed votes were counted for Hayes.
It was Intended to have TUden take the
cath on Sunday, and the House
would have proceeded to elect him. ac-
cording to the Constitutional provisions.

Now that transportation facilities are
Increased and fare is cheap. Increasing
numbers will want to see the inaugural
pageants and the date should be changed
to accommodate the probable better weath-
er conditions.

Mansard, left to his own sweet
devices, erected a pavilion which is a
monstrosity and jars upon the beauties of
the Francois Premier and Louis Douze
wings. Nothing more Incongruous could
well be Imagined. The contrast is as
great as that existing between a flea and
an elephant, and Mansard should have
suffered Cardinal Ballou's fate for perpe-
trating such a monstrosity.

"Sir Christopher "Wren, on the other
hand, touched only to adorn. St. Paul's
Cathedral Is a wondrous pile, and thero
we find him at his best. The great fire
that devastated . London In September,
1C36, gave to AVren a wide and compara-
tively new field to work upon, and the
English people owe a great debt to the
wonderful genius and resource that Wren
brought to the work. Xo less than 50
churches were erected on plans of his
after this lire, besides Innumerable other
buildings. Marlborough and Bucking-
ham houses are also examples of his
work. All Egland Is, Indeed, dotted with
it, and everywhere the same good tasto
and high ideals of the architect show
themselves. "Wren himself died in 1723,
and is buried under the choir of St.
Paul's. In America we have a note-
worthy example of his style at William
and Mary College, in Virginia. This
college Is the second oldest in the coun-
try, being next to Harvard in point of
age. The original building of "William
and Mary College, which is still stand-
ing, was designed by Sir Christopher
Wren. "When building St. Paul's "Wren
received a salary of only 200 a year, in
startling contrast with the charges of
architects in modern times. St. Paul's
cost nearly 56.000,000 to erect.

"St. Paul's and a number of the
churches which AVren erected after the
great fire, are grouped according to a
general plan, of which St. Paul's forms
the center. The plan itself, however, was
long ago lost in the growing city, and
nowhere save from a balloon can It now
be viewed In Its entirety."
