tlie "World's Heroes.

SALEM. March 15. Following Is the
Oration of TV. G. Hale, of Pacific Univer-
sity, on "John Brown, of Ossawatomle."
which won the prize at the Oregon 'Inter-
collegiate content here last night: ,

"In the quiet seclusion of the Adiron-
dack Mountains, far removed from man's
'Qqulsitive gaze, there lies a lonely grave-Abov- e

It stands a simple stone that bears
no token of National appreciation or re-
gard. Yet this humble granite marks tho
final resting place of a man who fired tho
first shot of that great struggle which
swept the curse of slavery from our land.
His life has been the object of both con-
demnation, and praise. A court of his
enemies calcd him a traitor; hero

have canonized him as a saint.
Let us, tonight, viewing him from the
unimpaesloned distance, determine our es-

timate of the life and character of John
Brown, of Ossawatomle.

Brief Review of Life of the Man.
"Before rendering our decision let us

briefly review his life. John Brown was
bcrn In Connecticut, of noble Puritan an-
cestry. May 9, 1800. When he was 5 years
old his parents moved to Ohio, where
young Brown saw the fugitive slaves
hunted like wild beasts. Their sufferings
became his own. Thus in his youth he
conceived the idea which became the rul-
ing passion of his life eternal war against
slavery. In 1S49 on a small farm In the
Adlrondacks, he attempted a colonizing
scheme for negroes, but it failed. A few
years later his sons, who had migrated
to Kansar, became Involved in the Kan.

ftrife, and sent to their fath-
er for assistance. Here Was John Brown s
opportunity. His anti-slave- principles
plunged him Into the thickest of the strug-
gle. Before his leadership tho ruffian se-

cessionists were compelled to retreat. Tho
battles of Franklin, Black Jack and

caused the Governor of Mis-
souri to offer a reward for his capture.
Brown had to flee for his life. Delayed,
but not defeated In his battle against sla
very, he went to "Harper's Ferry, Va.,
and planned a general uprising of the
slaves. The outcome is well known. His
ocheme failed, he was captured by United
States troops and hanged at Charleston,
Va., December 2, 1S59.

Sublimely Unselfish Character.
"In the story of John Brown's life is

pictured a character sublimely unselfish
withal, stern and Puritanical. His last
hours reveal his true character. In the
very hour of death he said: 'The Bible
teaches me to remember those In bonds us
bound with them.' 'I feel Junt as content
to die for God's eternal truth and for suf-
fering humanity, on tho scaffold as any
other way.' 'I think I cannot better serve
the cause I love so much than to die for
it.' John Brown was a 'Puritan of the
Puritans.' The 'man,' not the 'state,' was
his motto; 'justice' his watchword and
'liberty his battle-cr- y. For these prin-
ciples Cromwell and his Ironsides strug-
gled at Naseby; Israel Putnam and his
ragged provincials contended on Breed's
Hill, and for these same principles John
Brown 'dared to face a felon's grave'; yes,
'dared to bear the scorn of scorn' and
suffered death on a Virginia scaffold.

"True to his Puritan ancestry, John
Brown was moved to action by the-- strenu-
ous condition of the period in which he
lived. Throughout the nation, men's pas-
sions were burning at white heat. The
body politic was permeated with the most
accursed crime of ages. The South was
selling men on the auction block, tearing
families apart, abolishing the marriage
relation and breeding human beings for
sa'e. Although storms of indignation were
"brewing In the North, the anti-slave-

rause was growing every day more hope-
less. The Missouri compromise had been
repealed; tho fugitive-slav- e law had been
enacted. Public sentiment in the aboli-
tionist slates was being stirred to Its
depths by poets, orators and statesmen.
Never since the days of '76 had the halls
of Congress been the scene of such ex-
cited debate. But In spite of the terrible
agitation jio one seemed ready to act.
Freedom cried aloud from her dungeon
where she lay In chains. 'O. for the man
to strike the needed blow.' Tho only man
In all the North who dared to strike that
blow was John Brown, of Ossawatomle.
'Out of the angry cloud of anti-slave-

sentiment no sprang like a thunderbolt
who lurid glare betrayed the false heart
of slavery and whose reverberations were
repeated on a thousand battle-fiel- ds from
Gettysburg to the Gulf. Its terrible crash
ended the debate of centuries. The rope
which hanged John Brown strangled com-
promise. Tho nation seized the standard
of universal emancipation which fell from
his dying hand and bore it In triumph to
Appomattox."

