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EXIT OF JOHN DILLON

JfATIOXAIjXST PAPERS BACK UP HIS
DECLARATION'.

Beresford's Outspoken Criticism Cre-
ates a Stir in Xaval Circles

At tlie London Theaters. i

LONDON, March 22. The sensational
exit of John Dillon, the Irish Nationalist,
from the House of Commons Thursday
last, as a result of his calling Mr. Cham- -
"berlain, the Colonial Secretary, a "d d
liar," continues to be the topic of the
House. The Irish Nationalist papers back
up Mr. Dillon's declaration,-- regarding Mr.
Chamberlain's lack of veracity with frank-
ness, though the Dublin Evening Tele-
graph remarks that Mr. Dillon was guilty
of a slight anticipation regarding Mr.
Chamberlain's damnation, which, it says,
is only coming, though already in sight,
adding: "As to his being a liar, that
goes without saying."

The object of all this abuse has created
another sensation by his clothes. The
Tailor and Cutter, which paper was ac-
customed to belaud the Colonial Secretary
as the very pink of fashion, now says:

"We are sorry to note that Mr. Cham-
berlain Is developing quite a stoop, and
fear he is losing some of his old-ti-

smartness. It is true that his monocle is
still In Its old place, but we miss the fa-
miliar orchid, and, as we have examined
his garments, we could not but feel that
conservatism was sadly apparent, - for
there was much in them that was not up
to date."

The Westminster Gazette humorously
comments on the fact that a weak spot
has at last been found in Mr. Chamber-
lain's armor, adding:

"Remembering the weird and wonderful
clothing with which the doorkeepers of
the House of Lords were startled in 1KD3.

when the home rule bill gathered ' the
noble Chambers together, we can only
come to the conclusion that Mr. Cham-
berlain Is beginning to qualify for a seat
in the House of Lords."

In the meantime Mr. Dillon, except from
the critical eye of the Tailor and Cutter's
editor, is the hero of the hour in Dub-
lin. One of the most amusing sequels of
Mr. Dillon's forcible retorts occurred in
the grand committee-roo- of the House of
Commons, where a deputation of women
graduates was presenting a petition ask-
ing to be given the power to vote at the
election for members of Parliament. Mrs.
Harraden, the novelist, who was one of
the delegates, warmly supported the peti-
tion, claiming that it was unfair that
women should have to pay the Income tax
and yet not be allowed to vote it Parlia-
mentary elections.

The members of Parliament who were
listening were called to take part in the
division on Mr. Dillon's suspension. Wil-
liam E. Lecky, the historian and Unionist
member of Parliament from Dublin Uni-
versity, was among the members who
heard the statements of the supporters of

' the petition, returned and addressed the
graduates, saying he wondered if the
women would like a seat in Parliament,
in view of the fact that they would run
the risk at any moment of being called
"d d liars." Mr. Lecky concluded
with saying he believed the emotional ele-
ment in politics was quite unduly devel-
oped as it was without women entering
the field.

CHINA AT ST. LOUIS FAIR
Exclusion Bill 3Iny Prevent Its Par-

ticipation.
"WASHINGTON, March 22. The pro-

jectors of the St. Louis Exposition have
discovered, that the organic act providing
for the exposition contains a paragraph
which threatens to prevent the participa-
tion of the Chinese Government. This
section Is a peculiar one, and not only
prohibits "the coming into the United
States of any Chinese persons" In con-
nection with the exposition, but absolutely
prohibits a suspension of this provision
of the act under any circumstances. The
exposition authorities feel that this will
prevent absolutely the participation of the
Chinese Government, if it stands, and
they are now working earnestly to secure
correction of this.

ST. LOUIS. March 22. Secretary Wal
ter B. Stevens, of the Louisiana Purchase
Exposition Company, when shown the
Washington dispatch relating to the ex
clusion of Chinese, said:

"There is a mistake about this. The
matter referred to is contained in section
56 of Senator Mitchell's bill, now pending
Ir Congress, providing for the exclusion of
Chinese. In May next the Geary law will
expire by limitation, and Senator Mitch-
ell's bill is meant to replace It Section
5C of the pending measure reads: 'That
the provisions of this act shall not be sus-
pended at any time, nor shall any ex-
emption be made In order to permit the
admission of Chinese persons to the United
States or any of Its territory for the pur-
pose of participating in any fair or exposi-
tion.'

"The World's Fair management has not
taken any action in regard to the matter
other than to call the attention of Senator
Mitchell to the anomalous position of the
United States, which has already given
China an Invitation to participate in the
coming World's Fair, if the bill is passed
in Its present form."

LINCOLN MEMORIAL.

First Meeting; of the Special Commit-
tee at Washington.

