Crawford, today sent to the Washing-
ton delegntion In Congress nasking that
the recommendation of the recent mill-
tary board that the military post and de.
partment headguarters at Vaocouver
Harracks be made permanent, be con-
firmed by Congress. The committes ulso
requested that sn appropriation of $3%,-
o be made for the purpose of ereoting
barracks and bulldings =mnd for other-
wise improving and enlarging the post,
The memorial rogquests that the bulldings
now In use gt Vancouver Barracks were
conftrucied many years ago, and were
bullt te accommodate single companies,
numbering 80 men, 44 less than the num-
ber now ocomprising & company. The
petition cites that sald bulldings not suit-
able for use by the onmpanies under prea-
#nt regulations governing the formation
of the army, and that Vancouver Bar-
racks i= one of the heaithlest and ploeas-
ant=st militnry posts in the country; that
it s on the Columbla River 100 miles
gbove the mouth, I nacoesiible to four
transcontinental railroads, and s & mill-
tary necessity for protection of the com.
merrial and businessg interests of the Pa-
cific Northwest,
