ALASKA FUEL SUPPLY.

Timber, Petrolenm and Peat Constl-
tute the Fossibie Sources.

WABHINGTON, April 38 —In cloging his
discussion of the coul resources of Alaska,
in part 3 of the 24 annual report of the
United Siatew Geological SBurvey, now
in press, Alfred H. Brooks sdds some
brief comments on the other sources of
fuel. In addition to cosl, he says, thers
are three possible sources of fuel supply
in Alaska, namely, timber, petroleum snd
peat, and of these, timber alone has been
utllized. Boutheastern Alasks i heavily
formted and affords ample wood for fuel
Certain species of trees are found as far
west a8 Kadluk Island. Beyond Kadlak,
to the west und porth, the coast region of
Alasku Is practically treelesse. Bome wll-
lows, and oceasionully spruce, are found
In the sgheitered reglons: but for the most
part the coastul belt is covered simply
with moss, grass and low shrubs, This
type of vegetation extends northward to
Popint Barrow and thence eastward, The
mos: and grass-covered plains and the
rolling plains are called tundras and are
fourd on the northern continental margines
encircling the globe,

The interior of Alaska bas usually s
sufficient supply of wood for ordloary pur.
poses of bullding and mining and for fuel,
The lnrger river valleys are often heav-
ily forestod with spruce and other trees,
On the Yukon, near the International
boundary, the gmber line & at about 30
foet: northward it decreases in elevation,
end on the Koyukuk it is about 3500 feet.
Bull turther to the north and west it
further decreases In aliitude, and on the
Upper Kobuk the timber 1= suld to be
limited to the floor of the largest river
valleys, In the northern Arctie dralnage
reports state that there 8 no timber
except the willowe, which, however, grow
to conmderable gize. The Kulkokwim,
Bushiipa and Copper Rivers ail have tim.
bered baszins, During the great influx of
population of the last three years much
timber has boen destroyed by fire vin the
dry Summer months,

In the northwestern and northern parts
of the territory, from Norton Bay around
to the mouth of the McKenzle, the ghore
was once abundantly supplled with drife.
wood, The Eskimos, who have been us-
fog this wood for generations, are very
economical In the matter of fuel, and
untfl the coming of the white man, the
probabliities are that the driftwood was
acrumulnied faster than it was used. This
driftwood Is brought down from the in-
terior by the larger rivers, whose banks
are wooded The cutting of the wood
along the banks of the Yukon has alremdy
decreasnd the nnnual contribution of drift-
wood to Northern Behring Sea. This
together with tone mpld exhaustion by
the white man of the supply which had
accumulated In the past, will soon cause
the Eskimo as well as the white man to
be dependent on other sources for foel
The North Arctic Cosst eastward from
Foint Barrow, which l& but thinly popu.

iated by natives and seldom visited by
whites, has some driftwood.

The possibilities of using for fusl the
thick growth of vegetsble matter which
covers most of the treeless regions of
Alaska, have been suggesied, but have
never been put to practical test. During
the months of June and July, 190 exten-
&ive fires pwept through much of tree-
less region of Nome and other portions
of the Seward Peninsula. The moss and
Erans, when dry, wers found to burmn rap-
idly, with considerable flame, and fires
ran over nearly the entire region wvisited
by prospeotors during the dry months.
This fact makes it evident that the sur-
face growth of the tundra could be used
for fuel, provided it were properiy dried
This material has In many cases been
accumulated to considerable thickness in
peat boga With regard to the thind source
of fuel supply, petroleam; we have no
definite
commercial quantities. It is reported to

FAMOUS BISHOP HONORED

Stntue Erecied in Memory of Mat-
thew Slmpeson, LL, D.

On April 2 there was unvelled at the
bead of Falrmount Park, in the City of
Philadelphia, with Impressive oepemonien,
a statue of Matthew Simjpwon, D. D, LL,
D. The status was modelad By that great
sculptor, Clark Mills, under the following
clrcumstances:

In 184 it was determined to erect &
mussive monument commemorating the
War of the Rebelllon, tg consist of statues
of & number of prepreschialive men
grouped sbout President Lincoln., Among
the figures war Bishop Matthew Bimpson,

Clark Mills, ths famous sculptor, was
employed to model the figures In clay. Heé
finished that of Bishop Simpson and one
other, for vach of which the Government
pald him $i600, when the assassination of
the President put an end to the project
These models were kept on exhibition by
Mr, Mills during His lletime, In setiling
the estate after his death, It became
necessary to sell them, and Robert T. Lin-
coln, then Secretary of War, potificd Mm,
Simpson of this fact. Bhe purchased the
model of her husbind and had it removed
to Phlladelphin under the dirgot super-
visjon of a som of Mr. Mille

From this model a bronze statue nlos
feet high wis cast, standing upon a ped-
ental of equal height. The unvelling of
the memorial was attended by a throng
of citizens, who delighted to honor the
memory of one of the most distingulshed
predutes this country has ever known.

