John Law, of Laurlstonj fcest knbwn as !

the originator of what Is usually called
the Mississippi scheme. It is not of the
type of today's historical novel with
which the country has bees deluged.
Law's extraordinary career, without a.
parallel in the world of finance, is subor-
dinated to the loye story- - The author
vrlth exceptional t,kill has ma.de flesh and
blood men and women of thpse who lived
200 years ago. He paints John Law as a
man of vigorous body and mind, no dis-

honest schemer, no dreamer, no mere
speculator. Law is a man of Imperious
mold, commanding by the force of his
intellect. He deils with the regent of
France in exactly the same mood that
he directs the movements of a band of
French Canadian voyageurs through the
Great Lakes. Law's commendable qual-
ities are not plastered over with eulogis-
tic slime and his minor faults are not
concealed. "The Mississippi Bubble" Is
not primarily a biography. It Is essen-
tially a romance based on history. Open-
ing In London where Law and his brother
flrist meet Lady Catherine Knollys and
her friend. Miry Connynge, we are told
how the young Scottish genius was called
into consultation with Montague, Sir
Isaac Newton and John Locke at the
Bank of England over a stable currency
system. In less than 200 words Law
gives his views which are to this day
the basis of sound finance. The plot
opens. Law kills In a duel a nobleman
who had provoked an unnecessary quar-
rel. He Is sentenced to death, but makes
his escape and takes ship for America.

Of thoEe who have painted the country
of the Great Lakes and the Mississippi
two centuries ago none have worked with
greater charm than Mr. Hough. Ho
wastes no time on detail, but puts on his
color with bold and strong ctrokes. In
connection with the romance he creates
two dramatic scenes of great power that
appeal irresistibly and there Is not the
least taint of the melodramatic to mar
them.

to fit the title. Mr. Cody, however, saves
himself in a. sub-titie- r- "Selections-- from
the World's Greatest Short Stories Illus-
trative of the History of Short Story
Writing." In his preface he remarks:
"It will be observed that hut threo

have been made from current or
comparatively recent writers," and then!
hs apologize for not including Edward
Everett Hale's 'The Man Without a'
Country," Robert Louis Stevenson's "A
Lodging for the "Night" or "WJ11 o' the
Wisp." Bret Hartes "The Luck of
Roaring Camp," Mary E. Wllklns' "The
Bcent Of Roses,'--' and others familiar to
America and England. He tacitly admits
that he could have made a better selec-
tion from Klpljng.

Mr, Cody fixes the beginning of the
modem love story with Decameron and
the modern romance with the "Arabian
Nights " and fears that his selections may
be a little tiresome because the world has
outgrown them. He takes up and briefly
discusses conscious and unconscious nri,
and finds: ''Short story writing Is but a
ijranch of the larger ari of fiction, which
comprehends the novel, and though short
slory writing has become a conscious art)
we find no supreme, artist In It vbo is also
a aupr.eme genius. Novel wrlflngas an
art ie still In the unconscious stage, and
we may yet have odr Shakespeare In 'fic-

tion. In the history of short story writing
Maupassant Is probably the supreme con-
scious artist, but he is a genius of no,
euch caliber as Poe and Haw't,horne. Poe
probably comes nearer than any other
story writer to being our great conscious
artist and genius combined; but Poe's,
powtrs as a story writer are too limited in
scope to entitle him to any position which
wo may call supreme. Hawthorne was
also a conscious artist In part, and his
field of succees Is Just that portion of the
great field which Poe left untouched. To-
gether they mark the beginning of the
modern conscious and fixed art of shortstory writing. Hence wo claim this art as
fairly American; and this Justly encour-
ages us to' hope that the future perfect
form of the novel will spring from Amer-
ica."

Having said so much for the American
Fhort story, the wonder Js that Mr, Cody
did not use for Illustration of recent art
the products of American writers, which,
even to his own way of thinking, are at
least equal to-- those of European writers.

