MWMAHON MUCH EXCITED

DRAMATIC INCIDENT AT SALEM
POLITICAL MEETING.

Came About With McMahon's De-
femse to Charge He Obtained
Momey Wromgfally.

BALEM, May 1.—A scene, bordering on
the sensational, attended the close of the
Marion County josant political campsaign
here tonight. The McMahon-Crolsan con-
troversy reached a climax tanlght, when
the former, after a complete review of
Crolsan’s official record as Sheriff of Ma-
rion County, charging bim, as such ofMcer,
with the collection of “fllegal, excessive
and unconsclonable” fees, offered a defenms
to the alleged Insinuations that had bekn
made by Crolsan that he (McMabon) had
obtained money- from a gquestionable
source with which 1o make a tour of
Europe In 1897, McMahon charged his op-
ponent with having vilified his good pame
and reputation by causing to be published
untruthful statem-nts against him that he
dared not staad before an audlence of Sa.
iem peaple, 1o whom he had been known
ell his 1MMe, and repeal. Greatly excited,
McMahon assumed a dramatic attitude,
and, addressing his opponent, who was
seated on the side of the platform, chal-
lenged him to show where he had at any
time in his life solled his Bands by ac-
cepting one dishonest dollar, He appealed
to Croisan to stand forth and substantiats
the eharge against hls reputation and the
honor of his famlly, whom he had slan-
dered and vilifled, or forever remalin
branded as a “villainous sianderer.” The
soemic was an exciting one and the crowd
remained In breathless silence, Crolisan
made no response and the incident passed
without further excitement.

Serioun Accldent at a Speed Test on
Staten Islawd.
