THE DEATH ROLL.

Wllion IV. Dnnlap.
'NEW YORK, June 7. Wilson W. Dun-la- p,

the loan broker, who spent large
sums of money in a missionary "enterprise
of his own, died two weeks ago at his
home in this city. News of his death has
Just become public through the probating
of his will. Mr. Dunlap came Into promi-
nence by conducting services in a quaint-
ly painted wagon for the purpose of con-
verting Hebrews to Christianity. His
methods of proselyting were of such a
character that they often Incited feelings
of hostility. As a result there were fre-
quent small riots on the East Side of this
city, and also in Philadelphia, Chicago
and other places he vlsdted.

Dunlap was a paralytic, and he was af-
flicted, too, with ,a malady which gave
him the appearance of being ossified. He
always sat In the wagon when he made
his missionary Journeys. His helpless
condition did not detract from his mis-
sionary zeal, although It did not always
serve as a means of immunity from the
missiles which were frequently hurled at
hlra and his followers. In connection
with his missionary work Dunlap con-
ducted a loan agency, and was said to
have been a silent partner in several
pawnshops, from which ho derived a large
Income.

Heavy Rainfall nt Chicago.
