MASS MEETING AT COLFAX

Harold Preston, Aspirant for United
States Senator, States Hts View

Senator Turner Sends a Tele--
Craxu Xo Pledges Exacted.

COLFAX, Wash., June 7. About 200
people of all classes attended the mass
convention held here today to pledge
prospective candidates for legislative po-

sitions to support Governor McBrlde in
his efforts to secure a railroad commis-
sion bill and destroy the railroad lobby.
The meeting was presided over by a Pro-
hibitionist. The secretary was a Demo-
crat, and It was addressed by Republi-
cans, Democrats and Socialists. After
the meeting had adjourned and the au-

dience started out, Hon. John Canutt,
a Populist, offered a reso-

lution Indorsing McBride's action and
favoring a railroad Commission. Canutt
and one other voted for it, and five votes
were cast against the motion.

Harold Preston, of Seattle, candidate
for United States Senator, was the prin-
cipal speaker, and devoted nearly an hour
to advocating a railroad commission. In
reply to a question by a farmer., he said
he favored Government ownership of
railroads in time, but thought the coun-
try not ready for it jiow. He was listen-
ed to attentively and frequently ap-
plauded.

The following telegram from Senator
Turner was read by Harry Corn well, and
rcrelvcd liberal applause:

"I have no enmity against the railroads.
They are important factors In the growth
and development of our state. But they
have too much power for evil as well as
good to permit them to work their will
without restraint. They are public agen-
cies, created by law to serve the public
on a fair and Just basis. They ought to
be controlled by law, und ought to be will-
ing to be controlled. Holding these
views, I drafted and advocated the pro-
viso of our state constitution requiring
the Legislature to pass laws regulating
freights and fares and establishing a rail-
road cqmmlssion. I am strongly Impress-
ed today with the necessity for such
laws as I have ever been. The State
Legislature should carry out the impera-ti-e

mandate of the constitution and es-

tablish a railway commission, with am-
ple powers to control the public agencies.
The National laws should be so that the
interstate commerce commission may do
for interstate commerce what a state
commission would be enabled to do for
state commerce. I have expressed my
views on this subject on a number of

in the past. So long as 1 remain
in public life the foregoing views will
govern my conduct.'

State Senator Oliver Hall, Dr. G. B.
Wilson, a candidate for State Senator;
William Goodyear, Democratic candidate
for Senator, artd

Republican, and Thomas Neill,
a Socialist, addressed the meeting. All
but Neill favored a commission.

SNOW CREEIC MINE SOLD.

Eastern Men Pny About ?05,000 for
nnlcer City Property.

SUMPTER, June 7. The Snow Creek
group, consisting of four claims, in the
Greenhorn District, has been sold to New-Yor- k

capitalists. The deal was put
through by T. W. Davidson, of this city,
who had a bond on the property, and Ar-

thur B. Brown, of Bear Mouth, Mont.,
who represented the Eastern men. No
statement is made public as to the con-
sideration, but It Is believed it was be-
tween JCO.OOO and $(5,000.

All of the money has not been paid
down- - W. E. Saunders, former owner
of the group, has received the first In-

stallment, and the new company has in-

structed Engineer Brown to begin prep-
arations for development work on a large
scale. What form this will take is not
stated, but will likely be sinking on the
ledges, as two or three small shafts have,
been sunk already to test values.

Will Install Hoist.
Superintendent Evans, of the Old Abe

Mining Company, stated today that the
preparatory work being done on that prop-
erty is with a view of Installing a hoist
of 500-fo- depth capacity at an early
date. This property Is located in the
Mlnersvllle District, near the Golden
Wizard and Wisconsin groups, on which
sinking plants are In operation now.
Superintendent Evans is at present de-
veloping the ledge by means of a tun-
nel which is in 144 feet, and from which
numerous crosscuts have been run to
determine the width. One of these is 40
feet, without getting the hanging wall.

A newer and larger hoist, with a
boiler, is to be constructed

on the Virginia property, in the Green-
horn District. Manager Ewlng, In charge
of the mine for the North Pacific Mining
Company, has ordered the boiler and
hoist, and expects to get them in as soon
as roads will permit of hauling heavy
freight. Manager Ewing is putting in a
boiler strong enough to operate a small
mill should development bring to light
enough ore for a good run.

Th farmers in that section of the
county have successfully pooled their
grain crops for the past two seasons, with
the result that they received 5 cents per
bushel more for their grain than dldmany
of their neighbors. The present market
price for choice wool is 13 cents, but the
farmers expect through their organiza-
tion to realize more.

TABLET FOR CAPTAIN GEARY.

College Cadets "Will Honor Memory
of Soldier Killed in Philippines..

an able commandant and a brave sol-
dier." The tablet is presented by the

Under previous rules, the County
Clerk has been acting as purchasing agent
for the county.

Call for Fruitgrower to Meet.
SALEM, June 7. The Salem Fruitgrow-

ers Union, at a meeting today, accepted
the resignation of J. M. Kyle as man-
ager, but took no action In the election
of a successor. The union has called a
meeting of all members to be held next
Saturday, when a minimum price will be
established for local sales, other than
berries contracted to the cannery. At
the same meeting arrangements will be
made for experimental shipments of ber-
ries to points some distance away.

There will be a big yield of strawber-
ries in this vicinity, and the Allen Pack-
ing Company expects to start its cannery
about Friday, June 13. The cannery man-
agement has contracted with the mem-
bers of the Salem Fruitgrowers Union
for the crop at 3Vi cents per pound for
the best canning varieties.

Shot While Setting Gopher Gnn.

place three miles west of here yesterday,
the weapon was discharged, badly lacer-
ating his right hand. The flesh was torn
out from between the fore finger and
thumb and an artery severed.
