EXPLORATIONS BETWEEN ARCTIC
CIRCLE AND POLAR SEA.

New Mountains Discovered — Tree
Limit and Willow That Bare.
1y Peeps Above the Moss,

The most difficult and hazardous work
of expioration ever underfaken by the
Geclogica! Burvey In Alaska was carried
out last sesson, It was a reconnoissance
survey through the middie of Northemn
Alsxka from the region of the apper Koyu-
kuk River oo the Arcile Clrcle to Lhe Arec-
tic coast at the mouth of the Colville
River. The starting point io the ceeter of
Northern Alaska, says the Now York Sun,
is wvery remote the country between
the Arctic Cirele and the northern coast
was almost wholly unknown and owing
to the c¢xtrems shoTinems of the scason
and the uncertalnty of transportation it
was problematical whether the undertak-
tng could be carried out In one vummer,

Pians for studying this unexplored part
of the territory had been considered os
ecarly as I§7, but on nocount of the reasons
above indicaled they were not carried out
until last Summer, when the conditions
were more favorable, owing to the dlscov-
ery of gold ajong the upper Koyokuk lo
153 and 1880, which have led to the loca-
tion of a couple of trading posis near the
Arctic Circie. It was poszible, therefore,
to forward supplies to one of these sta-
tions in advance of sending the explorers
to the starting point of thelr journey.

The work was piaced in charge of W. J.
Peters end G. P. Phillips, topographers,
and F. C. Schrader, geologist. Mr. Bchre-
der has written an account of this jour-
ney for the Bulletin of the American Geo-
graphlenl SBoclety, from which the follow-
ing facts are taken:

The outflt, including canoes and supplies
for the sesson's work, was shipped from
San Francisco in 1900 and stored at Derg-
man, the mining trading post at the Arctie
Circle on the Upper EKoyokuk, until the
surveying party called for them last sea-
son,

It was necessary for the surveyors to
reach the fleld of work bafore the break-un
of winter on sccount of the shortness of
the season and the desire to reach Folnt
Barrow by Seplersber 1, in onder to catch
a steamer hameward bound. The party,
therefore, set out from Skegway In Feb-
Tuery of iast year, crossed the const range
by the White Pass Rallroa? and then
traveled down the Yukon and scrfoss coun-
try to Bergman on the Koyukuk. This
journey was made by dog-sied, 1200 miles,
Bergman being reached on April 10

Winter travel in Alaska has been eon.
slderably ilmproved since the time when
the development of the Klondlke gold
mines made winter communication with
the coast important. Travelera do not
zide oo the sled, which la used only feor
carrying supplies and juggags: they foliow
behind afoot, urging the dogs forward
orf run ahesd on snowshoes to break a trall,
$f nonie exists, or it has betn Arifted over.
The dogs are hitched tandem from fSve to
nins in & team. They have only one meal
& day, consisting of meal or flour cooked
with mesl, fish or greanss, Gold prospect-
ore throughout Alsska say that they
themselves can go farther and sccomplinh
more hard work on rice and bactn than
on any other ration.

About 35 miles o day Is & good average
day's drive, The mall carriers on the
lower Tiukon have made, however, as high
is & milles. which is the record in Lhe
Yukon country. Two classes of dogs gpre
used, the natives consisting of Slwash
and Malemut animals snd the imported
dogs of varlous breeds, monstly from the
United States. The imported dog exoesis
in intelligence and Is disirsble for a
leader: but the netive dog % best for all-
around service and for long, hard trips,
as he repuires less food and care, and
having & dense pelt, much ke that of a
wolf, Is much less affected by hardshlp
End exposure.

Bled travel in the upper Yukon country
has been rendered less arducus in the
past fow years by the so-called road-
houses, ench consisting usaally of a log
cabin and a dog kennel Ths roadbouses
are situsted o fair day’s drive spart. The
sccommodations are very rude and ‘the
price of meals is 560, but the weary
traveler has the shelter and rest he needs
and does mot have to haul so0 large an
amount of guppliea 28 would otherwiss be |
necessury. After the purty passed Doaw-
son End reached Fort Yukon, however,
there were no rosdhourss across country
to the Koyukuk. Along this last stage
of the route travelers, unless provided
with tent and stove, dig a hole through
three or four feet of snow to the ground
for a firepluce In which to cook, In sleep-
ing on the gpow and Yoo spruoce boughs
form a desirable matiress, where they csbo
be found,

Arriving at Bergman. the party had to
wait for the disappearance of the snow
and ice, which In the Spring covers the
country with siush to a depth of several
feet. rendering travel jmpossible. This
period of thaw lasted untll June &

