IN THE WORLD OF BOOKS

Of the many Siavie Nations and tribes
that st ope time occupied the east of
Europe from the Elbe and the headwaters
of the Danube
Tonle Sen to the Baltle and Whits Seas,
some have eontirely disappeared In the
ruthiess struggis with a superior German
civilization: pthers, like the Bulgarians
Servians have paled Into Insignin-
cance under-the lethargic nfluence of the
crescent, 1o be fanned to e again within
the memeory of the present generation by
A breath of national consciousness, which
is the result of the romantle movement In
European literature; others sgain, like
the Hoheminns and Poles; rent asunder
by fraternal discord and anarchy, bsve
forfeited thelr national existence and are
engungped In an unequal battie to regain IL
Of all the Slave, Russin alone has stead-
fly gathered in the landa of the feudal
lords, to shine at lIsst as & power of the
first magnitude among the sisterhood of
states, and to scintiliate hope to Iis ra-
cial brothers as the Northern Star.

The unity of the Russian jand was sver
present to the minds of the writers In
the eoacliest das of the appanages. The
bard of the “Word of Igor's Armament™
and Daniel the Palmer made appeals to
the whole country and prayed for all the
pringes in the 12th eenfury, and for up-
wards of four centuries Moscow has been
the center toward which the outlying dis-
tricts have been gravitating. Yel, In spite
of so continuwous and well-defined a pollt-
feml tendency, Russia is the last of the
Blavic nattona to have evolved a lterature
worthy of the name. Bohemia had a brill-
jant literature of the Western stamp as
eariy s the 18th century; Buolgaria had
mads a saplendld start three centuries he-
fore, uvoder the impulse of the newly
introduced religlon; the Servian efty of
Raguaa, receiving its intellectual jeaven
from itz Italian vicinage, Invesiod Pe-
trarch and Dante with Servian citizenship
in the 1ith cemtury, and, shortly witer,
giorfed In an epic of a Gundulic, and In &
whole galaxy of writers; Foland barrowed
its theology from Bobemin, took an active
part in the medieyal Latin Hterature, and
boasted u golden age for Its native lan-
guage in the 16th century, Russia pro-
duced an accessible [iterature only in the
second half of the 18th century, became
known to Western Europe not earlier than
the second quarter of the next; and had

He wants to get
away from W, to g0 no more to dinners,
dances or receptions, but to revel instead
In the rest and guiet‘of jhe country. So
he is going Into farming on & small acale,
and though he admits that he doesn’t know
much about farming, that doesn't greatly
matter, for he knows a good deal about
telling storles, and In the present state
of the liternry market o proficlent story-
teller ‘may hope to"maintain a farm, pro-
vided it Is not too big.

Mr. Tarkington s probably on the right
track in providing himself with a country
bome, and has plenty of precedents for
his encouragement. Mr. Kipling, while he
still dwelt with us, had & farm in Ver-
mont; Mr. Winston Churchill in a rural
resident of that same state; ths Inte Mr.
Stockton always had a.farm somewhere:
Mark Twaln bought one the other dsy
on the Hudson River; and as for the gal-
axy of Indlana writers, among whom Mr.
Tarkington shines, no doubt they all have
farms, and raise apples, peonies and hens,
and have hollyhooks in thelr gardens. En-
viable men! ¥Fat be thelr pigs and thelir
royaities, and blissful thelr contentment!
