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BANKS' CASH LESS

New York Statement Shows

Decrease of $2,1 81 ,000.

LOANS HAKE AN INCREASE

8nrplns nencrvc, While Reduced,
Appear to Be Ample Export of

Gold to France Likely te
Occur Tills WceXc

NEW YORK, ' July 6. The Financier
this week says:

The official statement of the New York
Associated Banks last week showed a. de-
crease of $2,189,100 In cash, of which 5517,700
consisted of specie and $1,671,400 of legal
tenders. The statement does not agree in
this respect with the estimates which
were based upon the traceable movements
of money during the week. Indeed? a dis-
agreement was looked for, because the
estimates Included only the changes for
the bank week up to Thursday morning,
while the official statement embraces the
movement on that day.

The loans Increased $17,011,400. This was
larsolv due. to the fact that the additional
capital and surplus of the National City1"

Bank, which was paid In cash during the
week, was promptly put out on loans by
tho bank, thus augmenting the Item of
loans and moro or less affecting the.
average of loans reported by the banks.

The deposits increased $2,818,100. This
amount is less by more than $12,004,200

than the sum called for by the increase of
loans, and less than the decrease of cash,
and the statement, therefore, is technically

out of proportion. The discrepancy
was chiefly caused by the heretofore not-
ed loans of the National City Bank of
the cash paid in for the new stock, which
cash was, of. course, not Included in the
deposit line. The reserve required was
increased by $704,525, which sum, added to
the $2,809,100 loss of cash, makes $2,833,625
as the decrease in surplus reserye, whllo
it now stands at $10.0S4,725. At-- the cor-
responding date last year It was $5,211,525.

The dally average of tho bank clearings
during the five days of the week was 00

against a daily average of $204,000,-00- 0

in the previous week. The increase
was largely due to the July disburse-
ments, and also the City Bank's opera-
tions in connection with its Increase c--

capital heretofore referred to. The sur-
plus reservo of the banks, though rer
duced, appears to be ample for all re-
quirements, even though there shpuld be
a further reduction in the current week,
as the result of gold exports to France.
These exports seem likely to occur, ben
cause Paris Is now Increasing Its stock of
gold In expectation of the conversion of
about $48,000,000 of 3 per cent into 3 per
cent rentes.

The demand for gold at Paris last week
reflected in the decline In exchange at
Paris on London to 25 francs, 12& cen-
times, and it is" probable that Paris will
tills week draw gold from New York.
Withdrawals, however, will be partly off-
set by receipts of Klondike gold through
assay office checks.

Comparing the changes in loans by the
principal banks, it appears that six in-

stitutions gained $15,400,000. df which, the
City alone had $10,500,000. The net loss in
specie by eight banks was $1,800,000. The
City shows a decrease of $3,200,000, the
First National $3,000,000 and the Western
$4,000,000. The largest gains were by three
banks, which showed a total of $7,500,000.

Falling
between two holidays, and with the great-
er part of the buying for both of them
dons on Thursday, most of the merchants
had but little to attend to on Saturday.
The Eastern exchanges were closed, and
there were accordingly no grain markets,
Liverpool showing no disposition to do
anything until the result of the fine
weather during tho protracted holiday In
this country was better known.

CAVIARE FAMINE POSSIBLE
America Novr Supplies the World.

With Requisite Sturceon Essrs.
New York Evening Post.

The time is said to bcknot far off when
cavlaro will be as expensive as canvas-bac- k

duck or diamond-bac- k terrapin.
.Though supposed to be a foreign delicacy.
It is almost exclusively American. At one
tlmo all tho cavlaro in the market was of
European origin. European waters have
been nearly fished out of sturgeon, how-
ever, and today the German and Russian
manufacturers who have a practical mo-
nopoly of the finished product, rely upon
the United States for the sturgeon eggs
out of which the finished delicacy is made.
Tho same process of extinction Is going
on in this country at a very rapid rate,
and thus far no steps have been taken by
either the National or state governments
to regulate the industry. At the present
time the three centers of sturgeon catch-
ing are the Delaware River, the Great
Lakes and the Columbia River. A limited
number arc caught in Sound, and
according to ship captains, there is still
a vast and untouched supply in the waters
of Southern Alaska. The waterways which
run from Vancouver northward along
British Columbia are another field of con-
siderable promise.

