By what happy process prehistoric man
first consummated a headgear we do not
know exaotly: but It must obviously have
been a late Incldent in the evolutlon of
that (nteresting Individual Perhaps a
leaty bough, broken off and held aloft,
was the very first thing In “tlles’ and
if this were so then some of the garden
hats, dear to the gentler sex today, may
obviously boast a direct descent from
antiquity. When our remole kinsman had
found next that a little shaping a “‘con-
fection™ of twigs would remain on the
head without being held there, the thing
was done, and from that brilliant concep-
tion down to the sweetest and latest
achievement of Paris the steps are slmple
and easy.
Ohscurity of Origin.

Historleally, the straw hat s wrapped
in & good des]l of mystery. When once
established in something llke Its present
form It became a0 much A matter of
course that few ancient writera thought
of alinding to It any more than they
would have dwelt on the homely fact that
a man bad shoes on his feet or unmen-
tonnbles to his lower Ilmbs. Authorities
have generally bheld that the plaiting of
atraw for the purpose was not practiced
in England before the latter part of the
15th century, but this {= far too jate a
date. Spencer himself mentions such an
industry. “Some plald with straws,” and
Shakespeare In “The Tempest” makes
Iris sing:

You sunburnt sickleman, of August weary,

Come hither from the furrow and be marvy.

Make holiday; your rye-straw hats put on.

A Hive of Straw,

And In A Lover's Compiaint"” the poet
speaks again of a plaited hive of straw
belng worn by & fickle mald to preserve
ber complexion from the sun. In the
reign of James [ the author of “Cru-
dites™ tells us that the finest “strewen
hats” were worn both by men and women
in Pledmont, many of them having a
hundred seams, and being consequently
very costly, £3 & bhaving been paid for
*“two straw hats and bands for the use
of Lord Willlam Howard.” After that
the head covering, once a desplsed easen-
tial of rostic costume, became the joy
of the court, a prime {sstrument In the
affected stmplicity of an age whoae oniy
inspiration was pretense.

Queen Anne's great ladles wore straws,
These were followed by Leghorn “chips'*
which were carried Inta overwhelming
popularity on the beautiful headas of the
Misses Gunning., the ladles to whom we
owe this at least, that they not oniy
graced their own charms by the most
natura! and becoming headgear that can
be worn, but gave a mighty Impulse to a
British Industry which flourished for
many years afterward.

Artieles of Straw,

These Leghom plaits proving too expen-
sive for general use, Luton and Dunstabie
came to the assistance of the forelgn pro-
ducer; ail over Herts and Suffolk, and
down into Essex.

WORLD'S TEA DRINKERS,

Grent Rritnia Consumes More Than
Any Other Nationa.

London Telggraph,

There ls no one perhaps who plays with
figures In o more Interesting mdnner than
Bir Alfred E. Bateman, who is the statis-
tician of John Bull, shopkeeper, and has
an office at the Board of Trade. He can
miake n blue book—or, to be accurate,
“white book"—of figures of atsorhing In-
terest, and certainly his lntes: effort In
his direction is not his least succeasful.
he title of his Intest work Is “Tea and
Coffee, 1900, and forvldding as the statls-
tical tables - therein ‘appear, Bir Alfred
Bateman's préfice Is fll of Interest, and
throws an Interesting light on some of the
characteristicas of the natlon, character-
fetics which our kipdred have carried over
the sea with them ta the colonles. John
Bull s usually depicted as a free drinker
of beer and spirits, but his penchant Ia
not so much for alcohol as for tea.

It 18 that which moat distinguishes him
from his neighhors, and, thanks to the
firm planting of-his foot {n Indla and Cey-
lon, the teéa that he drinks s mostly and
increastngly grown under the protection of
the union jack: We taks a amaller quan-
tity relatively every year from China. To
put the maiter In a putshell, the t0tal con-
sumption of tea in the United Kingdom
exceeds that of all the other European
countres and the United Btates put to-
gether. During the 17 years from 188 to
1900 it has risen from 175,060,000 pounds to
50,000.000 pounds, an Mmcrense of 43 per
cent. To g0 into further detall, it may be
added that every person In Great Britaln
and Ireland, counting each centenarian
and baby In arms, the upper ten and “the
submerged tenth ™ consumes annually
over slx pounds of tea, an [ncrease of one
pound in 18 yaars.

How does this compare with other coun-
triesT When It Is stated that we uss near-
Iy half the world's crop, litlle more In
answear 1o the question need be =ald; bpt
Sir Alfred Bateman, going into further de-
tall, polnts out that there I8 no other Eun-
ropean country where such s per capita
consumption is approached. Indeed, there
Is no other BEuropean country, with ths
exception of Holland (1L.48 per head), where
the consumption of t¢a exceeds one pound
per head
In Ruesia (223 and In the TTnited States
(1,09, which are the other two large tea-
conouming _countries, the consumption
amounts te about one pound per head.

In France the total-qiantity of tea gon-
sumed |5 under 250000 pounds, or .08 of
i pound per head of the population,

In Germany it Is 750,000 pounds, or 12
of a pound per head of the population.

And, lastly, the United Kinsdom Iim-
ports 500,060,000 pounds (re-exporting very
lttie), and. as stated. requires alx pounds
for every man, womnn and child,
