and a people at that, posssssed of more
warmth and Eldoradis tempermment in the
nbandon of thelr dreamy llves than any
the sun «ver shown upon, Heamn tells of
this people at 8t Plerre In a theill of
ecstatly, positively brilliant rhetaric. Per-
haps no meodern writer Ié his equal tn com-
mand of exquisite and yet withal power-
ful Engiish. Of SL Plerre hie writes as
one Inspired. No man has ever, no anhe
could surpass his telling of this seton-
ishing and picturesque population. Thelr
otigin, their all-pervading yellow color
the never-ending and cupriclous display of

Gustave Flaubert, who had himself
studied medicine, took extraordinary painw
to get medical detalls accurate, and M

Kipling's “Just So" Storles.
It hns beeén a long time &ince Kipling

has published anything which may be
called a volume. “Kim™ might be &
book after writing which the author

could die and feel sure of future fame,
but the wast majority of readers who
ever were Interested n Kipling hope that
“Kim"” may not be the last. Of course,
it will not be. A wvolume of “Just-So
Btorles” will be ready shortly, and as a
distingulshing feature many of the ilus-
trations will have been done by the au-
thor. Besides this, there Is now published
in Engiand a paper which Kipling has
written and called a *“gulde” to the naval
review. Kipling's Jong experience on the
warships of the English navy makes him
competent to write of the steel fighters
which will make their peaceful parade
on review during the SBummer. In omne
of the July magazines thepe appears a
story by Kipling. entitied "“Wireless,” in
which Marconl's ,progress in  wireless
telegraphy in one of the themes.
