If you 4o not enjoy the s=ermon, you
may rving off and try another, and your
spiritual adviser will never be any the
wiser,

Service Will Be Betiered.

The Hne connected with the Christian
Church yesterday was only a temporary
sffalr, It was pot meant to be perma-
nent, the company expecting to take it
out next week and have it replaced by a
better Hine. It was put In hurriedly, but
gave excellent results. Hundreds of peo-
ple of the city, meores of subseribers
throughout the county and many in nelgh-
boring clties called the telephone office
and asked to be connected with the
church, so that they could hear the zer-
mon over the tslephone,

Dying Womnan Heard a Sermon.

In the clty several puthetic cases were
noted, and a woman near death's door,
before she dled, desired to hear the Word
of God preached once more at least. She
told her wishes to a [friend, who
volonteered to provide her with such an
arrangement that she could Usten to &
sermon by telephone yesterday., When the
line was tested Saturday plght, Immedi.
ately after Its completion, the old lady
was taken to the home of a neighbor,
where n telephone I8 located, and there
placed in n bed A small watch-case re-
ceiver was secured and placed ta her ear,

Suddenly, as the sick woman listensd in-
temtly, the telephons operator switched
the line on, and the invalld, who had not
beenn In A& church for years, heard In
powerful tones the song, “Jesus, Lover
of My Soul” Tears streamed down her
cheeks, and she thanked God that once
more she was allowed to hear, even If she
eould not see, those things which were so
deny to her,

The company has made an offer to the
churches that If they have any il or in-
jured who cannot afford a telephone, and
a temporary line |s desired, the company
will put It tn without cost.

The Arrmngement Deseribed,

The system was put in under the direc.
tion of Casslus Alley, manager of the
Central Unlon here, and the scheme I» an
invention of his own, which has never
been installed at any other point. The
working of the system s slmple. an in-
dependent llne being run to the church,
and then a row of holes on the switch-
board at the centra] office being “thrown
together” in such & manner that any
number of subscribers can he connected.
At the church the work Is lkewise aim.
pie. The wire passes nlong the wall and
floor unseen and goes to the pulpit.
where It ls connected with the transmit-
ter, which Is hidden in the pulpit. The
tranemitier !s small, belng only about
two Inches In diameter, but It 1s highly
serisitized and very delicate, and the least
sound Is magnified to such an extent that
everything s heard plainly. The preach-
ing, the singng and praying all are clear-
Iy distinguishable over the liae,
