
STOCKS MORE FIRM

Large Speculators Stand" by

the Market.

DEALINGS IN GREAT VARIETY

Unusually Enrlr Demand Fronjlntc- -

rlor Xor. Currency Is Accepted
an Indicating; Activity of

Trade Wee lc Retlevr.

NEW TORK, July 19. Former buyers of
ctocks attempted to take profits this
morning, and found a poor market for the
purpose, with the result that prices were
carried generally below last night's level
In the course of the first hour's trading.
The mdrket, however, continued to enow
breadtlf and variety, and the pressure to
cell promptly relaxed at the lower level of
prices. A favorable bank statement was
expected, but the exhibit of the clearing-
house Institutions proved more .favorable
than had been anticipated, and resulted
in an effective rally in prices. The realiz-
ing was renewed at the advance, and the
closing was active and easy.

Probably the reports of yesterday's
heavy rains and floods in the Western
States arouaed some misgivings oyer tho
results to grain. There were fractiopal
advances among the grangers and South-
western group, nevertheless. Pennsylva-
nia vas the feature of the market on large
dealings, and rose above 160, closing at
that figure. Official denials of yester-
day's reports that control of Beading had
been secured did not hurt the stock, but
lt subsidiary stocks, Chesapeake & Ohio
and Norfolk & Western, suffered from
realizing, the former falling at one time
li under last night. There were strong
spots throughout the market, including
Hocking Talley, Western Union and some
of the public utilities of this and Oder
cities.

Review of the Wclo
There has been notable revival of specu-

lative activity in the stock market this
week, and the volume of dealings crossed
the million-shar- e mark for Thursday and
Friday. There have been indications of a
strong organized campaign, including
some of the great financial groups which
have hitherto seemed to hold aloof rom
the market during the operations conduct-
ed by the Western contingent.
Dealings have been In great variety, shift-
ing from one to another group of stocks,
successfully taking profits in the one
group under cover of the sympathetic
strength Induced by the rleo In prices or
the new group. The movement is regard-
ed as being professional still to a large
extent, that is to say, as being conducted
by the- large capitalists and millionaires
who have controlling interests in great
companies, and by the traders whose
means of llvellhodd Is the buying and
selling of securities.

The history of speculative movements
shows that the general public never em-

barks In a general speculation except un-

der a leadership of this character. During
the past week, the commission houses in
Wall street report some excess of demand
from scattered Bources, but not to an im-
portant extent. The bulk of the transac-
tions are still in the hands of the profes-
sionals. The report during the week that
the corner in the July corn option at Chi-
cago has been abandoned, and the break
in the price, were regarded with satisfac-
tion In Wall street circles, owing to the
fear that the artificial conditions sought
to he maintained would do harm to the
marketing of the coming corn crop ana
that the effort .to support the corn mar-
ket might necessitate sacrifices in the
stock market. The suspicion that a sequel
still remains to the corn corner haB re-
vived some apprehension on this score.

Signs of Good Times.
All trade reports agree that the" de-

mand for all grades of iron product Is
still at high-wat- er mark and running into
the indefinite future, without the first in-

dication of reaction. These two facts,
plentiful crops and active Iron trade, have
been accepted in the past as conclusive
indications of the country's prosperity.
Reports of railroad earnings continue to
show Increases over last year's unprece-
dented level and corroborate other evi-

dences of prosperity. Including the large
volume of bank clearings the country
over.

The unusually early demand from the
interior for currency is accepted as indi-
cating the activity of trade.

The losses suffered by the anthracite
coal-carrie- rs as a result of the miners'
strike make them an exception to the In-

creased earning power of railroads in gen-

eral, but the determination of the miners
in convention at Indianapolis not to make
the strike general has been made an op-

portunity to advance prices of the coalers
as a feature of the bull market of tho
week. The confidence expressed by coal-roa- d

officials that the strike Is near an
end has apparently been accepted by the
speculative contingent.

The rates for call loans have been easier
this week and have fostered the specula-
tion that the future of the money market
is by no means clear and tenders hold
firmly for higher Tates on time loans.
The unexpected volume of the Govern-
ment's disbursements has been a relief
to the money market, but it is by no
meantf certain that the present rate of
disbursement will be maintained.

The principal activity in the bond mar-
ket has been in speculative and convert-
ible bonds in sympathy with their inter-
changeable stocks. "United States new is
declined per cent: tho old 4s, 8. and
the refunding 2s and 3s, per cent on
call this wejsk.

PORTLAND MARKETS.

A quiet retail trade in the city and n
good demand for staples from the country
marked the course of the local markets
for the week ending yesterday. The hot
weather caused a rush for ihe seaside and
mountains, and an attendant shortage of
buyers in the local market, while the be-

ginning of harvest In the interior has at-

tracted thousands of "harvest hands and
made business lively, and the demand for
staples good all through the interior.
From the standpoint of price changes,
hops have had the lime light on the com-

mercial stage for the greater part of the
week, and the price on new crop con-

tracts has .mounted upward with such
dizzy speed that some of the more con-

servative dealers have retired from the
conflict to await developments.

