The story that he told was bath inter-

esting and pathetic Ages and agea, so
long ago that man has no remembrance
of it, this was a huge pyramid, towering (

thousands of feet above its fellows, buz
the remorseless hand of time has chiseled
It away till now It bears no semblance to
Its mighty past. On the summit of this
peak a sentinel was placed, whose duty
It was to keep a beacon light so tnat
when the Sun God sent a messenger with
tidings from their kin in the land beyond
tho Day, some one should be on hand to
receive it As the legend goes, when the
rising sun would lift Its head above the
ocean's edge a boat would be dispatched
bearing a messenger, and If there was no
one to receive him evil would befall the
people, so It was part of their religion
that the sentinel should be ever ready and
the light kept burning.

This- honor was usually conferred by
vote upon their best men, who held that
Important offlce until the messenger of
night would take him hence. There came
a time when the tribes were at war.
with each othfcr, and both young and old
were needed for the defense of their
homes, and he whose duty It was tto
"watch for tho coming" was nigh unto
death, and no one to take his place. In
this emergency, the white man who had
always been 'tholr friend was appealed
to, and accepted tho trust. And so It
came to pass that the Ancient Mariner
kept tho vigil Imposed by the traditions
of "those simple people.

This, according tp his story, was'cen-turle- s
ago. and he Is still faithful to his

trust. Visiters to Newport can sec at
sunrise every morning an old weather-beate- n

man standing at the base of Sen-

tinel Peak, or perched upon a rock, gaz-
ing Intently out over the mighty waters
of the Pacific, looking for tho messenger
from the land beyond the day. The fidel-

ity with which he keeps the trust handed
down to him is pathetic, and It Is to be
hoped that some day his vigil will be
rowarded, and the messenger may bring
him tidings of peace: and happiness, and
on his tomb will be Inscribed: "Well
done, thou good and faithful servant."

Thero are thoso who are uncharitable
enough to Insinuate that the fairy tales
with which the old man regaled me were
induced by the '"melted snow" which he
consumed, and that, in tho vernacular
of the day. he was "stringing" me. Be
that as It may, he helped me pass a very
pleasant week, and I am under obliga-
tions to him for it.