Last "Words From Gnlloivs.
"Would you witness the death of the

forerunner of this mighty movement?
Come with me to Charleston, Va. It Is
December 2, 1E59. Intense excitement
pervades the city. In an open field standsa newly erected scaffold, surrounded by
United States troops. The hour of the
execution has arrived. . All eyes are
turned toward the prison whence the
doomed man Is seen approaching. What!
Can It be true? Is that venerable old
man, his hair whitened with many years,
his face radiant with triumphant hope,
his step firm as a victor's tread, can. It be
that he is a traitor, a murderer? He
mounts the scaffold. With his face lifted
to heaven he cries, I tried to do my du-
ty' and with that cry his soul mounts
upward to God.

'Governor Wise and a prejudiced Jury
hanged John Brown. Those who ap-
plauded the deed called the man of Har-
per's Ferry a vindictive fanatic. His con-
temporaries credited him with failure and
defeat. But shall posterity accept these
opinions?- Shall we forget Chat Liberty
knows no failure; that Freedom acknowl-
edges no defeat: that Right does not al-
ways battle on the winning side? John
Brown may have been a fanatic. No
man's judgment Is infilllble. But his-
tory tells us that the fanatic today, is
the reformer tomorrow. Today a
madman Is dragged through the streets
with a rope, about his neck, or is riddled
with bullets- - in a public square. But
some day, when the fanatic's visionary
Ideas have become recognized principles
of national life, men change their verdict
and the fanatic is called a reformer. John
Brown a traitor? No! Human law is to
be obeyed only so long as It accord's with
God's eternal Justice. Do we call Wash-
ington a traitor for violating the despotic
law of George III, which would have
made our fathers bondmen? No, a thou-
sand times no! Then In all justice how
shall we estimate the man who defied
the accursed law of Virginia, which made
worse than brutes, men created in the
Image of the living God? A traitor? Ah,
no! Well may America cherish the mem-
ory of John Brown as her bravest mar-
tyr to reform.

His Motives Dlvinelr Pure.
"Sacrifice; reform; that divine spirit of

the cross Is traceable through all human
progress. Man has persecuted it, but In
vain. That holy passion has never yield-
ed to opposition. Its champions are men
who stand alone. Trace the

list Paul, Wy cliffe, Luther, Knox,
Lovejoy, Garrison and worthy to be
classed with these world heroes Old John
Brown,, of Ossawatomle. The old cap-
tain's motives were as pure as ever lodged
in human breast. A heart that yearned
for bondaged humanity never cherished
murder or revenge. Who can brand as a
coward the man who 'poured oat the last
vial but one on a corrupt and giant insti-
tution"? And shall we say that the man
who, on his way to the scaffold could
stoop to kiss a little child of the race he
was dying to save, was not in touch with
the spirit of the living God?

"But John Brown has gone to his to

ward. To him the praise or condemna-
tion of men is nothing. Then above his
lonely gravo In the Adlrondacks,
we need place no costly marble.
Inscribe no verse heroic Those
who live near a hero never know
him. But the 40 years that have passed
since the death of the old abolitionist
have erased all hatred and passion. Then
around our firesides let us tell his story;
how in his youth he espoused the cause
of tHe enslaved black man; how to man-
hood he fought against Inhumanity with
all his Puritan ardor; and how by his
martyr's death he aroused from Us lctn-arg- lc

sleep the slumbering conscience of
the North and struck the first blow of
that mighty reformation which gave lib-
erty to 4.000.0CO men and cleansed our
country's honor. For nearly half a cen-
tury loving appreciation of the old man
has been growing upon our Nation. And
in the future, whether on festal days, or
on bloody fields of carnage the inspiring
strain of America's Marseillaise will teach
us to keep step with the spirit of him.
who will ever march In the fore rank of
our Nation's heroes Old John Brown, of
Ossawatomle."