WASHINGTON, March 22. Secretary
Hay today presided over a conference at
which were present Secretary RoQt, Sen-
ators Cullonv Mitchell and Wetmore, Au-
gust St. Gaudens and Architect McKim.
The chief object of the conference was
to perfect some details of the pending
Cullom bill, looking to the erection, of a
memorial to Lincoln, and also to the ac-
quisition of the'Xlncoln relics now on ex-
hibition In this city in the house where
Lincoln died.

Levy, was launched at noon today. Miss
Charlotte Barnes, a descendant of Com-
modore Barrj't after whom the craft is
named, christened the boat. The little
fighter had steam up when the launching
took place and took a short spin down the
Delaware River. The Barry is 245 feet
long, with a ot beam. She will have
459 tons' displacement. The contract speed
is 28 knots. She will carry five

VICTORIA, B. C, March 22. According
to advices received by the two Oriental

reports come from Kansu and
Mongolia, in the Northwest, of outbreaks
fomented by Tung Fu Hslen, an

aided by Mongolian Princes. The
Nang correspondent of the Changhal
Mercury says that 10.000 rebels havo
massed at that city to move on Kwang
Si towns.

From Shanghai comes newB of excite-
ment over the decision of Germany to
maintain her garrison there, which
means that France, Britain and Japan
will also bo obliged to have garrisons
there, and Shanghai will become an in-
ternational garrison town.

The Shanghai Mercury says that before
his death, Li Hung Chang surrendered
full privileges to Russia in Manchuria,
and the negotiations now going on are
said to be a blind to hoodwink flvalpowers. The Mercury says that had Li
not died, his adhesion to Russia's policy
would have involved China in war.

German Railways In China.
NEW YORK. March 22. Germany is

once more playing a strong game in
China, cables the Berlin correspondent of
the Herald According to private dis-
patches received by the owners of mining
and railway concessions here, large
squads of laboring men have been ordered
to the Shan Tung Valley, whither special
freighters of the North German Lloyd
and Hamburg-America- n lines are en route
with railway material to complete the
main portion of the Shan Tung Railway,
which connects the Port of Tslng Tau
with a rich coal and mining district In
AVeihslen, and which must be completed
by June 1 of this year, according to the
conditions Imposed by the Chinese Gov-
ernment.

No secret is made of the fact that
special syndicates are being formed to
obtain possession of the Welhslen mines,
while railway lines are projected, not
alone to all corners of the rich Shan
Tung Province, but likewise to Kwang
Su and Chi Li. lying beyond the borders
of the German sphere of influence.

Anxiety at Washington.
"WASHINGTON, March 22. The situa-

tion In Southern China Is attracting the
anxiety of the State Department officials,
who are in no mood to become again In-

volved In that quarter of the world. The
last advices to the Department from tho
seat of trouble were contained In a cable-
gram received here from United States
Consul McWade, at Canton, dated March
18, saying: "Viceroy reports rebellion In
Kwang SI almost crushed." This Is not
borne out by the press advices of later
date, hence the anxiety of the officials.

Chinese Rebels Captnre a Toirn.
HONG KONG. March 22. The rebels

have captured the prefectural town of
Kan Chou, In the Province of Kwang
Tung, and have seized the arsenal and
granaries. The Mandarins of the gar-
rison fled and appealed to Canton for
reinforcements. The Viceroy of Canton
replied that It was Impossible further to
deplete the Canton garrison, and urged
General Ma to make tho utmost efforts to
put down the rebellion.

HOUSES TAX IX JAPAX.

Foreigners Exercised Over the Pro-
posed Imposition.

KOBE, March 7. via Victoria.. B. C,
March 22. Foreigners of all the great
nationalities resident In Japan are much
exercised over the proposed imposition
of a house tax by the Japanese Govern-
ment on houses on the land confined to
them perpetually by the revised treaties.
A. roassmeetlng was held at Kobe the
26th ultimo, when strong resolutions were
adopted not to pay the tax, unless forced
or Instructed so to do by their nation's
representatives. Yokohama foreigners
have long ago agreed on this course and
all foreigners In Japan have the support
of their Ijome government. The United
States Government has Instructed Its
Minister to advise Americans not to pay,
unless forced, and then under protest,
the latter, a form which Japanese . law
does not know. Latterly, strong pres-
sure is being applied by foreign govern-
ments in favor of arbitrating the ques-
tion. In the meantime, the last demand
notices have been Issued and falling pay-
ment by the 18th Instant, the minor
Japanese officials state they have instruc-
tions to distrain on foreigners' property.

Attention is being directed to Formosa,
where the Japanese army of occupation
Is meeting with varied fortunes. The
Diet has under consideration the exten-
sion of Japanese laws to the Island. It
Is rumored that Sir Claude MacDonald
and Baron Iswolski, British and Russian
Ministers to Japan, are contemplating a
islt to the island next month. It is ex-

pected the Japanese Government will
practically established a lottery In the
Island, as a means of raisins revenue.
.Some elements in the Diet strenuously
oppose the idea. The present session
of the IDet Vill close today.