The following tribute pald by Bishop C.
I Foms, D. D, LL D. his successor as
resident Bishop at Philadelphia, and who
piresided on the occasion, will nfford a just
cgimate of the man:

Bishop Simpson seemed Lo me to com-
bine in & very marvelous degree the gual-
itles (generally supposed 10 be Incompat-
Ible) which are necessary to constitute a
superd pulpit orator and & very sagacious
and successful sdministrator. If preach-
Ing is to be fudged by the strength of the
impression It makes upon the minds and
hearts of all classes of bearers, 1 think
Matthew Simpson must be reckoned the
foremost preacher of the world in the 19th
century. Probably no other man so deep-
Iy moved the thoughts and sensibill-
tles of =0 MANY IWreEons on S0 MARY 00
casions. It was my good fortune to hear
him preach several times in the full
strength of his middle life. I heard two
of his most famous sermons on these
texts: “This Is the victory that overcom-
#th the world, sven our faith,” and ““The
steps of & good man are ordered of the
Lord, and he delighteth in his way." They
were by far the most pathetic and thrill-
ingly elogquent public addresses I have ever
Istened to. After the first few minutes,
in one case, slmost the whole audience
was In tears, and throughout tha entire
bhour every mind and heart was meited,
thrilled, inspired, transported and over-
whelmed, I was prepared to believe the
wonderful statements made as to the start-
ling effects of the omator's appeals at
camp meetings in Indlana and before the
Britlsh conference In Burslem. No man
ever excelled him in the exceedingly rare
gift of lightning Aazhes of ¢loguence which
can in an instant set & whols audlence on
fire. Buch & scens occurred in & throng
of cool-headed Englishmen at the Garfield
Memorial meeting Iln London A single
sentence in the midst of a gqulet, meiting
address threw the whole audlence Into the
wildest excitement; they sprang to thelr
feet with a common !mpulse and broke
forth In an uproar of cheers. Blshop
Simpson was then 70 years of age, and
that was the lazt so vivid flash from the
battery which had electrified unnumbered
thousinds for 60 years,

That such a peeriess orntor should have
become a notably excellent executive of-
ficer and sdministrator was hardly ex-
pected by his most admiring friends,
These two kinds of talent seem incongru-
ous, but he certalnly exhlbited boin,
Very few men have ever discharged the
unique and very delleate duties of a Meth.
odist Bishop with so little criticism and
such uniform and high success, Late In
his life I heard him say, with pardonable
pride, what I presume was (rue to the
iast, that no successful appeal had ever
been taken from any dJdeclsion he had
made in any General or Annual Confer-
ence, His diary shows that his appolnt-
ments were not always satlafactory 1o
ministers or churches; but his methods In
this most important function of his ofl-
clal administration were exceedingly care-
ful, coneclentious and thorough, and vary
few anxious ministers or laymen over left
his presence without feeling that their re-
quests were sure of fair and sympathetic
considerntion by a wise, noble, conse-
crated and bLrotherly man.

His humble estlmate of hin own attain-
ments in grace and of his usefulness re-
minds one of John Wesley's words in the
midst of his astonishing labors and suc-
cess: 1 am sshamed of my Indolence
and mactivity. What have I been doing
these thirty years?™ Fortunately God
and the church know how 19 estimale
such self-depreclating saints and heroes,

They May Talk Wittily and Wisely,
but Cannot Preach.

In preaching there must be a practical
element, or abstract theorizing will still
curse theology; there must be & parochisl
element, or the sbepberd and the shetp

there must go & time element, or it will
be crude. There must be time for thought,
No man can improvise truth, and no min
can improvise art. It sometimes geems
as though our uge may be making an
ancient mistake. It is putting a time
{imit on the sermon In more senses than
one. The time eclement, so essentlal o
true and powerful preaching, ls the one
element denied to the modern preacher.
No longer a prophet and & seer, he hias
become a4 busy, Tussy man of af-
fairs, and manager of countless ecolesias-
tical, soclal and philanthrople lnstitutions
and enterprises.

Probably it is the demand of the people
that the church has 80 largely abandoned
her teaching function and set out upon
the path of active and material progress.
And probably the minlster is but hearing
the church In becoming so largely a busl-
neas men. But after the minlster has
forgotten his apostleship, and after he
has become 50 husy a man, one ls moved
to a=k the question, Can a buslness mun
preech?T The Impression that ones geots
from extended observation s that he
cannot. This Is not an era of great
preaching. There is an abundant minis-
tration of questions, and they are ably
discussed. Terse, eplgrammatic treat-
mants of ethical truth and businessika
presentations of practical subjecits are
everywhere heard, But one misses the
high notes and marks the narrowness and
barrenness of the speaker's art. It Is
borne In upon those who llsten to modern
preachments that very often the preacher
i “not prepared.” Greatnoss of subjeot
and thought, depth of treatment, sasy
command, are sufficlently rare to disap-
point and provoke questioning. The busi-
ness man can takk, but he cannot preach.
The church s spolling good preachers
and making poor business men. It Is not
possible for one man to compriss and
combine in himself the functions of the
whole church; she s a body with many
members, It would not be good to have 1
one-man church If It ‘were poasible. It is
not needful; at lenst the burden can be
rested more squarely upon the shownlders

of church officéra,

“S2ome form of reciprocity will un-
doubtedly ‘be granted to the {sland at
this sesslon of Congress, but what that
form will be no man knows at this june-
ture. I should not care to forecast.'”