'Concrntn? Authors.
Henry Wallace PhlUlps, author of "Red

Saunders." who says that he was born In
New YorK City, lived all over the place
in usual New York style and In early
youth gave promise of a futuru If he grew
up. .relates many- - good stories ot his
experiences In tho Black Hills which are
not recorded in his stories. Phillips
worked aa feeder in a stamp mill con-
nected with a mine. At one time his
mother came out to the camp and started
a Sunday school. His mother and a
banjo furnished the music, helped by the
Swede svlfe of the carpenter, who knew
none ot the words nnd very few of the
tunes, but did the best she could. "My
mother," says the author, "asked one
small boy If he knew what God was. and
he replied: 'Yes. ma'am a cuss word,' and
seemed surprised that a Jady should use
suoh language. But as long as we have
missionaries in China, what's the odds'."
adds Mr. Phillips.

Dr. Henry Van, Dyke, the recently elect-
ed moderator of the general assembly of
the Presbyterian Church, lays more Im-
portance on the teaching of literature than
on the teaching of doctrine. His election
to the highest office in the Presbyterian
Church is a graceful tribute to him not
only as a man of the church, but as.a man
of books and right reading. Not 16ng
ago Dr. "Van Dyke remarked:

"I have tried to preach a great deal
and have, succeeded, perhaps in doing a
little. I have tried not to write a great
deal; and. if I have failed, at least there
might be more. The study fire has been
very helpful. Now I am trying to teach
young men how to read."

Along with the transformation of "Iron-qull- l"

to. Pension Commissioner, comes a
chango in his publishers frqm the West
to the East. A leading New York firm
will shortly Issue a new edition of
"Rhymes of Ironqulll," heretofore pub-
lished In Kansas, In which Is being In-
cluded a poem by James Whltcomb Riley
which Is eulogistic of IronqulU's work. It
Js not because he Is ashamed that Eugene
Ware puts It under tlje name of "Iron-
qulll," or refuses to allow his own name
to go on the title page, but because he
wishes to keep his personality as a writer
distinct from his profession as a lawyer.
Now that he has become Pension Com-
missioner, he Is all the more anxious that
ho shall not be burdened with a literary
fame.

Pacific Trail Camp Fires
Is the title of yet another new book of

great interest to Oregon readers, pub-
lished by the Scroll Publishing Company,
of Chicago. Its author Is Dr. Reeao P.
Kendall, of Med ford, Or., and his- - style
Is vivid and graphic. The greater part
of this hook Is given to the portrayal of
incident and adventure In the great Im-

migration of 1S43. and relates much that
Is new and full of Interest. MoLoughlln,
Lee, Whitman, Applcga.te, Nesmitb and
all the great pioneer names "of early Ore-
gon appear in numerous pagfs and char-
acteristic anecdotes.

The author gives the credit of his work
tQ Genera Ellsha L. Applegate, whose
recollections of men and .events, linked
together by Dr. Kendall in continuous
narrative, form its principal material.

No other book has given so much In-

teresting Incident of the exploration and
settlement of Southern Oreg6n. and to
residents of that section of the state this
will prove a valuable history.

The last 100 pages of the book gjve the
story of Charles Taplin. one of Fremont's
men, who died In the Soldiers' Home at
Qulncy 111., In 1837, and whose recollec-
tions, narrated by Dr. Kendall, add a
number of interesting and appropriate
chapters. In addition to the FrTrtont
chapters the story of the "Barneburg Con-
tingent Is also given aa a finale.

A number of unimportant errors will be
found by critical readers, but they are
more than atoned for by the value of
the narrative. The book Is well bound,
with an excellent cover designed by'Pa-lensk- e,

Car-
oline Duer contributes a remarkably
clever play in one act, "Mr. Shakespeare
at School." and there are articles that
entertain and Inform in equal measure;
"The Troubles of the Prince," by Alfred
Henry Lewis, and "The Power of "Wom-

an," hy Henry Collins Walsh. Again the
Smart Set is distinguished by the number

"and merit of the poets contributing.