At the end of the thaw the party pro-
ceeded by river steamboat from Bergman
up the Koyukuk to Deeotles, the second
supply post, near the alxty-seventh paral-
lel. and on Jupe 13 the work of explora-
tion was fairly begun. The John River, a
large tributary of the Koyukuk, flowing
very swiftly from the mountaine of the
north, was ascended with much difficulty
in !"!‘l&l‘ﬂbﬂr"u‘h canoes to Its  bead
waters. The current was so mapld that it
was very difficult to make hesd ngainst i1,
At the hsadwaters a five-mile poringe |
through the mountain=, 2500 toet abure gea
Jovel, brought the party to the upper
waters of the Anaktuvuk, the large sast
fork of the Colville River,
north to the Aretic Coam. These rivers
ware descended by a canoe mnd the coast
was reached on August 15 The zeneral
direction of the foumer from Koyukuk
to the arctic opean was slong the 15lsg
meridlan,

The party mapped a considerabls por-
tion of the Colville delta, and then con.
tinyed thelr survey work M0 mies north-

westward by canoe along the coast to |

Bmith Buy. Here, owing to the latuness
of the season, the survey was dropped
and the party embarkad with Esquimaux
in natihve walrus skin boats, reaching
Polnt Barrow on Septamber 3, where they
found that the last whaler had departed
and that the ccean was expected to froese
up within a week. Frocuring supplles
and s whalebont. they proceeded rapldly
muthwestward along the coast., and were
s0 fortunate as to meet the steamer Arctic
near Cape Hope, which carried them to
Nome, where they embarked on 4 steamer
for Seattle

Their discoverles in the wile stroteh of
unknown couniry betwesn the Koyukmk
and the Arctic Ocean were interesiing.
The Koyukuk s one of the largret tribu-
taries of the Yukon, which it enters on
the north ebout 450 miles above its mouth,
It is navigable by steamboat to Bergman,
40 milles above $ts mouth, snd at kigh
witer 10 Bettles, 8 miles farther, making
nearly 000 miles of mavigation above the
mouth of the Yukon.

In the neighborhood of the Bth paraliel
the explorers crossed o rugged range of
mountains. which was found to have
& width of about ® miles and an ele
wvation of 00 feet. This range Is sup-
posed to be the northwestward continus-
tion of the Rocky Mountains, which here
trend nearly east and west acrofs Aleska,
forming a grent water parting between
the Tukon on the south and rivers fowing
to the Arctic Ocean on the north. 1t was
not expectsd to find thesy mountaing ex-
Bridgr.
tending In such enormour proportions m
far 10 the west; there now steme to be
little doubt that they extend through to
the west coust In the nelghbarhood of
cape Lisbhurne, though decreasing in ele-
wvation and width to the west. In the re
slon of the 158d moridian the morth edge
of the mountains lies about 1M miles
from the coast. East of this the range
curves strongly to the north northesst,
rs that In the rexion of the Mith meridian

and a gently rolllng plateau country, llo’-
ing very graduslly towand the sea, begins
It extends north a distance of 30 miles,
whers the comtal plaln is entered, s nearly
flat, tundra country, continuing 75 miles
to the srcilc coast.

A moderate growth of spruce and cot.
tonwood was found along the John River
clear inio the mountalins to near the mid-
dle of the range. Here the timber line is
atout 106 fect above sea Jevel Above
this point to the coast the only specimen
of Umber is the willow, much stunted in
growth, rarcely Inrge enough (o supply &
ten! pole, Near the coast the wiliow
disappears or becomes a mers shrub, jess
than knee high or i» Hmited to the trail-
ing varlety, with omly the points of the
lenves sppearing sbove the moss of the
tucdra. Drift timber washes ashors ot
various points along the coest and Is
used by the natives for fuel. The coast
Appoars to be totally bare of timber from
the north of the Coiville down to beyond
Cape Lisburne.

Trout were found In some of the tribu.
tardes of ths John River and also in the
Anaktuvok and some of its tributaries of
the Colville system. A kind of white fish,
cnught by net, appears to be the princlpal
fish resource of the natives along the
coast. Mountain shéep and caribou were
found mmong the mountains along the
upper John Hiver; they form an important
foodd resource of the natives. Caribou are
sometlmes hunted as far north as the
coast; a few bear mre found in the moun-
talns, end polar bear are oftem killed by
the natives along the ghores of the otean,
The plarmigan Is the most consplouous
bird fdund at all seasons of the year, but
during the latter part of the Summer
ducks in very lnrge quantities are killed
by the coast natives.