Bat the first quality and the one which
all epicures prefer comes from the Dela-
ware. That of the Great Lakes is Inferior
In flavor, while the Pacific article is alto-
gether too rank and coarse for the most
refined palate. It was the latter which
was described by an Irishman as a shad-ro- e

dressed in codllver oil. Up to the
present century there were many stur-
geons In the Hudson and Connecticut, in
New London and Narragansett Bays,, as
well as Long Island Sound, but the num-
ber has grown steadily smaller and today
is scarcely worthy of consideration.

ing taken for early loading. It Is apparent
that the Summer months of the hew sea-
son will show a much business than
was handled during "the closing months
of the old season. The British ship Khy-b- er

was reported chartered yesterday for
September loading at 28s 3d, with the op-

tion of barley at Gd more, and the Oceana,
previously reported as chartered for Port-
land, is also a September-Octob- er ship.
The British ship Brambletye, due in about
SO days with a cargo Of coal from New-
castle, has been chartered to load at Port-
land for South Africa at 303 3d. a higher
rate than has recently been paid for Afri-
can business. For spot loading at Port-
land nothing has ben chartered since the

French, bark Asle, but yesterday tho Brit-
ish bark Thlstlebank, now on Puget
Sound, was chartered for Tacoma

The rate paid the Thlstlebank was
not made public "but la reported to be
slightly higher than the last previous
spot charter over there, near-b- y ships for
Puget Sound ports being less plentiful
than for Portland.

While the greater part of the ships se-

cured for Summer will go to
South Africa, a few are being taken for
United Kingdom loading, and there is
nothing In tho situation wrilch Indicates
anything like a scarcity oi grain
for at least three or four months. At
the end of that time, the new crdp will
have commenced to move and the de-
mands for ships will be much greater
than they now are. There Is something
over 20.000 tons net register more listed
for Portland at tho time than
there was a year ago.

Portland steamboats are not the only
craft on tho Pacific Coast that are tied
up because the owners cannot pay the
wages demanded except at a los3. The
Victoria sealing fleet is either going out
short-hande- d or going Into retirement for
tho Summer. It is Impossible to secure
Indians at rates which will admit of a
profit and, rather than operate at a loss,
owners are tying up tho schooners for the
season.

NEW LUMBER DROGHERS.

Oliver J. Olscn and Amnrlnth
Have Sailed for Portland.

Two more of the large-siz- e, modern-bui- lt

lumber droghers are now on tho
way to Portland. The schooner Oliver J.
Olsen, which was built on Gray's Harbor
about a year ago sailed from San Fran-
cisco for Portland Friday evening to load
lumber for the Orient The American
barkentlno Amarlnth, also a yearling,
sailed from Taku for Portland, June 27,

and on arrival will load piles for the port
from which ahn has ju3t sailed. Tho
schooner Forest Home, now in San Fran-
cisco discharging a cargo of lumber, will
pall for Portland In a day or two to load
lumber for Shanghai. With so much new
tonnage in tho lumber trade under-- the
American flag, the big foreign steamships
which were formerly so .plentiful along
the Coast have disappeared.. Business Is
not very brisk in shipping In other parts
of the world, and some of them may put
In an appearance later In the season for
grain cargoes.

FROM OLD MADRID.

Racy Story of Pirates Off the Const
of Florida.

MADRBD, July 5. A story 13 published
In the newspapers here to the effect that
EO boatloads of robbers attacked the Span-
ish Line steamer Alphonso XIII. from
Havana for Corunna. Spain, while she
was aground at Capo Carasford (7), Flor-
ida. The robbers, according to the news
papers, became so menacing that the cap-
tain of the steamer ordered his crew to
fire upon them. The Alphonso XIII event-
ually floated and steamed away.

Gale Damages Shipping.
ST. JOHN'S, N. F., July 5. A furious

gale raged here last night and swept
the whole seaboard, destroying much
fishing property. It is feared that the
storm worked great havoc with shipping.
The steamer Harmony, at this port,
broke from her moorings, damaged three
ships, several wharves and a number- - of
fishing vessels, and finally went ashore
In Thetty Harbor. Her crew was res-

cued. Other vessels were beached at dif-

ferent points, and It Is believed that much
damage was dono to the fishing fleet on
the Grand Banks.

Steamship Captain Drowned.
NEW YORK. July 5. The body of S.

Andrea Zahe3, the captain of tho steam-
ship Fedeclclca. was found floating In the
Erlo Basin today, near the place where
his ship was berthed. It Is believed that
tho captain committed sulcldo on account
of the criticism he received from tho own-
ers of the vessel because of an accident
to his ahlp. He was an Austrian, 35 years
of age.