The receipt of numerous samples of new
crop wheat and barley and good reports
from the districts where there is an enor-
mous acreage of oats, have caused a re-

adjustment of prices on the cereals, there
being such a small amount of old crop
available that exporters are paying but
little attention to it. Fine crops abroad
and continued weakness in the East, at
the moment indicate a lower opening for
new crop wheat than was first expected.
As it is. tho price quoted now is about 3

cents per bushel under the best quotations
made on the old crop a few weeks ago.
Barley has fallen away about $5 per ton
from tho high point reached, and is again
on an export basis. Better weather con-

ditions have resulted in Increased receipts
of potatoes, and theJocal demand is now
supplied with Oregon stock, although it is
not yet .sufficiently matured to stand ship
ping, and California is depended on for

shipping stock. Oregon peaches came' In
quite freely toward the close of the week
and during the coming week will be quite
a factor in regulating prices. Veal waa
very scarce throughout tho week, and
pork was in only moderate supply, tho hot
.weather as yet having no effect In chock-
ing tho demand for meats. Eggs .weak-
ened toward the close of the week, the
receipts of California eggs aiding in
knocking a fraction oft the price Satur-
day. Butter held its own, receipts being
a shade lighter, and the demand fairly
good. In provisions there was an advance.
Groceries remain unchanged. Grain bags
arc- higher.

WHEAT. "With harvesting of Winter
wheat and barley at full blast south of
Snake River, and hauling to the ware-
houses already begun, there are no indica-
tions that farmers are intending, to make
a wild rush to get rid of their wheat. The
market already Justifies something better
than 50 cents at most of the points where
harvesting is under way, but very few
seem inclined to accept that figure, and a
large number will not make a price on
their holdings until the crop is all ready
for shipment. Some damage was caused
by a high wind early In the wpek snaking
out wheat and barley from over-rip- e

grain, but the loss compared with the size
of the crop is only nominal. Reports from
the Willamette Valley are not very en-

couraging, and the yield, according to ad-

vices now at hand, will all short of that
of a year ago. With the new wheat so

close at hand, exporters not pressed for
wheat are not inclined to offer a premium
for old wheat, and tho price is down to
about 63J to 64 cents.

Freights are holding steady, with some
exporters showing their faith in the situ-

ation by chartering quite freely. A pre-

mium is paid for tonnage due four or five
months hence, the general belief being
that if there is any weakening, it will be
within tho next 60 days. Flour trade re-

mains stagnant, and shipments for the
month will be much lighter than those of
July, 190L

HOPS. The advance in hops was so rap-

id that new crop contracting has almost
ceased. Some of the growers are holding
for 2 cents, while others are of the opin-

ion that 60 cents would be about the cor-

rect figure. The Eastern markets are very
firm for spot goods, and the poor crop in
New York State has given decided tone
to the market on futures. France is the
latest European district to come in with
bad crop reports, and mail advices from
Lille, North France, state that owing to
the late backward Spring and Summer,
the hop crop IiTNorthern France and Bel-

gium will at best be but not over two-thir- ds

of last year. The Sussex Express
reports as follows on the English- - crop:

Canterbury, June 25. There is a very
heavy attack of vermin. The plant la
making much belter growth under the in-

fluence of thejiotsun, but only this week
the night temperature has been as low as
40 deg., and these extreme variations tend
to throw the "plant out of health and' en-
courage the vermin. The weather has en-

abled arrears of cultivation to be made up,
and with a. more even temperature the
plant should do well if the aphides. can be
got rid of. Very little business has been
done on the bop market during tho week,
but the improved rates are firmly main-
tained.

Worcester, June 2SV Business Is rather
quiet, but a few sales havo been made
"this week atad 189 pockets passed the pub-
lic seaies: The bricht hot weather has
brought about an improvement in most of
the plantations, but the
bine is still backward and only topping the
poles in the most forward grounds. The
attack of vermin Is very heavy and prin-
cipal .growers are busy washing.

Burwashi June 28. The bine to present
time has been generally very backward,
but is now growing better. Cultivation
has not been up tp the mark, and very
little manure applied. .Planters nearly
worn out with the ruinous and ridiculous-
ly low prices paid last year. We have a
lot of vermin and honey dew. Washing
is going on. The crop evidently will be
a short one.

FRUIT. A carload of watermelons was
received Saturday, the flrst full car of
the season. The most of them were rather
undersized, but they struck town on a hot
day, and sold quite freely at J2 50 per
dozen. Bananas have been jn less favor
this week, and have ripened rapidly and
sold slowly. ' Early Crawford peaches
were more plentiful yesterday, and select
stock from California was held at Jl per
box, compared with G5 cents for the best
of the Oregon peaches.

GREAT. FLURRY IN OATS

THERE) IS A. XATimAli CORNER lH
JULY NEW OPTIONS. .

Trade Is Not Excessive, but Prices
Slake Fluctuations of One to

Two Cents at a Time.

CHICAGO, July 19. It was a wild day
in oats. The cause largely seems to be
that there Is a natural corner In July new
options. Mayor James Fatten, of Evans-to- n,

who cornered May oats, is credited
with a lind of nearly 2.000,000 of new July,
and Inasmuch as receipts are very small
and contract grading much smaller, shorts
are fearing still worse conditions. Up to
a few days ago promises for a good oat
harvest came to hand repeatedly. The
cash demand, however, kept tip so well
that in spHe of predicted bumper crops
prices continued to advance on the sam-
ple tables. "With heavy rains in tho adja-
cent fields, and reports of fallen and
twisted yellow grains, shorts became pan-
icky. The outside bought freely. The fu-
ture options advanced sympathetically,
and were hardly appreciably affected by
the break in corn and wheat. Tho near
months have become very scarce. At all
times they, are hard to buy, and the de-

mand is always in excess of the offerings.
Trade in. July twis hot excessively heavy,
tho price being put up by moderate pur-
chases.