STERMJERG MAY YET WItf.
Mlatakc Made la Marking: Papers of

College Orators,
SALEM, March 15. Charles Sternberg,

of Albany College, may yet be declared
the winner of the inter-collegla- te ora-
torical contest held In this city last night.
An investigation of the finding- - of the
judges on composition made tonight dis-
closes the fact that one of tho gentle-
men incorrectly averaged the grades of
Hale, the representative of Pacific Uni-
versity, who was awarded the medal.
The findings of the judges were not

until late today., when H. W.
Swafford, president" of the"" association,
discovered the unfortunate mistake that
apparently shows the award was im-
properly made to Hale. The result of
correction In the findings will still leave
Hale with a majority of grades, bnt
the constitution governing contests re-
quires that ties shall be settled by a
total of rank, which would give the de-
cision to Sternberg by one point. The
name of the Judge who matlerthe error
Is not given. Upon discovering tho
error. President Swafford tonight called
a meeting of the executive commltteo
of the association, to be held hero Tues-
day afternoon, when the matter will re-
ceive official consideration. Probable
action by the committee can only be con-
jectured.

Notorious Smugglers Cansrht.
PORT TOWNSEND, Wash., March 15

Jameson and Wilkes, two notorious srriug-gle- rs

of Chinese, together with their sloop,
were captured last evening by the cus-
toms authorities. The storm of yesterday
drove the sloop for shelter Into a cove
near Fort Worden, where they landed
the Chinese almost under the guns of the
fort. The customs officers, In a launch,
bore down on the sloop and captured
them without resistance. Late last night
one of tho Chinese landed by them was
captured in the outskirts of the city. The
authorities have been looking for Jameson
for some months, and succeeded in cap-
turing three sloops belonging to him, but
he managed to escape. The last time
when the revenue launch was chasing him
he ran the sloop close in shore. Jumped
overboard, and took to the woods.

Rev. Montgomery Clears III run elf of
Charge of "Winking; at Gambling:.

OREGON CITY, March 15. (To the Ed-
itor.) In the published account of the
meeting of tho Council March 5, it is stat-
ed that "it was boldly charged that the
Mayor and police were- not- - only permit-
ting gambling, but half the
saloons were running wide-ope- n ' brace
games as well; and it was, further hinted
that some of the ministers of the city in-
directly winked at this condition." These
charges were made by reputable men,
whose names carry weight anywhere, on
the floor of the Council.

As one of the ministers of the city I
cannot for one moment rest under such
an imputation. During the last eight years
I have always opposed to the extent of
my ability every candidate for the May-
oralty who has been known to favor per-
mitting gambling. I worked against May.
or DImick, the first time, because I had
good reason to suspect that he favored
gambling, and the second time because
It was apparent that ho openly Ignored
the laws he swore he would enforce. More
than that, In compmy with Rev. R, A.
Atkins, I went as a committee from the
Ministerial Association over a year ago
to urge upon him that he suppress the
money machines which were then, as they
appear to have been most of the time
since, running wide open. He faithfully
promised us to do so. We have yet to see
a sincere performance of his pledge then
given us.

I have cleared my skirts of the imputa-
tion which was cast upon me. as a min-
ister of this city. It is now up to His
Honor to give, not a spectacularly Indef-
inite denial, but convincing proofs that the
very serious charges which were made
against him on the floor of the Council
are unfounded.

When our sons who are minors are in
danger of being made so drunk that a
doctor's care is needed to resuecltato them,
it is high time for every parent, for ev-
ery moral man and woman, to demand
that the laws be enforced by the Mayor,
who Is the responsible head of the city
government.