CELEBRATIONS IX JAPAX,

Jollification Over the Alliance "With.
England.

TOKIO. March S, via Vancouver, B. C,
March 22. The Anglo-Japane- alliance
continues to form the main subject of in-
terest. Throughout the country, cele-
brations are being held. The Emperor of
Japan Is expected to honor the British
Minister. Sir Claude MacDonald. with
special decorations. A large number of
Japanese officials and others have been
ennobled In honor of the event. On the
1st Instant, Kobe was the scene of a Joint
foreign and Japanese celebration. Beer
was provided and "sake" cups, engraved
inside with crossed British and Japanese
flags and the legend "Anglo-Japanes- e

Celebration," In Japanese, were given
away as souvenirs. "Warships will be
sent to the coronation review at Spit-hea- d.

England In honor of he alliance.
Marquis Ito, the veteran statesman,

who has Just returned from a trip around
the world, and who is credited with hav-
ing effected the present alliance. Is be-
ing feted by all parties. It is rumored
that he will no longer remain as a party
chief, but either take the Premiership
or retain his unique position of special
counsellor to the Emperor.

Colonel Grimm Confesses.
ST. PETERSBURG. March 22. The

semi-offici- al Russky Invalid today an-
nounces that Colonel Grimm, the Rus-
sian official who was recently condemned
to death by a court-marti- al at Warsaw,
after having been convicted of systematic
revelation of military secrets to a foreign power, has confessed to having been
guilty of high treason.

Platrae at Lahore.
LONDON. March 22. A dispatch to theExchange Telegraph Company from La-

hore says the plague mortality has
reached 2000 dally. The outbreak, which isthe .worst on record, is attributed to thepolicy of noninterference In caste cus-
toms.

Dynamiters in Bmsscls.
BRUSSELS. March 22. Dynamite cart-

ridges were exploded last night under the
home of M. Derbaiz, a Catholic deputy at
SInche, Province of HalnauJ.

STRICKEN FROM THE BILL

HOUSE COMMITTEE TAKES OUT THE
CHIXESE SAILORS' CLAUSE.

From the Mltchcll-Kah- n Exclusion
Mcannre Two Contented Election.

Cases Considered.

WASHINGTON, March 22. By an aU
most unanimous vote the House com-
mittee on foreign affairs struck out of
the MItchell-Kah- n Chinese exclusion bill
the paragraph prohibiting ships flying tho
American flag from employing Chinese
sailors, under $2000 penalty for each of-
fense. This provision has proved one of
the chief sources of controversy over tho
bill. The Senators and Representatives
from the Pacific Coast States regard this
provision as most important.

The main argument leading to striking
out the provision was that American
ships on the Pacific compete with Eng-
lish and Japanese lines, and that the lat-
ter ships would Indirectly receive a great
advantage In continuing the employment
of Chinese at $7 50 per month, whereas
the American ships would have to pay
about $30 per month for white sailors.

Representative Kahn, of California, has
talked with Speaker Henderson as to the
exclusion bill when it reaches the House,
and it Is understood that while Mr. Kahn
considers the sailors clause most Im-

portant, he will not Insist upon It to the
extent of Jeopardizing the entire exclu-
sion measure.

COXTESTED ELECTION'S.

Home Will Vote Tuesday on the Case
of Moss Versus Rhen.

WASHINGTON. March 22. The House
today entered on the consideration of the
contested election case of Moss vs. Rhea,
from the Third Kentucky district. In
this case the committee on elections di-

vided on party lines, the majority sup-
porting the view that Moss had been
elected and the minority that Rhea, the
Democrat, was entitled to retain his seat.
In the face of the returns Rhea had 156
plurality. According to the contention of
the majority, certain vote Tejected under
the Goebel election law would transform
this plurality for Rhea into a plurality
for Moss of 71. An agreement was made
whereby the vote shall be taken next
Tuesday. Before taking up this case the
unanimous report of the committee in the
case of Spears vs. Burnett, from the Sev-
enth Alabama District, confirming the
title of the sitting member to his seat,
was adopted. Several bills of minor Im-
portance were passed at tho opening of
tho session.

"When the House met a Joint resolution
was adopted to allow a monument to be
erected on the public grounds at Char-
lotte. N.'C, to the memory of Lieutenant
W. E. Shlpp. of the Tenth Cavalry, who
was killed in the charge up San Juan
Hill. Powers (Rep. Me.) called up the
contested election case of N. R. Spears vs.
John L. Burnett, from the Seventh Dis-
trict of Alabama. The report was unani-
mously in favor of Burnett (Dem.), the
sitting member, and it was adopted.

Mann (Rep. 111.), of the committee on
elections No. L called up the contested
election case of J. McKenzIe Moss vs. J.