THE HAT AND THE HAIR

How the Headplece Interferes With
the Growth of Halr,

The writer of this sguib has much hair
on his head. As 2 young man it was black
as 6 crow's wing, curly, the envy of rivals
and the despalr of imitators; as & middie-
aged man, iron-gray, thick, luzuriant, with
no disposition to grow less. How doss It
happen that thin one individual ls singied
out from all the rest to be the possessor
of so much balr? Has It been the use of
halr tonica? Iz it the result of freguent
shampoos Yy the barber? Has he been
mpending money for some favorite halr-
restorer? Nothing of the sort. None of
these things have happened. It has bheen
brought about nelther by wise manage-
ment por heredity., This is the way It
happened: The head upon which this lux-
uriant halr grows is of Jong diameter from
bafore backward bur of short dlameter
from uide to side; that is to say, a long,
thin head, with rather hollow tempies
This makes it impossible for him to buy
a hat that Ots tightly to bis head. Hls
head being so long, he != obliged to buy a
4, which Is always top wide for his thin
head. He hag probably never worn a hat
in his lfe that 6t tightly over the tem-
piea.

Well, what has all this to do with lux-
uriant hair? It has much to do with It
The temporal arteries that supply the scalp
with blood run up the side of the temples.
The average person wears a hat that fits
tightly over the temples. This constriction
of the arteries and wvelns thar supply the
cireuiation of the blood, and the pressure
of the hat upon these blood wveasels, cut
off in part the clroulation of the blood to
the scalp. . This makes the halr unhealthy
and inclined to drop out. Baldbheadedness
comes on prematurely. But in case of the
long-bheaded person we are describing no
hat could be found that would fit tightly
across the templen

it is mo wisdom of his that preserved
his hrlr, but merely the accidental shape
of his head. He has always been obliged
to wear a hat that touched the forehead
and back of the head, but 414 not touch
thoe fides of his head, This left the clrou-
Iation of the blood free to the scalp.
Hence the bristling, rugged, healthy mop
of hatr on his head. Each halr stays In
its place with the tenacity of a plne stump,
A pound welght would not bs sufficient 1o
pull out a single bhailr.

Now, if there is any lesson to be learned
from all this, 1t is slmply to avold wearing
anything on the head that presses the tem-
ples. This is probably the reason that
| women have a better growth of halr. It
| is rare indeed to ses a baldbeaded woman.

They marely touch Lthe head at all Men
wear hats tightly clasped about the head,
interfering with the circulation of the
scalp. This s why they are bald. They
ought to be bald, If they don't know any
better.

This current, a wvery
much feebler stream than the Guif
Blream, owing to the enormous sise of the
mid-Parific basin snd the unfavorable
configuration of the Asian continent, has
few of the dramatic chnracteristios of the
Gulf Btream, and yet the Mauryan myth
hae endowed It alse with the vir-
tues supposodly belonging to Its Allantic
congener, and it f& but recently that the
Chamber of Commerre of Ban Francisco
was passing resolutioms about it, since
they bellred that, if its shiftings could
be studied, Celifornia wenther might be
foreseen long in advance. In this they
were confosing effect with cause, and
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were on the wrong track Had they
passed resclutions sbout the shifting of
the great Pacifie ant-cyclone they would
have hit the nall on the head, ginces it is
the variation in [ts pressures and in lis
position that makes for climatle and
wenther changes on the Paclfic Coast, and
Also cacees any shifting in the drift of
ocean currents. And the same Is true of
the Atiantic basin—the gull stream shift-
Ing with the winds and the general bar-
ometric etresses; which shifting, far from
being the cause of any woather vagary,
is an indication of the secondary relation
of the otean current to the primary
cause of weather changen, the shifting of
the aerial currents: In fime, the antl-cy-
clone itmelf. We who Uve In the Atiantic
seaboard sinles of the United States no-
tice the efflect of the shifting of the
anti-cyclose Jess than Europe, porhaps,
since for the most part weather la the
East 1a pot brewed In the ocean, becauss
the merfal drift moves from west to east,
and carrles (he oceanle Influenmces easl-
ward, or away from cur shores, Put oe-
cnsjonally Atlantic antl-cyclone obtrudes
on our Bouthern coasts with very Tre-
muarkable resulis; at times apparently re-
versing ths seasons by setiing up a soulh
to morth (southeast to northeast, south-
west to northeast) clirculation that » the
primary cause of the apells of halcyonic
weather that have been variously chris-
tened “Indlan Summer.”
